Charles Edward Schroeder was1 
born in Baltimore, state of Maryland, 
October 14, 1852, and arrived in Coos 
county May 22, 1859.

He that settled on the South Fork; 
of the Coquille river but moved to' 
Myrtle Point March 25, 1890. He1 
lived at Coquille for a number of 
years and in Coos county the greater i 
part of his life. His wife’s maiden' 
name was Lucinda J. Story, who was' 
bom in Davis county, Missouri, Oc- j 
tober, 21, 1881. She and Charles' 
were married December 24, 1878. To' 
their union there was born only one I 
child, namely, Edward T. Schroeder, 
February 29, 1880.

Charles Edward Schroeder died at 
the home of his son at Anacortes, I 
Washington, last Saturday, February 
8, and was at the time of his death 1 
eighty-three years, three months and 
twenty-five days of age. He moved 
to the state of Washington in 1908, 
and except for a period of four or five 
years on visits to his relatives in Ore- ■ 
gon has resided there since. He was 
the last of the second generation of> 
the Schroeders of the United States 
and of the first generation native 
born.

He was the youngest of the six 
children of Henry and Dorathea 
Schroeder. Mrs. Schroeder’s maiden 
name was Deitz. ■

Henry Schroeder was bom in 
Hesse-Cassel, Germany, August 25, 
1816, and came to the United States 
when he was 18 years of age. In 
1836 he went back to Germany atjd 
brought his parents to the United 
States. Dorathea Deitz, who became 
his wife, was bom in Minden, Prus­
sia, Jtliy 3, 1818. Although each was 
born in Germany, they were not ac­
quainted until after they came to the 
United States.

Henry Schroeder and his wife and 
six children, one girl and five boys, 
with others of what is known to the 
early settlers of Coos county as the 
"Baltimore Colony,” left Baltimore 
on the 7th of April, 1859, embarked 
on the steamer, "Northern Light” 
from New York City on April 11, 
1859, for Aspinwall, then across the 
Isthmus of Panama and thence by the 
steamer, “Uncle Sam,” to San Fran-

there, after several days devoted to 
shopping, they left on the steamer,* 
“Columbia,” which landed then? at' 
Port Orford about the 22nd day of 
May, discharging passengers and. 
freight in small boats. From Port* 
Orford they came up the beach,* 
hauled their belonging by ox team, 
moat of the party walking, and arriv­
ed at the mouth of the Coquille river 
on May 28. From there, in small 
boats, they came up the river and ar- | 
rived at their destination May 31, on, 
the South Fork of the Coquille river. I 

Charles Schroeder followed various 
occupations during his life, farmer, I 
carpenter, clerk in a store were' some! 
of them. He was a fluent conversa­
tionalist, had a wonderful memory 
and could recite the early history of I 
Coos county remarkably well; he was 
a kindly gentleman and was ever, 
ready to lend a helping hand in aid 
to others.

He was for some years before his 
death in failing health, due princi­
pally to the frailties of advancing age.' 

Besides his one child and one grand 
daughter, Dorothea, he leaves many 
relatives in Coos county, two of his 

. brothers had large families, and one • amidst them; other g flve gnd g glgtgr
five children, a great majority of ‘ 
whom are living in Coos county to 
carry on the family name and family 
traditions.

With the death of Charles Schroed­
er another early settler passes on to i 
leave but few remaining to tell the .
