In circuit court last Thursday the
jury brought in a verdict of guilty
against John J. Bell, the aged Powers
Jjustice of the peace, who was indicted
for larceny of public funds. Judge
Brand sentenced him to a year in
the pen and he was taken to Salem
yesterday by Sheriff Howell. ‘

Sigfried Graustom pleaded guilty
last Thursday to driving while under
the influence of liguor. He was fined
$100, which he paid, and the jail
sentence of 60 days was suspended
and he was placed on probation for
five years.

The preponderance of witnesses for
the defense did not sway the jury's
decision on Tuesday this week when
it brought in a verdict for $489.50 for
the plaintiff. It was the case of Ewald
Keene vs. Elliy Donovan, the latter
being sued for §9068 for damages to
the plaintiff's truck when two trucks
being used on the dike-raising job a
couple of years ago collided.

Harry Slack was plaintiff attorney
and although he had but four wit-
nesses to present and 13 appeared for
the defense, nearly all of them truck
drivers, the evidence of the 13, which
he could not break down, was evident-
ly taken with grains of salt by the
jurymen who divided nine for the
plaintiff and three for the defendant.
LaVell Gorringe, indicted last Feb-
ruary, on the charge of making false
statements to the State Industrial Ac-
cident Commission for the purpose of
receiving benefits from the state ac-
cident fund was found guilty last
Thursday and was sentenced to a year
in the pen.
