It was estimated that 70B.OOO persons 
were working on farms in the three 
states on Ju ly  1 this year. That is 
34,000 more than at the sam e time 
last year and 110,000 more than the 
1935-1939 July 1 average.

At 320,000 the number of farm fam ­
ily workers was 7000 less, however, 
than in 1935-1939, w hile the number 
ol hired workers was 117,000 greater 
Thus the expense of fanners for 
hired help was approxim ately six  
tiroes the 1935-1989 July 1 average 
for this farm  costs item.

Jess Barton who was an ardent 
fisherman got interested in the cat­
fish getting left In potholes from  
floods on the lower Columbia and 
he prevailed on the fish boys to send 
him a couple a barrels o f cats down 
here.

| They cam e into Coos Bay-then
Marshfield— and Jess went over after 
them. He decided to stay over night, 
and the next morning som eone had 
stolen a barrel of his cats, so he only  
had one left to plant In the Coquille.

However, today from that sm all 
beginning, the Coquille is literally  
teeming with catfish and it's a real 
thrill to a lot of people who like the 
catfish type of fishing to catch these 
whiteroeatea fish.

One tourist the other day remarked 
that Coquille ‘was an enterprising  
city . . .  It had parking areas that 
you had to park at least 15 m inutes 
in . . . .  he was referring to the new  
zones In which the signs read 15 to 
30 minute parking.
