In  the annual report, J. P. Wey­
erhaeuser, Jr., president of the 
company, commented on the 
changes in the price trend during
1948

“During the first three months 
of 1848,” he said, “we extended to 
retailers a ten per cent reduction 
in prices of lumber for home con­
struction, although this failed to 
affect the booming market. It  
might be fairly said, however, that 
our restraint in pulp prices did 
help to hold the inflation line.

“In  the Utter part of 1948, buyer 
discrimination in many fields be­
came more and more evident. 
Hesitation translated itself even­
tually into sharp price reductions 
far lumber and plywood.

“In  spite of the break in the 
price level late in the year,” con­
tinued Weyerhaeuser, 1948 pro­
duced large earnings measured in 
terms of the current dollar. The 
lowered purchasing power of the 
1848 dollar was perhaps best evi­
denced to the company by the fact 
that during the year it actually 
reinvested in plant additions and 
improvements more than the total 
net eqjmings of the company for 
the year.”
