City Water Bond Election / J  
Set For Friday, May 13th vGllCCf,

Friday May 13th was set as the 
date of an election for the city 
of Coquille in which $250,000 of 
water bonds will be up for ap­
proval by the voters of the city.

The city council went on re­
cord Monday night to put the is­
sue before the people upon re­
commendations of Dr. Peter Wolfe, 
chairman of the water committee 
of the council.

The money requested is part of 
a three-stage program set up for 
the modernization of the city of 
Coquille water system.

At the council meeting the sub­
ject of enforcement of the two- 
hour parking ordinance on meter­
ed streets came up again and a 
minor clast occurred between May­
or George Burr and several coun- 
cilmen.

The city police department re­

ported they felt the situation was 
well in hand now and that over­
time parkers were at a minimum 
in the city.

SALEM, APRIL 20—'(Special to 
The Sentinel)—Republican Senator 
George Ulett of Coos and Curry 
counties has been active in the 
advancement of two pieces of ma­
jor labor legislation that will pass 
milestones at the Oregon state 
house this week.

Governor Paul Patterson an­
nounced Monday that he would 
sign, in a matter of hours, H. B. 
555—the measure to restore full

monthly payments to 1471 totally 
and permanently disabled persons 
and the widows of such persons, 
all of whom have been receiving 
benefits under a special industrial 
accident program first enacted in 
1949.

Republican Representative Gust 
Anderson of Portland, chairman 
of the House Labor and Industrial 
committee, has been the chief 
architect of this legislation. It had

to be renewed by each legislature 
since 1949 but struck a snag in 
March of this year when an at- 

| torney-general’s opinion held that 
payments could not be drawn 

| from the surplus fund on which 
[the special program depended.

Sound and permanent substitute 
legislation was pushed through the 
House by Anderson and through 
the Senate by Ulett who is chair­
man of the Senate Labor and In­

dustries committee It provides 
for un increase from 1 cent to 2 
cents per day in workmen's indus­
trial accident contributions and the 
impounding of this revenue, 
amounting to $735,000 a year, in 
a retroactive relief fund for the 
1471 beneficiaries.

Ulett and Anderson explained 
that the legislation, retroactive to 
March 1, 1955, would restore
monthly payments for married

couples under the program to the

Anderson announced Tuesday 
that his House committee would 
hold a hearing this week on the 
omnibus unemployment compen­
sation bill passed by the Senate 
last week. Ulett who led the Sen­
ate floor campaign for the legis­
lation, said it represented most of

Schools Ask «408,855.44 
TO Be Voted

A total tax levy for operation 
of Coquille School District 8-C of 
$408,855.44 will be asked from the 
voters of the district at the special 
school budget election on Thurs­
day, May 12th, 1955 from two to 
eight o clock at the Washington 
School.

Of this sum, $173,454 33 is with­
in the six per cent limitation; and 
$235,401.11 is without the six per 
cent legal bracket.

The budget for the ensuing 
school year as approved by the 
Coquille school budget committee 
with Tom Stevens, chairman, and 
Mrs. Rose Gulseth, secretary, 
shows total indebtedness of the 
district now stands at $391,113.48.

Total estimated receipts for the 
year amount to $254,480.00 which 
added to the tax levy shows the 
cost of operation of the Coquille

Chamber Hears Presidenl's Report 
On Union "High Living Cost"

Charges made by local plywood 
union officials on the repdted 
“high cost of living” in Coquille 
were reported by Sig Peterson, 
president of the Chamber of Com­
merce to the group Tuesday noon. 
The union officials met last week 
with several members-directors 
of the chamber and showed their 
“high price” survey chart.

Mr. Peterson stated that in Co­
quille, people have the erroneous 
idea that there is a difference in 
comparable articles advertised at 
the same prices “They have the 
basic mis-apprehension that they 
can buy such articles cheaper in 
Coos Bay and the thing we must 
do is to get the truth out. We 
will be best served by presenting 
it in a convincing manner so that 
the people can see and believe it.”

He further expressed the opin­
ion that there is no approach to 
the problem except through the 
special committee’s making a sur­
vey. Glenn Jones, chamber direc­
tor, is chairman of this committee.

In answering the question of 
what the chamber can do it there 
is some outrageous difference in 
the most of living here, Mr. Peter­
son said that they can either “go 
out for governmental controls with 
all that that entails or they can 
let the law of supply and demand 
take care of it.”
Head Issues Warning 

Duding the discussion that fol­
lowed his report. Bill Head raised 
the question of whether the union 
officials have presented the high 
cost of living study preparatory 
to making demands for higher 
wages. He said that “if the com­
mittee comes up with any con­
clusions—if, for example, housing

is higher, we will be in trouble.
The Unions will go back to the 
employers and ask for increased 
wages comparable to the “high 

i prices’ . . we’re leaving ourselves 
: wide open.”

Claude Mason expressed the 
opinion that some outside group 
should make th» survey, not the 
committee. Mr. Jones reported 
that it had been suggested that 
he contact the University of Ore­
gon for a team of economics 
students to make a comprehen­
sive survey.

Mr. Mason also made the state­
ment that it’s “human nature, es- 

, pecially for women to want to go 
j to a bigger place to buy as they 
think they’re getting a better deal.

After it is known how much \ 

j money will be needed for the sur­
vey, funds will be allocated from 

I the chamber treasury or a special

Other business before the cham­
ber members pertained to their 
membership in the Coos County‘ 
Chamber of Commerce. Claude 
Mason said that he didn’t feel it 
was fair to continue as “so-called” ' 
members of the Coos group un­
less the local chamber pays its 
membership dues. Mr. Peterson 
reported that the present-chamber 
didn t inherit any committments 
of the old group “so we’re still 
open to join or not to join the Coos 
Chamber.”

The final decision will be made 
by the directors and members at 
a future chamber meeting.
