A successful grower of this berry! sroms’ch 

telle his plan of ac ion as follows: To 1“’ 
grow strawberries wtll he puts laud in 
good order in advance (I) by planting 
it to fome crop the year previous that ■ 
has to be highly manured and well 
cultivated. (2) He sets in rows so a.- 
to cultivate them both ways, and runs ' 
• be cultivator close to the plants. (3) 
Never allows weeds to get a start and 
l»e over half an inch high. (4) He 
mulches old plants with cheap hay 
and does nothing to the plants until 
after fruiting, letting them grow up 
through the mulch.

By following thia simple plan of 
cultivation he has *no trouble, and 
grows strawberries as cheaply to the 
bushel as corn or potatoes. Of course 
they are more profitable. Strawberry 
beds should be set three feet apart in 
the row and plowed both ways and 
kept in the best possible order. The 
crop is early and furnishes mean* at a 
season when farmers need money and 
Would else have to borrow it. If there 
are young people in the family to pick 
them and pack them it will furnish 
them pleasant occupation and it will 
also pay them well for the time in­
vested.

Where a pasture is overrun with 
weeds turn in the sheep, and they will 
keep down the young weed*. Sheep 
eat elose to the ground and diligently 
search for all tlie young and tender 
herbage.

Every blossom left on the young 
strawberry plant will enfeeble it to a 
certain extent.

No delay should occur in going to 
work in the apple trees to destroy the 
caterpillars, as they will quickly fes­
toon the trees with their webs. The | 
sooner they shall be removed the 
easier the work, as the young worms 
can now be caught in the webs.

The ordinary little hand-weeder is 
the best implement to use for eradicat­
ing weeds among thickly growing 
plants, especially where the hoe may 
be detrimental. Ou heavy, hard soil 
its use is not profitable, but on light 
soils it permits of effective work, and 
at a low cost.

The persimmon tree does not de­
prive the soil of a large amount of 
fertilizing elements, and for that rea 
son makes the best of shade trees for 
stock. Iu the South, eveu ou aban­
doned fields, the persimmon is allowed 

, to grow. Its growth is slow, however, 
but its fruit is highly Valued by some.

White clover is the best pasture 
grass that can be grown for elite). 
As white clover is a short gras-, it i- 
more desirable than red clover for 
grazing, as sheep detest long grass, 
preferring to crop close to the ground 
Ou a mixture «f grasses iu a pasture, 
cattle aud sheep may be grazed to­
gether, as the grasses that may be 
objectionable lo the pa tile will bt ap­
propriated by the a >eep.

If fruits of any kind are to be set 
out, see that the supply be pu'Chased, 
And the ground picked out and pre­
pared, the stakes set, so that when the 
time shall come for transplanting 
there need be no delay. Willi many 
spring is considered the best time for 
setting out fruit, and if this plan V« 
intended, so far as possible, the work 
should be done early, so that the 
trees or plants will be able to make a 
good start to grow before hot, dry 
weather shall set in.

Many people suppose that artificial 
iticub.ition is a modern invention. 
Such is not the case. The Copts of 
Egypt have been engaged in artificial 
egg batching for centuries. There are 
700 establishments for that industry 
within a short distance of Cairo, -and 
the production of chickens from the 
ovens reaches 12,000,000 annually. 
The season for incubating lasts 
through three months in the early 
summer. The country p ople take 
fresh eggs lo the owners of the ovens 
and give two for each newly hatched 
chick.

Sheep are close feeders and can get 
a bite earlier than any other domestic 
animal. But ewes suckling lamb will 
need grain early to keep them in flesh, 
while the succulent grass stimulates 
milk production. Later iu the season 
the lamb demands more milk ju»t as 
the failing pasture makes less. Il is 
then that an arm lull of cut clover in 
bloom to each eight or ten sheep 
mrkes a valuable addition to the pas 
ture feed. It may be varied with oc­
casional cullings of green oat-*, which 
just Lef re they head out are very 
rich aud succulent feed.

In olden times sowing land with 
»alt was a symbol of its desolation. 
In large enough quantities it will 
destroy every trace of vegetation. 
Even those plants which, like aspara­
gus, are natural lovers of salt, ean 
have too milch of a dose, but after a 
time heavily salted land recovers its 
fertility, and may even be the better 
for this treatment. We have heard of 
firmer» who, by mistake, applied too 
much salt to wheal; but they seeded 
the following spring, and for several 
years thereafter the field that bad 
been over-salted ptoduced enormous 
crops of hay. The tendency of salt 
is to make the soil moi-t aud cool. It’ 
is, ther fore, txc. llent for crops that 
require these . onditious.

EFFECT OF COLORS. ~
A Theory That Th«y ACm* th« R«o»a« 

MlMt M Walt a« th« Haas«« night.
There are some curious.things in re­

gard to the way in which the human 
mind is affected by colors as well as the 
human sight. We are all familiar with 
what is termed color-blindness, and 
the unexpected results that sometimes 
attend it; but color-sound la some­
thing which has received much less in­
vestigation.

How much, er in what way, animals, 
are affected by oolors, is not very well 
understood; but the subject has been 
investigated enough to "know that they 
are influenced by them, and the future 
will probably bring out some surpris­
ing results to the one who shall thor­
oughly cultivate this comparatively un­
explored field or research. Some peo­
ple can select and appreciate the colon 
of sounds; and to them the speaking of 
a name presents, mentally, a well- 
delined color, or combination oi oolors, 
different names having diflerent shades 
or combinations.

The same name should, of course, al­
ways present the same oolor, or combi­
nation, when spoken, although, to dif­
ferent people, possessing the faculty, a 
given name or sound does not present 

' the same characteristics. To prove the 
first of these two facts, a list of names 
was prepared, ahd the shade or color 
given by a lady who has this power, 
marked against each one of the list. 
Afier several weeks the names were 
agnin read to her, and the colors desig- 
a«i «$ by h«r •Htrhed. This course was 
pursued several times during a year or 
more, the lady not being allowed to see 
the results at that time, During these 
several experiments the only variations 
in the answers given were * such as 
would be natural where there was some 
uncertainty in regard to terms; for ex­
ample. the answer to a given name at 
one time might be “bluish,” and al 
anothor “lead-color;” so, what wav 
called “straw-color” might be after­
ward called “buff.” The approach to 
similarity in the shade shows that the 
same mental picture was present, and 
only languago was at fault

With one or two exceptions thee* 
were the only changes noted in the sev­
eral trials, and the extent to which the 
experiments were carried warrants 
the belief that there was a well defined 
idea of the oolor of words.—Popular 
Bcienae Monthly.

Peter Broneck was hanged at St. 
Joseph, Mo., for the murder of his 
wife two years ago. The prisoner has 
borne up bravely, and denied any in­
tent to commit the crime. He claimed 
that he was dsunk when he did it, 
though at the time he declared he 
killed her because she was untrue.

While a train was moving up hill 
from Butte, Mont., the cars became 
uncoupled from the engine and dashed 
down the grade, jumping the track 
aud killing two boys, named respec 
lively Green and Burns, of Center­
ville, and injuring two brakemen 
whose nimee are not known.

Lawrence Bussell, of Springfield, 
Mo., has been placed under arrest for 
inclosing his 10-year-old son in a box 
four feet hign and making nim stand 
five hours in that position. Also foi 
lying tbe boy to a plank and smearing 
molasses over his face to attract flic 
to torture the child. Neighbors intei- 
fered and caused the arrest of the un­
natural father.

Tw« Exampl«« o< th« Illaalons *• Which 

Oar Sea««« Ar« NuMcer.
The Muses are subject to illusions in 

proportion to the remoteness of the in- 
formation that they give from the im­
mediate nocessiiies of the organism. 
Touch, the moat immediate and least 
inferential of the seuses, is least sub­
ject to illusions: while sight is so ven- 
much so, that the blind often say they 
have an advantage over the seeing in 
being froe from visual illusions. Thr­
ill usions iff bodily motion are mucli 
nearer to those of touch than to those 
of eight, and yst they can under cer­
tain conditions be induced through 
visual impressions. Of this the writer 
has recently had two intere»tinx exam­
ples. He was standi lg upon the floor 
of a railroad depot, the boards of which 
were laid with a considerable open 
space between them; and the shadow 
of an electric light w:is moving up and 
down by the swinging of the light in 
the wind. Looking at the floor, it 
seem si aa though the shadow were sta- 
tiouaiy, and the floor-boards moving. 
Fro n tiiia it followed that the person 
on it was moving, too, and the writer 
distinctly felt the swinging sensation; 
in fact, his attention was called to the 
phenomena by this feeling of motion. 
The other observation was as follows: 
while riding in the cars and looking out 
of the window, the trees and all are 
seen to move iu the opposite direction. 
If. now, one looks in a mirror so situ­
ated that it reflects the passing land­
scape. which, however must not be visi­
ble except in the mirror, one has the 
illusion of moving in the opposite to 
the real direction of trotion. owing to 
the reversal of the image in the glass.
