A PUBLIC SCANDAI».

Considerable interest was taken at 
Linkville, Oregon, the 7th of this 
month. Tho Klamath River improve­
ment Company had got a bill through 
the Oregon legislature, giving the 
county courts of the different counties 
of the state power to declare unnaviga- 
hle streams highways, for the purpose 
of Heating logs, lumber and timber, 
and provide for such improvements, 
by leasing the streams to interested 
parties, requiring a bond for the faith­
ful performance of the work.

D. P. Thompson, of Portland, Ore­
gon, l>eing a member of the House, 
having a personal spite against one of 
the interested parties, became at once 
a lively opponent of the bill, claiming 
first it was unconstitutional, and fi 
nally.as a swindle and monopoly, but 
without avail; the bill passed. Then 
he tried U> gid. tlie Governor to veto it, 
but failed there. Judge Moore, of 
Klamath county, being a brother-in 
law, D. P. Thompson applied for a 
lease of all the streams tributary to 
Klamath lake and Klamath river and 
all its tributaries, praying the court to 
allow him to control Klamath county.

The Klamath River Improvement 
Company felt Judge Moore was human 
and would favor his brother-in-law and 
R. 8. 4 C. 8. Moore, his sons, as they 
joined in the applications for the im­
provement of the streams. The Im­
provement Company were disposed to 
allow Mr. Thompson to liuve the im­
provement of the Klamath river, but 
insisted on a reasonable rate of toll, 
and that improvements should com 
mence at once. The court was in 
favor of giving Mr. Thompson timo to 
consider his undertaking and a decis­
ion was postponed until April Sth.

Ciga"M ft-oin Yakima Tobacco.
Vice-President William Ker, of the 

Moxee company Jett tor Portland Mon­
day to make the necessary arrange­
ments for starting a cigar factory on 
the Moxee. It will be remembered 
tliat some time ago Mr. Ker, as an ex­
periment, had some of the Moxee to­
bacco, of the crop cf 1887, made up in­
to cigars. . Some of these were sent 
East and were so highly appreciated 
that orders for a number of thousand 
were received. This has induced Mr. 
Ker to take the present step. The 
crop of 1888 is pronounced fully 75 ¡>er 
cent, better in quality than that of 
1887, owing to experience and knowl­
edge gaiueti in the growing, and ex­
perts claim that cigars made from this 
tobacco will excel any made from do 

■mestic leaf. A sweating machine has 
already been received, and Mr. Ker, 
while iu Portland, will place the con­
tracts for boxes anj labels, and secure 
competent hands to do the manufact­
uring.— [Yakima (W. T.) Herald.

He mixes 
four pounds of saltpetre with twenty- 
four of salt, thoroughly pulverizing 
the compound. He says that cattle 
died on both sides of his place with 
the disease, while he lost but one calf, 
and it never had a chance to reach 
the lick-log. Minto informs us that 
the above is an infallible remedy. 
Our stockmen should cut this out and 
paste it in their note-books.

of said lands, shall be made defendant 
iu such suit or suite, and in the judg­
ment of said court be a necessary or 
proper party defendant, and shall not 
be an inhabitant of nor found within 
the said district, and shall not volunta­
rily api>ear thereto, it shall be lawful 
for tlie court to make an order direct 
ing said absent defendant, or defend 
ants, to appear, plead, answer or deny 
by a certain day to be designated; 
which order shall be served upon each 
absent defendant or defendants in the 
manner prescribed in section 8 of an 
act entitled “An act to determine the 
jurisdiction of circuit courts of the, 
United States and to regulate tho re­
moval of causes from state courts, and 
for other purposes,” approved March 3, 
1875. Provided that iu said circuit 
court said suit or suits shall be ad­
vanced to hearing in preference to all 
other civil suits on the dockets; and 
provided further, that no right of appeal 
shall rxist after six months from the en­
tering of a fi ial decree in said circuit 
court.

Sec. 2. That the state of Oregon, aud 
anj’ person or corporation claiming 
any interest under or through the 
grants aforesaid in the lands to be ef­
fected by said suit or suits, and wheth­
er made a party thereto or not, may 
intervene therein by sworn petition to 
defend his interest therein as against 
the United States,or against each other, 
and affecting the said question of for­
feiture, and may ufion such petition of 
intervention also put in issue and 
have adjudicated, judicatcd and deter­
mined, any other question whether of 
law or of fact, which may be in dis- j 
pute between said intervener and the I 
United States, and affecting the right I 
or title to any part of the lands claim-1 
ed to have been embraced with the 
grants of lauds by the United States 
to or for either of said wagon roads.

Should the lands embraced within . 
said grants, or either of them, or any | 
portion thereof, be declared forfeited I 
by the final determination of said suit, 
or suits, the same shall be immedaitely 
restored to the public domain and be­
come subject to disposal under the 
general land laws And should the 
final determination of such suit, or 
suits, maintain the right of the afore­
said wagon road grantees, or their 
assignees, to the lands embraced iu ' 
said grants, the secretary of the into-, 
rior shall forthwith adjust such grants 
in accordance with such determination, 
and shall cause patents to be issued for 
the lands inuring to said grantees under 
said wagon road grants and which 
have been, unpatented.

Provided, further, that the lands act­
ually settled upon, or occupied and 
used as a hurueatead, or for agricultu-
