An Expert Blind Man.
It in almost incredible that Simon Col- 

line, of Marietta, who has been blind for 
twenty-seven years, is an expert carpet 
weaver, makes and prints paper flour 
sacks in colors, doing the printing on a 
Washington hand press, with a perfect 
register, but the Marietta Times vouches 
for it. I have known him for seven or 
eight years and have frequently seen 
him on the streets of his town, cane in 
hand, walking rapidly, making all the 
ins and outs, going down into a basement 
or up stairs to a business office, never 
making a mistake or being hurt. A year 
ago he made a canoe from his own disign 
anti the same Isoext won a race in the re­
gatta on the Susquehanna at Columbia. 
He is the patentee of a brush handle, 
makes fishing nets and cane-seated 
chairs. His latest triumph is the mastery 
of the type-wrifer. He bought one some 
months ago and is now able to operate it 
rapidly and correctly. He is said to lie 
an expert euchre player, but I cannot 
vouch for that, though it is scarcely more 
notable than many things already men­
tioned, which I have known him to do.— 
1'hiladelphia Times.

Steel From Muzzle to Breecb
At last the cannon is turned down an l 

is ready to be bored inside, says Ht. Nich­
olas. In this operation it muirt be bored 
so straight and true that the lioring tool, 
entering an exact center of the small end 
of the canon, v. ill come out precisely at 
the center of the large end seventeen feet 
.iway. The lioring tool or "bit,” is held 
firm and motionless,while the great mass 
of steel to lie lured turns around. Th's 
plan is found to insure steadiness of tha 
“bit.” It would be almost impossible to 
make this bit firm and solid enough to 
<io its difficult work and yet free to turn 
around in the cannon.

The bit attends strictly to business and 
steadily bore* its way through the steel. 
The boring tool is called a “hog-nosed” 
bit, and it roots up that cannon as if it 
enjoyed the operation. No lone, graceful 
cutis come from the boring, but small, 
crisp «Itavinz*, that are removed as fast 
as they accumulate, in order that the 
boring tool's work slmll not be interfered 
with. The bit is going into the steel at 
the rate of three-eights of an inch every 
turn of the canon, and it is making a 
round hole almost large enough for a boy 
to put his head in—five and three-quar­
ters inches in diameter. As the round 
hole grows deeper the heavy bar on 
which tiie bit is fastened advances into 
the canon steadily, moved by a number 
of wheels and screws that form part of 
the lathe.

I must not lose sight of the shavings, 
the little ones that come from the inside, 
and the long, spirally twisted ones that 
are turned from the outside of tliccannon. 
A military looking man, standing near 
the lathe, does not lose sight of these 
shavings, or trimmings, either. This 
man’s business is to carefully inspect the 
boringB and trimmings. That is what 
be is paid to do. Uncle Sam pays him 
and expects him to earn his salary. The 
cannon is being made for Uncle Sam,and 
be intends to find out all ita qualities, 
whether good or bad. So the man eves 
the lioriugs carefully. Now, if with a 
plane, or your knife-blade, vou will cut 
a thin shaving from a bit of wood, it will 
show any flaw existing in the wood from 
which it was sliced. Tlie tiniest knot 
hole or crack will show in the shaving 
much more plainly than in the wood it­
self. So it is with a cannon’s shaving. 
It is a dreadful tell-take, and the fault­
finding man beside the gun knows this 
perfectly well. He examines the spiral 
turning, or the little piece of boring, and 
finds no evidence of a flaw or crack. The 
long spiral strip is as smooth as glass and 
as glossy as your sister’s curls.

Into the solid steel the hog-nosed bit 
roots its way until it is in so far that a 
little electric light must bear it company 
to show the workmen how matters are 
progressing in the hart of the canon. 
After eighteen days of steady boring the 
bit lets daylight into the bore of the can­
non by emerging at tho other (or larger) 
end, seventeen feet awajr.

Novel Scheme of a Criminal to Ee-1 She I ndersianils Her Business, Got 
< ape Punishment and H<:o<l- ■

Allentown, Pa., Oct. 22.—Much snr-

i prise r.as occasioned here this morning 
by the announcement of the reappear­
ance of W. C. T, Grossman, who some 

1 year* ago roblie i his employer* and was 
thought to be in Canada. Grossman up 
toJanueryl. 1887, was employed as a 
book-keeper hv the firm of Johnson A 
Swartz, of this city. He also operated 
a large furniture factory and was a part­
ner in a music store, and was at one timfe 
a dirertor of music. He lived in great 
luxury and was the owr.ei of several fast 
horses and spent money liberally to enter­
tain his friends.

Tlie suspicion cf the grocery firm was 
aroused late in 18-81; by the book-keeper’».! 
manner of living, and t hev made an ink ; 
vesligation ami found that Grossman had • 
l>een systematically robbing liis employ-1 
ers for six years. An expert entrusted | 
with the responsibility of strai.’hteniii^ 
out the defaulting liook-keeper’s account«» 
found a deficiency of about $5000.

A criminal suit was begun, but his em­
ployers compromised on getting a part of 
the property. Geo. G. '.Verts, a New 
York lumlier dealer then arrested Gross­
man for embezzlement. He gave bail 
and absconded, but he did not go far. 
He lingered near the city and at night 
went. Io his home in a fashionable part, 
and here he spent over two years in u 
splendid library, which isoneof the larg­
est and best in the town. His where­
abouts was only known to his attorneys 
ami about fifteen of his nearest friends. 
The defaulting book-keei»er made hi« 
first nppearanse in public since the es­
capade last night, and now defies civil or 
criminal prosecution. The offense with 
which he is charged is the category cf 
misdemeanors, and the Pennsylvania 
law is such the criminal limitation is two 
years, provided the ofleuder ts able to 
prove that he has been in the state dur­
ing that time. Grossman is amply able 
to do this, and is exempt from furtlier 
prosecution.

The professor, while in concealment, 
did not suffer for want of exerciese. He 
was frequently taken out at night by liis 
friends ami walked around the city, 
and once twice made a trip to New York.

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Value of tlie Schoo! ¡.and«.
Under our constitution not more tl&n 

one-fourth of the land granted to the 
state for educational purposes can be said 
prior to January 1, 1895, and not more 
than one-half prior to January 1, 1905. 
The act of congress forbids the sale of 
any of these lands for less than $10 ¿er 
acre. w

It will be an important question for.fiie 
first legislature to decide what lands 
shall first offered for sale. It is uiv’.r- 
stood that some legislators from eas' fo 
Washingtoir will lie in favor of selling 
the agricultural land east of the Cascades 
and the timber land also in that part of 
the state. They say the timber land in 
eastern Washington are fast losing their 
value, as the forests are decaying and de­
stroyed by fire. One of their number 
urged during the canvass that some por­
tion of the lands west of the Cascades 
should be the last to be sold. He said:

There are timber lands on I’uget Sound 
that twenty-five years hence will actually 
be worth $25,000 per quarter. There will 
be a stupendous lobby to face this w inter 
on that question. As all know there is 
a great lumber trust in the .Sound coun­
try. No man can sell a log there for any 
figure other than that which the trust 
places upon it. For this reason I would 
be in favor of not disposing of those rich 
ly timbered lands 1a longing to the schools 
for at least twenty years. By that time 
competition and proper laws may break 
these lumber trusts and then large sums 
of money can be realized from the sale 
of this timlier and the schools still own 
the lands.

The people should insist upon the most 
scrupulous regard for the public interest 
in the disposition the legislrtors may 
make of these lands. There will doubt­
less be a lobby at Olympia to influence 
its action, but the legislature must be 
given to understand that the people will 
not submit to being cheated out of their 
endowment.

A Gigantic Fraud.
Saturday’s issue of the Spokane Falls 

Review contains a startling announce­
ment of a state of affairs that seriously 
affects the interest of a number of towns 
in Oregon. Salem is interested, in so 
much as sire has a branch of the Ameri­
can Building and Loan association, but 
little or no money has been paid in here 
and the organization is not thrifty. The 
Review quotes from the Minneapolis 
Tribune the following: “It is the busi­
ness to reputable and honorable organs 
of local opinion to see that establishments 
locating themselves here and thriving 
upon the good name of this community 
shall not go up and down the land push­
ing improper schemes without being 
called to explanation or account. It is 
the belief in many quarters, east and 
west, that the American Building and 
Loan association is a scheme to defraud 
the poor and unwary. The least reputa­
ble part of the business of this ‘Ameri­
can Building and Loan association’ is 
its expense. This American AMoeiation 
exists soleh’ and purely because it can 
collect under guise of an expense fund an 
enormous sum of money that goes, pre­
sumably, in the pockets of the managers. 
No other financial instutions ever organ­
ized an earth, not even the worst of the 
bogus assessment insurance companies, 
have ever, as we l>elieve, made such ex­
orbitant charges for expenses.”
