Life of the i>,.er« ri u Gather the Pearl*. J 
Place* Where Cue Bivalve* Thrive—The 
Pea; t Is Liable to Decay—interesting 
Fact* About the Busiacss.

To picture the sedate and matter of ■ 
fact oyster as rising to the surface of the 
ocean to drink iu the dew of heaven may ' 
well be r«-garded as a stretch of the im­
agination worthy of the most fanciful 
weaver of romances. Yet such ’vaa 
stated by early writers to ba the origin 
of the pearl, that gem w!tieh is deemed 
worthy to deck the brow of royalty, 
which adorns fair women, whieh is the 
delight of the iTeas ti’e hunter and which 
in ¡ill ages has neeu the symbol of beauty, 
purity and worth.

This pretty conceit, however, is brushed 
away by the stern realities of sober fact. 
The keen eye of science has discovered 
that the birth of a pearl is anything but 
a poetical affair. It is due to an acci­
dent. and to one of those provisions of 
nature by which every living creature 
resists for foreign attack and seeks to 
protect itself from injury. Tlte oyster 
pearl springs into existence in t wo dif­
ferent ways. The first is by the intro­
duction into the animal of a foreign sub­
stance. In so:ne unguarded moment the 
oyster may permit a ininute grain of 
sand to slip into its domicile and lodge 
between the flesh and the shell. The 
oyster is powerless to exjK'l the intrud­
ing substance, which immediately lie- 
comes a source of irritation.

There is but one remedy. The animal 
begins to cover the grain of sand with a 
coat of membrane, followed by a layer 
of calcareous matter called tui'-re» Tiiis 
is identical with mother-of-pearl, tliat 
beautiful lining of the shell which re­
flects all th«' colors of the ntinlxiw as 
well as tlie most delicate and subtle 
tints. Nacre is constantly exuded from 
the body of the oyster, the cockle, the 
nautilus, the snail and other animal* of 
the mollusk order, and form - their outer 
covering, hard or soft, thick or thin, ac­
cording to the protection demanded by 
their surroundings. Around the intrud­
ing grain of .sand which lias been men­
tioned accumulate alternate layers of 
membrane and nacre until a pearl is 
formed.

THE MOST VALVED GEMS.
These pearls, however, are not tho 

valuable gems of commerce, because, in 
the first place, they preserve the form of 
the grain of sand, and hence are irregu­
lar in shape, and in the second place, 
they frequeujly ^dln-re to tlie shell and 

1 consequently present oiig rough side.
The perfect jiearl is found loose in the 

interior of the fish, and lias its beginning 
in an animal germ. Tlie oyster annu­
ally produxr- - a number of eggs, which, 
as soon as they develop jnto diminutive 
animals, are thrown out of the mother. 
Occasionally, however, an egg proves 
abortive and remains behind. It is aluioet 
microscopic in size, and is inclosed in a 
tiny capsule. This capsule now becomes 
to all intents and purposes a foreign sub­
stance. But it has certain powers akin 
to those of the present, one of which is 
that of manufacturing, throwing out 
and gathering around itself nacre. Tha 
nacre completely envelops it, and the 
germ of the animal is soon incased in a 
beautiful prison, usually spherical in 
form, but sometimes pear shaped. This 
is the true pearl.

The most famous pearl fisheries in the 
world are near ;he coasts of Ceylon, 
Japan, Java and Sumatra and iu tlie 
Persian gulf, although pearls iu limited 
quantities nr * obtained in the streams of 
various countries.

Now why should we not believe in 
onr own pussibilitie.-? We have doubt- 
less seen a great deal of ostentation and 
vulgarity built into more or le** p;-niui- 
nent fonn. and donbtle-* we are very far 
from having produced great works of 
architecture. Our distance from the 
great works cf antiquity ha* always per­
mitted here a freedom from authority in 
art. which, if it frequently li-ads us into 
licet--e. priis'-uts to us at the same t ime 
our unittue opportunity. In the l*-*t 
work, influenced as it is by tlie Isxik.s 
and photographs which now familiarize 
us with all that the world has done be­
fore us. then- is even now to I*- set 11 a 
reasonable restraint controlling thi* lib­
erty. As cur national wants are new, 
and inventions daily increase which rev- 
olittiuuize the art of construction, it 
seems to me lliat the problems will daily 
lie solved ina lietter manner, and we 
may hope lor it i*'ri'sl of building that 
will emphasize our good rather than our 
bad points.

Why should wc not. in looking at 
such examples as I have quoted, insist 
that there is far from being anything in 
the existing condition* of American life 
to hinder the progress of art? Evitlences 
of the reverse exist on every side. While 
dilettanteism may discourage, for my­
self I have enthusiasm enough left tolie- 
lieve that the hope of the future in art, 
as in many other fields of human en­
deavor. lie«. 11* the years go on, with 
our ambition«. i»r«*|»erous aud appi’ecia- 
tive deuiocracy.—Rolw-rt S. Pealiody iu 
liai’(>er’s.

The Antiscians are the inlialritants of 
the earth living on different sides of the 
equator, whose slutdows at noon are cast 
in contrary directions. Those living 
north of the equator are antiscians to 
those living south of thnt line, and vice 
versa. The shadows on one aide are cast 
toward the north and upon the other 
toward the north.

The Ascians are the persons who live 
in a land where, at a certain time of 
each year, they have no shadows at 
noon. All the inhabitants of the torrid 
zone are Ascians, they having a vertical 
sun twice a year.

The Perieciaus are the inhabitants of 
the opposite side of the globe in the 
same parallel of latitude.

The Perii-ians are the inhahitants <»f 
the i>ular circle, whose shadows during 
some jiortions of the summer must, in 
the course ot the day, move entirely 
around anil fall toward every point of 
tlte compass.

except for tlie simplest ailments. Few 
persons understand the significance of 
their symptoms; tlie difficulty of doing 
so is greatly increased by the complex 
nature of most diseases, and the modifi­
cation of treatment demanded by indi­
vidual tempi-nunent and hereditary ten­
dencies. Even if tlie patient knows what 
ails him ho is not likely to know the 
remedy, The size ttnd frequency of the 
dose, and the proper regulation of rhe 
diet in connection with it.

How profound is the general ignorance 
u(xm this subject is shown by the enor­
mous consumption of medicines. Multi­
tudes of people try one nostrnm after 
another in utter blindness. If all such 
compmnd! were thrown into the sea it 
would sav«- every year tnilliouaof dollars 
and thousands of lives.

During tho prevalence of a widespread 
epidemic self doctoring becomes pecul­
iarly peril, ns. Fear is in the air, and is 
more contagions than stn-illpox itself. 
Under its influence men fly to drugs 
either to ward off the dreaded attack or 
to enre a disease which very likely exists 
only in the patient's excited imagination, i 
The irnjKiired condition of the system 
under this ill advised dosing invites the 
very attack which the dosing was in­
tended to avert.—Youth's Companion.

To K«*uiove Dandruff.
An occasional shampoo with soap and 

water or borax and water or some sim­
ple mixture of that kind once in two or 
three weeks will often be found a ne­
cessity, A very good shampoo liquid 
for general use may Be made as fol­
lows: Carbonate of ammonia, one 
drachm: carbonate of jiotassinm, one 
drachm: water, four ounces; tincture of 
cantharides, one drachm: alcohol, four 
ptiuces; rtuu, one ami uiie-lialf pints. 
Dissolve the cariionates in the water; 
shake well liefore using, moistening the 
ecalp until a lather form-,. Wash in 
cool water and rub dry.

For a permanent removal of dandmff 
it is 1 >etter to take liorax, half a tea« 
■poonful; common sulphur, one lieaje 
Ing teaspoon fnl; pour over them one 
pint of boiling water. When cool pour 
into a bottle; agitate frequently for 
three or tour days; then strain. Moisten 
the scalp with lids riuttuDgfily three or 
four times a week. It is one of the mosi 
reliable preparations known for per- 
puuiently removing dandruff. — Good 
Housekeeping
