That Josephine County Gun.

The Oregonian some time since pub-
lished an account of the finding of a shot-
gun near Waldo in a cabin at one time
occupied by Daniel Sann, and which was
supposed o be a clue to the murder of
Tom Bybee in 1886. Sann now lives in
Josephine county and writes this card to
the uille City Herald: Up to the
time I left Josephine county for Coos, 1
bad in my possession a small douoble-
barreled muzzle-loading fowling-piece, a
short gun of No. 12 calibre, or less. It
was a gun that I purchased in San Fran-
cisco in 1856, and had had in mJy posses-
sion up to the time I left Josephine
county in 1888. When ready to come
down into Coos county, about the lst of
October, 1888, I did not consider the gun
of sufficient value to fetch down here.
It was very old and dangerous to use, be-
ing hreech-burnt and much broken up in
the stock and about the locks, and about
Lo leave Waldo and net thinking it worth
bringing along, as I said before, and not
wanting any youngsters to get a hold of
it, a8 it was dangerous, I pushed it out of
sight in a sort of blockade brush fence
about twenty-five yards to the right of
the cabin, as one approaches the cabin in
coming from taowl!lK and near the com-
pany’s “old ditch.” This may explain
the gun found by the boys, except that I
have never had any buckshot in the gun
I left there.
