For three representatives. Geo. Ham­
mersley named J. J. Houck, of Gold 
Hill, J. A. Harvey named Cbas. Nickell 
and R. A Cook named E. D. Foudray 
of Phoenix, and Benj. Haymond named 
Geo. T. Hershberger; bat the latter 
Jromptly declined. Dr. Stanley named 

. D. Whitman who was withdrawn by 
Wm. Slinger.

Chairman DeBar held tbe convention 
tor some time and urged the bodv to 
name more candidates, hat the officers 
went a begging and after the convention 
bad apparently exhausted itself in the 
vain endeavor of getting up a little com­
petition for these places, Houck, Nickell 
and Foudray were nominated by ac­
clamation.

For county judge, James R. Neil waa 
placed in nomination by Jerry Nunan 
and elected by acclamation.

For county commiaaioner James Helms 
named Samuel Furry of Eden, who re­
ceived tbe nomination by acclamation. 
Geo. Herahberger, who had been named 
by Hammeraley, of Gold Hill declining.

For county recorder, Wm. M. Holmes, 
the present incumbent, was renominated 
by acclamation.

For sheriff, James M. Childers of Sams 
valley. John E. Pelton of Ashland and 
Q. M. Grainger of Aahland. Tbe latters 
name was withdrawn. The ballotiug 
stood 52 for Pelton and 28 for Childers. 
The announcement of Pelton’s nomin­
ation waa received with tbe first hearty 
applause of the day.

For treasurer L. L. Jacobs named Geo. 
E. Bloomer, present incumbent, who re­
ceived the honor unanimously.

For school superintendent A. B. Chap­
man nominated C. S. Price, tbe present 
incumbent, who went through by accla­
mation.

Foraaeesor W. H. Brunk named Dan 
Chapman of Ashland. R. A. Cook 
named J. L. Woolridge, of Applegate. 
Chapman received 38 votes aod Wool­
ridge 40

For coroner. Dr. Picket, Dr. Porter and 
Dr. Stanley were named. All declined 
but Dr, Porter, of Gold Hill, who waa 
then nominated bv acclamation.

When the democratic primaries were 
held it waa seen that an effort had 
been made x> form a ring by which tbe 
office of county judge, clerk, sheriff and 
school sdperintendent and assessor were 
to be dished out to a certain lot of can­
didates as against certain others. It was 
believed that the primaries had been 
worked to that end successfully but when 
tbe convention got together the different 
combines were unable to deliver their 
goods to each other and of these candi­
dates only one (county judge) of the com­
bination was successful. It was believed 
that if the friends of J. D. Whitman had 
of allowed his name to come before ihe 
convention for county judge it would have 
wiped out the last vestige of the orig­
inal “slate.” However, they claim to 
have counted noses and say it couldn’t 
have been done, f he nominations 
ths other offices had no competition 
cause there were no other aspirants.

like to second the nomination of Robert —------ j------------- --
Taylor. I do not know whether Mr. 
Taylor is a native Oregonian or not. But 
the people of Ashland know Mr. Taylor 
to be an honest man and a good citizen. 
He is a good republican and has worked 
heartily for tbe republican ticket. He 
has done bis share for the success of the 
republican nominations. As most all 
the delegates know Mr. Taylor, I think 
it useless to say anything further.

For clerk, Kubli named Max Muller, 
and McCall of Ashland, named J. H. 
Huffer. Tbe latter declined and Muller 
was nominated by acclamation. Huffer 
had the Ashland delegates and many 
others who were opposed to third-termers 
and continuously in office men. But 
Muller had provided for Deputy Hoffer 
by agreeing to increase his salary, and 
Huffer succambed.

For recorder, Squire named R. T. 
Armstrong, who was elected by accla­
mation.

For assessor, James Kincaid, A. S. 
Moon, A. S. Johnson, Arthur Wilson, 
B. F. Miller and W. J. Stanley were 
named. After three ballots, B. F. Miller 
of Sardine creek, was nominated.

For commissioner, Klum, in a speech, 
named B. C. Goddard of Talent, and 
Kubli said Applegate wanted only one 
office, that of Rial Benedict for com­
missioner. Benedict was nominated on 
the second ballot. L. J* March received 
lDvotes on first ballot. School superin­
tendent was knocked down to Scott Mor­
ris, coroner to Jesse Hinkle, surveyor 
toC. J. Howard and treasurer to Wm. 
Kahler.

This is the first time in the history of the 
republicans in Jackson county that the 
offices were hotly contested for pi con­
vention. The sheriff fight was particu­
larly warm and two sides not only set forth 
the claims of their respective candidates 
bqt got in and ventilated the weaknesses 
of each other. If what the delegates said 
is true, both candidates were very weak.
