Wm. H. Hart was a very quiet, intelli­

a quiet wav,seldom going any great distance 
from the hotel.

His close-mouthedness about his business 
and bis living a retired life got the impres­
sion abroad that be was worth thousands 
of dollars and was living off the interest 

[ of his money. He had been living this re­
tired life for about ten years.

Naturally the motive for this act was dis­
cussed and reasons conjectured. One of 
tbe presumptions was that iiis money had 
eone up in a wheat speculation of his 

rotbers.
But tbe truth is his brother never used a 

cent of his money in any speculation what­
ever.

Tbe whole erroneous impression grew 
out of the mistaken idea of Wm. H Hart's 
wealth. It never was large and he had evi­
dently expended it before this, as since last 
fall his brother. Jackson Hart of Oakland. 
Cai., has sent him remittances amounting 
in all to $5CJ, and would of cheerfully sent 
him more if be knew he needed it. but the 
last letter be received from William (about 
three months ago) stated that be was gett 
ing along all nght and expected to go to 
work. William Hart was as close-mouthed 
in regard to his business affairs with his 
brother and bis family as he was with bis 
friends and acquaintances.

The only writing be left was a note in his 
room that be owed Jesse Houck $50 bor­
rowed money and E. K. Briglitman $70 
for board, and another note found on his 
person addressed to bis brother to the same 
effect and asking him to pay them.

The only reasonable solution that can lie 
found in the premises is that be was out of 
money and a trifle behind, and having al­
ready received several hundred from ‘ 
brother was too proud to ask for more.
