The Tidings 
will venture the assertion that no man who 
paid bis cash into the bank, for taxes, will 
claim that he was in any way injured by 
the bank’s paying a legitimate proportion 
in warrants.”

Accommodation; is that what you call 
it? But “Boss” Carter charged 25 cents 
for every collection and eveu had the 
supreme nerve to charge poor people, 
who had none but a poll tax to pay, 10 
cents for the accommodation. For an 
example to prove the case of the Bank of 
Ashland’s accommodation: E. F. Loom­
is, city councilunen and a merchant of 
Ashland, paid the bank in cash taxes for 
five different parties. The Bank of Ash­
land would not sell any of its scrip and 
assured its customers with the falsehood 
that none could then be had in the 
county. The bank charged Mr. Loomis 
25 cents apiece for every one oi the parties 
whose taxes he paid in cash, and when 
Sheriff Pelton’s receipt arrived it showed 
the county had been scripted. E. V. 
Carter, cashier of the bank of Ashland, 
put forth herculean efforts and created 
Geo. W. Barron Ashland’s candidate for 
sheriff out of a delegation that was 
pledged for another man. Carter put 
himself up as chairman of that county 
convention. When it came to the sheriff 
nomination, Boss Carter temporarily re­
tired as presiding officer, placed H. E. 
Ankennv in the chair and warmly and 
feelingly eulogized Mr. Barron who waB 
then nominated. The Record does 
care whether the Bank of Ashland 
Judge Neil’s "pulls” center theirstreneth 
in the county on Barron or Evans for 
sheriff to defeat the people’s party nom­
inee; the truth is the truth, and the citi­
zens of the county can vote just as they 
please, as long as they vote with their 
eyes open.

WHERE DOES YOUR DUTY LAY.

The business of Jackson county has 
been handled for the past six years by’ 
both of the old political parties—the 
offices being equally divided politically 
between them. The rate of taxes is 
going higher, the cost of running the 
county and the constant raising of as­
sessment valuations when values are 
going the other way, and the county in­
debtedness is now leaping near onto a 
quarter of a million dollars. The con­
duct of the county officials has run along 
in the scale of popular boodling* all the 
way from petty larceny by the wholesale 
to felonious embezzlement. And yet the 
ring of county cormants adopt every con­
ceivable method to prevent an inquiry 
into the real condition of the county's 
affairs. To say the least the court house 
ring is censurable. It shows on its part 
a negligence and lack of business integ­
rity which unfits it for the important 
work which it assumes toperform. This 
kind of looseness in county affairs should 
not be tolerated. The tax payers can 
gain nothing by such looseness, while 
they can lose a great deal by it, and 
office holders, recreant to their trusts, 
can profit by it. Looseness of this kind 
is profitable to dishonest, weak men, and 
damaging to otherwise honorable and 
conscientious men. It was never known 
to make men better and it never failed 
to make them worse, and government 
oppressive and tyrranous. The same 
set of men who have been in control in 
the two old party tax-eating machines 
successfully managed the two old party 
conventions and between them expect to 
install their successors.

Wm. M. Colvig, new running for state 
senator, was a candidate for presidential 
elector two years ago on the democratic 
ticket. The democratic party, seeing 
the hopelessness of carrying Oregon and 
deeming it advisable to do as the republi­
cans were trying to do in states where 
they have in the minority, asked the 
presidental electors to resign and let the 
fight be between the republicans and 
populists. The republican "sack” was 
instantly put in motion to destroy the 
well-considered plans of the national and 
state democratic organization. Col. R. 
A. Miller obeyed. Wm. M. Colvig 
hesitated—and, well, he was soon found 
doing just what the national and state 
republican committees wanted done. 
He refused to remove bis name from the 
ticket and went through ihe state 
campaigning against the advice and in­
structions of his own party. After doing 
the bidding of the republican party and 
doing their dirty work he tried to square 
himself with the democratic party, and 
on the eve of the presidential election in 
Jacksonville be delivered a speech ad­
vising all democrats to vote for the popu­
list presidential electors. After em­
barrassing and paralyzing the democratic 
party for principle’s sake, as he called it, 
he turns around and murders the prin­
ciple. This base treachery to party 
fealty was too much for the democratic 
party; and when Colvig commenced 
working for a piece at the pie counter, 
the whole democratic party, from Chair­
man Harrity down, declared that no such

A CAMPAIGN OF BOODbE.
The democratic and republican candi­

dates in Jackson county have not kept 
pace with the march of the spirit of re­
form among the people. In tho cam­
paign just closing the candidates tell 
early victims to the old machine meth­
ods of appealing to the cupidity of men. 
As soon as the nominations were made 
the old party candidates took the field 
and fairly outdone each other in the ex­
travagant use of liquor and cigars; they 
seemingly wanted to swallow up the 
liquor, jug and tobacco traffic. The peo­
ple’s party nominees, from the very first 
start resolved to leave this debasing and 
insulting method of winning public 
sympathy and favor alone, and were 
twitted with being “too stingy to set ’em 
up.” As the campaign is drawing to a 
close, and as the two old party candidates 
are being laughed at and ridiculed by 
even their old party friends, as well as 
the fellows who swallowed in their whis­
key, the decency and dignity of the pop­
ulist candidates’ manly stand is patent 
to all. People are tired of the old meth­
ods of campaigning. A friend will work 
loyally for a friend; he will do it as a 
matter of principle. But as soon as he 
discovers that the candidate has been 
paying others for that which he was do­
ing for love—well, the two old party can­
didates in this county already feel the 
cold chill their campaign is meeting with 
in the precincts where their hired strik­
ers have shrieked the loudest. Win or 
lose, thank the gods, the people’s party 
of Jackson county will have fought a 
clean fight. If they win, they 'will be 
thus encouraged with faith in the public; 
if they lose, they will have the satisfac­
tion of a clear conscience. At all events, 
the extravagant use of money to secure 
an election is a double-edged instrument 
that strikes both ways.

SENATE.
Tuesday, May 23.

Seven paragraphs of the metal sched­
ule of the tariff bill were disposed of. 
Jones caused a stir by introducing as an 
amendment the McKinley classification 
and specific rates on round iron in coils. 
The rates fixed w’ere: Iron ore, 40 cents 
per ton; pig iron, scrap iron, etc., $4 per 
ton, and varying duties on prepared iron 
or steel.

Wednesday, May 23.
Gorman replied at length to criticisms 

on himself in connection with the 
amendments to the tariff bill. He ex­
plained the necessity of a compromise, 
and said the bill was an able exposition 
of the position of the conservatives. In 
answer to the Republicans, Gorman as­
serted that the bill had been constructed 
on the Democratic theory of a tariff for 
revenue, with such incidental protection 
as could be given consistently to the in­
dustries of the country. It followed 
strictly the course marked out by Presi­
dent Cleveland in his letter of accept­
ance. This was not a free-trade meas­
ure, but a longer step for free trade 
than either the Mills bill or the tariff 
act of 1883. It was Democratic, because 
it reduced taxation to the requirements 
of the government. It was not perfect,. 
but it was the most logical, the most 
fair, the broadest and the most timely, 
and would prove the most advantageous 
tariff legislation originated since the 
Republican party sprang into existence. 
Gorman denied that any trust had dic­
tated in any part any schedule. Justice 
to Louisiana required the retention of 
the sugar bounty. That the sugar trust 
had thriven under a Republican tariff 
there could be no question. Whether it 
wonld prosper under the new bill re­
mained to be seen. Teller moved to lay 
the bill on the table, but the motion was 
voted down.

Thursday, May 24.
Kyle urged the passage of his resolu­

tion, declaring that it was not tha pur­
pose of the United States to use force to 
restore Lilinokulani as queen of the 
Hawaiian Islands, and that any foreign 
interference with those islands would be 
considered an act of hostility to the 
United States. No action wps taken. 
Hall (R) of Maine replied to Gorman’s 
speech of yesterday. Barbed wire was 
placed on the free list on amendment of 
Allen (Populist) of Nebraska. Hoar in­
timated that barbed wire wm the price 
of Allen’s vote.

Friday, May 23.
Kyle’s Hawaiian resolution was con­

sidered for half an hour, but was not 
voted upon. The tariff amendments 
were then taken up. and several were 
disposed of.

Saturday, May 20.
Hill opposed the duty on lead and sil­

ver ores and arraigned the Democrats 
for departing from the Chicago plat­
form. Hill’B amendment that the ores 
be placed on the free list was lost by a 
vote of 52 to 3.

Monday, May 28.
The question of free lumber was dis­

cussed for eight hours. Rough lumber 
is on the free list of the tariff bill. Hale 
introduced an amendment restoring the 
McKinley duty. Walsh, Georgia’s new 
senator, delivered a carefully prepared 
tariff speech.

Civil service reform had full swing 
during the day. An amendment to dis­
pense with the appropriation for the 
civil service commission gave oppor­
tunity for some interesting speeches. 
The amendment was passed with ap­
plause from the Democrats. A number 
of Democrats voted with the Republi­
cans, but the amendment carried 109 to 
71.

Some of the democratic and republi­
can leaders have made a private deal 
and a division on the legislative ticket to 
defeat the populist legislative ticket, 
hence the county organs of the two old 
parties fired off simultaneously a wad 
about J. W. Marksburv, people’s party 
nominee for representative, being "a 
railroad man” because he is the station 
agent at Gold Hill, which duty he per 
forms in connection with his store, The 
position ot railroad agent in a small 
town is more of an accommodation mat­
ter than anything else, and the salary of 
Mr. Marksbury is $20 per month. Mr. 
Marksburv’s position is considered such 
a matter of fact affair by the Southern 
Pacific that he receives no free pass 
whatever, but must pay his fare ont of 
his own purse every time be rides on the 
care. Hence his pass-riding critics can­
not fail to see if there is any sentiment 
existing between the company and 
Marksbury’s little station agent job, the 
tendency of feeling would be very much 
against the corporation. Mr. 'Marks­
bury is perfectly willing to relinquish his 
position any time the company may de­
sire him to do so. He stands pledged bv 
his party and his party platform, as well 
as his own earnest, well-considered con­
victions upon the subject to abolish the 
worthless railroad commission and force 
the railroad corporations in this state to 
time by the legislature passing a max­
imum freight and fare law. Mr. Marks­
bury is as solid on this point as on all 
the other needed reforms demanded bv 
the people’s party.

But when it comes to the railroad in­
fluence in politics, please remember that 
P. B. Whitney, the head and front of the 
8. P. R. R. Co.’s artful lobbyists in Ore­
gon, was a delegate to the late republican 
county convention from Ashland and 
kept his eagle eye out on the republican 
legislative ticket. It was highly satis­
factory to Mr. Whitney.

Down with the boodle-barrels in coun­
ty politics.

GOVERNMENTAL GOSSIP.

The United States coast defense ves­
sel Monterey will go to Puget Sound 
and make thorough tests of all the coala 
of that section for their steam-making 
ing qualities.

A decision of the United States su­
preme court in the case of Moses Scott 
Vs. McNeal brings to life and possession 
of property a man who has been legally 
dead. Scott left Olympia, Wash., in 
1881, possessed of considerable property, 
and made his home in Merced, Cal. He 
was believed to be dead and the probate 
court administered on his estate. When 
Scott returned to Olympia about two 
years ago he found all his property sold. 
He commenced an action in ejectment, 
but when he attempted to testify the 
judge refused to admit his testimony, 
holding that the probate court, having 
administered on the estate, the superior 
court, as a matter of fact must consider 
him dead. The Washington snpreme 
court affirmed the decision of the lower 
court, and the case weLt to the United 
States supreme court on the constitu­
tional ground that he had been deprived 
of his property without due process of 
law. The supreme court has reversed 
the decision and Scott now has legal ex­

Medford also furnished quite a number of 
things that are indispensable, and the fam- ' 
ily seem to highly appreciate them. Mr. J. 
says they didn’t know they had such a host 
of friends as they find they have.

Yesterday the Methodists (North) held 
their quarterly meeting at the Antelope 
church, had a basket dinner, and quite a 
number were present. W. B. More of 
Jacksonville preached in the forenoon and 
in the afternoon Rev. Downing of Central 
Point nreac'ied. At night we had services 
at Eagle Point. Rev. Fysh preached an 
other sermon from the parable of the 
Prodigal Son. Rev. More was quite un­
well, so that he was unabble to preach.

Last Friday evening we had a regular or 
rather irregular wind, hail and rain storm, 
the hardest ever known in the history of 
Butte creek. I have interviewed a number 
of the old settlers and have been here my­
self for over twenty five years, and it seems 
to be the prevailing opinion that the storm 
of last Friday was the worst ever known. 
About 5:30a heavy black cloud began gath­
ering in the south with southwest wind and 
as the cloud increased in size the wind in 
creased in velocity. By 6:30 the rain and 
hail began to fall, with the wind blowing at 
a fearful rate. We had no way of ascer­
taining the velocity, but it blew so hard 
that it was almost impossible to stand in it. 
It blew down A. J. Daley’s barn on his 
ranch near Eagle Point, John Williscraft’s 
barn, McNeil’s straw shed, a part of the 
roof off of Geo. Brown's barn, and mv ma­
chine house, picking it up and taking it 
clear over my hinder. It stripped the fruit 
off of nearly all the trees in the belt where 
the hail struck and literally pounded the 
growing wheat that was headed into the 
ground. Mr. Bradshaw reports that his 
fruit trees are leafless and fruitless. Mrs. 
C. Rader reports that the storm killed 180 
young chickens for her and I understand 
that Mrs. Simon of the Pioneer hotel who 
had a large number of young turkeys had 
them all killed. J. W. Smith, on the edge 
of the desert, had a large lot ot voung 
ducks, all that he had, drowned. Fences 
were blown down in every direction and 
wherever heard from the storm left devas­
tation and wreck in Its wake In the old I 
Dr. Whitney orchard now owned by a Mr. 
Howard there were fifteen fruit trees liter­
ally torn all to pieces; in manv instances 
the trees being torn off right at the ground. 
Many of the hailstones were almost if not 
quite an inch in diameter. Janies Collins 
of BigStickey stopped over night with vour 
correspondent last night and reports that 
the storm was if anything, more severe 
there than in this neighborhood, for the 
hailstones came with such force as to break 
quite a number of panes of glass out of the 
windows and literally pounded the 
and grass into the ground.

There has been during the past 
quite a number of strangers here, 
looking for a location for business, 
for land and quite a number looking 
the interests of the voters, outside of the 
regular nominees. In addition to them, we 
have had our full quota of political speak­
ers. among whom were Hon. Wm. Colvig, 
Thomas Wright and County Assessor 
Wooldridge. I did not hear all of the 
speeches but heard a part and could not 
help noticing that the republicans cheered 
the democratic speakers as much and as 
loud as the democrats did, and I was forci­
bly reminded of a remark in the New 
York Sun. In speaking of the populists 
the Sun said that “we (democrats and re­
publicans) must treat them as a common 
enemy” or, as Gov. Tillman expresses it, 
“democrats and republicans are now to­
gether. It is a combination of the mon­
eyed interests." Yes. when the democrats 
speak they tickle the fancy of the “pubs” 
and when the “pubs” spe.ik they tickle the 
fancy of the democrats, for to an impartial 
observer they are “all the same John.” 
But when the populists spoke, “nary a 
cheer.” The dems and pubs were silent as 
the grave. In fact, they appear to be so 
badly scared that they couldn’t cheer if 
thev wanted to. I don't think the demo­
cratic candidates made a very favorable im­
pression as they seemed to follow the old 
rut, making fair promises, etc., and when 
they left town some of them went out wav­
ing their hats and yelling as though they 
had been indulging too freely in “fire­
water.” The average citizen would have 
thought just as much of them and they 
would probably have received just as many 
votes, if they had retired from our midst as 
gentlemen. The attendance was quite 
small although the crowd was very much 
mixed and was composed mostly of the 
citizens of our town and immediate vicinity 
.........On Saturday N. A. Jacobs, J. W. 
Marksbury and 8. II. Holt favored us with 
an expression of their views on the political 
issues of the day. As I had other engage­
ments I could not hear Messrs. Jacobs and 
Holt and only a part of Mr. Marksburv’s 
speech, but I understand that Mr. J. made 
a very favorable impression and the gen­
eral opinion seems to be that ho will lie our 
next county elerk. The masses seem to 
think that the populist candidates for rep­
resentatives are the ones to send to Salem 
this time, for we have tried the two old 
parties until it takes all we can get, not 
make (tor we have to draw on the reserve 
fund) to pay the taxes on what we fave 
not got. Dick.

Peter Filanc, aged 74, was gored at 
his ranch near San Bernardino by a j 
mad bull. The bull’s horns passed 1 
through the top of his right hipbone 
into the abdominal cavity and Filane 
was thrown over the animal’s back, re­
ceiving a long wound in his body.

W. S. Leake has been appointed post­
master at Sacramento.

High water prevailed in Washington 
and Oregon as a result of the recent 
heavy rains. The Skagit and Columbia 
rivers rose to high-water marks and 
overflowed in many places. Several 
bridges were washed away and numer­
ous wheat fields W’ere ruined. In Cali­
fornia the downpour was generally in­
jurious. Fruits were damaged exten­
sively and considerable cut gram was 
ruined.

While practicing on a ladder, Captain 
George M. Chapman, a fireman at Spo­
kane, fell 65 feet and was killed. He 
was superintending the placing of the 
ladder and lowered to an unusual angle. 
The firemen objected, because they did 
not think it would be safe to climb it 
Captain Chapman thought otherwise 
and began to climb.
