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Inheritance and Income Taxes.

Of interest to Americans at present
will be Lord Playfair's paper on this
subject in The North American Review.
He calls attention to the fact that for the
first time in English history the budget
receutly prepared by Sir William Har-
court, chancellor of the exchequer,
““makes a bold and permanent applica-
tion of the principle that large estates,
both personal and real, should pay death
duties in proportion to their size.'”” In
nccordance with this idea, Sir William's
gchemea provides that the person who in-
herits $500 shall pay to the government
1 per cent, or §5. One inheriting prop-
erty werth §5,000 must pay the govern-
ment §100 on taking possession. An es-
tate worth §50,000 must pay 3 per cent,
and so on. An estate of $5,000,000 is
taxed 8 per cent, and the inheritor must
therefore pay to the British government
$400,000. What a cry would be raised
in this country if such a tax should be
attempted!

In England Lord Playfair tells us it
is a plainly understood principle that
the rich must pay taxes in greater pro-
portion than the poor. They must pro-
cure licenses for keeping carriages, for
displaying armorial bearings and even
for the right to have a footman with
powdered hair. There seems to be no
guestion about the justice of the prin-
ciple.

Lord Playfair affirms that the income
tax scheme, both in the United States
and Great Britain, plainly contemplates
a graduated scale. In America under the
new tax law all incomes below §4,000
are exempt. In England all above $800
aro taxed. It is to be noted that Lord
Playfair says: ‘“These changes in the sys-
tem of English taxation have not been
made without violent opposition by the
wealthy classes. The adoption of gradu-
ation is a sign that democracy has
largely increased its power in English
politics.”” He further declares that if
acoumulated wealth is unwilling to pay
public expenses according to ability it
will lead to disastrous results in the
way of increasing popular belief in the
‘‘wwild ravings of communists and an-
archists.’’ This growing tendency in-
duced the Liberal government of Great
Britain to concede progressive death
duties. Lord Playfair says wealthy peo-
ple could transmit estates intact to their

As to an Extra Session.

Four members of the late lamented
congress, Charles Tracey, Demoorat, of
New York; Josiah Patterson, Democrat,
of Tennessee, Bellamy Storer, Repub-
lican, of Ohio, and Robert G. Cou-
sins, Republican, of Iowa, lay before
the people in The North Americam Re-
view their opinions as to the need of an
extra session of the Fifty-fourth con-
gress. Their views, briefly summed up,
are like the chapter on snakes in Ire-
land. There is no need of an extra ses-
sion.

Mr. Tracey calls attention to the
method by which, when greenbacks and
treasury notes are redeemed in gold by
the government, they are not withdrawn
from circulation, but are given out again
and brounght anew to draw more gold
from the treasury. One $10 note might
thus withdraw $100 in gold from the
treasury. But Mr. Tracey is of opinion
that under the act of July 11, 1875,
there is ample aunthority for issming all
the bonds the government needs and
buying gold with them without the
sanction of congress.

Mr. Storer says that if the Fifty-
fourth congress were called in extra ses-
sion it would legislate on the financial
problem to please itself, not to please the
president, and that therefore there will
be no extra session.

Mr. Patterson says the interests of the
east and the sonth lie together against
the silver mining interests of the west,
and therefore east and south should
unite on financial measures. Mr. Cous-
ins is of opinion matters are as bad as
they can be now financially, and an ex-
tra session will not help them any. He
thinks, and believes a majority of the
people think with him, that the present
financial tronbles of the country are
owing to deficiency of revenue. But the
president can never be brought to adopt
that view. If he were to call an extra
session of congress, it wonld only be
that the congress might pass measures
of relief which Mr. Cleveland himself
thinks proper, whatever the members
might deem best. Under these ciroum-
stances, the Iowa congressman considers
that an extra session would be worse
than useless.

INCOME TAX DECISION,

The Supreme Court Kills its Princi-
pal Features.

| The U. 8. supreme court on Monday

tax law on three cases before them, The
court decided that incomes from rents
derived from lands, and "incomes from
city, county and state bonds could not be
taxed according to the constitution, on
which points the judgment of the lower
court was reversed. The law will now
stand, with the above exceptions, The
court was greatly divided. Justice
White's dissenting opinion was in favor
of the whole law and Justice Field was of
the opinion that the whole law was pull
and void. Justice Harlan also dissented,
The other justices offered no official
opinions.

The law will again be attacked in oth-
er (ages. a

‘I'ho personal - as distinguished from

the corporate income #x is levied onall
incomes above $4,000, whether derived
from fixed salaries, professional fees,
profits in business, investments, gifts or
inheritances. The rate is 2 per cent on
the exccess of $4,000. Theincome to be
returned and taxed this year is the in-
come from Jan. 1 to Dec. 81, 1894, The
tax is to be paid on or before the 1st of
July next.

Every citizen of the United States,
whether residing at home or abroad, and
every person, citizen or alien, residing
in the United States, having an inocome
of more than $4,000, whether the in-
come be derived from this or foreign
country, is taxable on the amount in ex-
cess of $4,000. Any person. who is
neither a citizen nor a resident, but de-
riving an income from property owned
or business carried on in the United
States, is liable to the tax.

While only incomes above $4,000 are
taxed, every person who had an income
last year exceeding $3,500 is required
to make a return on or before April 15
next. In the case of a family consisting
of one or both parents and one ur more
minor children or husband and wife
the return must be made by the head if
the aggregate income of all the members
exceeds §3,0500, and if it exceeds §4,000
the excess is to be taxed, though the in-
come of no one member equals §4,000.
Guardians, trustees, etc., are required
to return the incomes of minors and
others for whom they hold trust funds
when such income exceeds §3,500.

Returns are to be made on blank
forms to be procured from the office of
the district collector. Some persons may
receive these by mail, but all persons
having the prescribed income are re-
quired to make the returns whether
blanks are or are not sent to them and
whether the collector does or does not
call on them. There are two forms, one
for persons and the other for corpora-
tions. The former, which we are now
considering, gives detailed information
and instructions as to computing in-
comes, making returns, etc. It contains
-a detailed list of sources of gross income
and another of deductions allowed by
law. The person making the return is
required to state theamount and source
of his gross income, the amount ‘and
nature of the deductions he claims and
the sum of the net income. He must
then sign this statement and make affi-
davit of its truth before a collector,
deputy collector or some officer anthor-
ized to administer oaths. The law de-
clares it a criminal offense for any offi-
cial or any other person to make public
any income returns.

If any person having a returnable in-
come willfully neglects or refuses to
make a return within the prescribed

“‘according to the best infarmation he
can obtain by the examination of such
person or any other evidemce.’” It is
also made his duty to add 50 per ocent
as a penalty to the amount of tax due
in case of neglect or refusal to make re-
turn and 100 per cent in case of a false
or fraudulent return. But before mak-
ing such assessment the collector or dep-
nuty must notify the person so assessed,
who is entitled to a hearing and an op-
portunity to show that he has not a tax.

them at the same prices as agreed upon
in the treaty with the Indians. In the
enabling act admitting South Dakota
the state was granted about 500,000 acres
of land. It is an open guustion whether

elections made of ceded Indian lands

would not mean that the state would
get them free of charge, while settlers
have to pay $8.75 per agre. The procla-
mation will be withheld until the ques-
tions are investigated.

Reports that the British warship Roy-
al Arthur had touched at Panama on
her way to Nicaragua to enforce British
demands cause some apprehension
among officials and diplomats here, The
Royal Arthur is the flagship of the Pa-
oific squadron and carries Admiral
Stephenson, K. C. B., commander of the
fleet, although Captain French is in im-
mmediate command. She is one of the
new monsters of the British navy, hav-
ing a tonnage of 12,000. There is no
official confirmation in Washington of
the Royal Arthur's movements, as the
reports of naval changes do not come
here. The opinion is expressed by those
familiar with the situation that if Great
