A Klamath Indian Legend.

In the distant ages before man inhab-
ited the earth—before the earth was,
Kemush, the Primeval Old Man inhabi-
ted the universe. He created the earth
and then placed thereon a race of beings
known as Indians, making his son Aish-
ish ruler over them. This ruler made
bhis home near the beaatiful lakes of
Klamath which skirt the eastern base of
the Cascade mountaina upon the Pacific
coast, and when in the early years ol
his reign a terrible famine fell upon his
people, be implored Kemush to relieve
their suffering, whereupon the ruler of
the universe caused a wall of rocks to
rear itself across the river Iulalona
which connects Lhe lakes, Upper and
Lower Klamath. Then he caused a
great wind to blow from the south, driv-
ing all the water of the upper lake to-
wards its northern confines, leaving the
bed of Iunlalona dry, so that the Indians
could scoop up the fish, and thereby re-
lieve their hunger. Ever sgince that
time the wind has blown the river dry
when ever the people were in need of
succor. While on earth relieving his
people Kemush became enamored of his
son’s wives and attempted his destruc-
tion that he might become possessed of
them, One day he asked Aishish to
take off his clothing and climb a small
tree lo gel for him the fledgelinga from
a lark’s nest, and while his son climbed
he caused the tree to grow so high that
Aishish could not descend; then he at-
tired himself in Aishish’s garb and went
to his home, but Aishish’s wives knew
that he was not their lord and one only
consented to go with him. But Aishish
was not left to perish in the tree, for
two great butterflies brought him food
and water for a time and finally placed
him in a basket between them and low-
ered him to the ground. He returned
home intending to wreak vengance on
his father. He knew that Kemush’s
death would follow the burning of his

Indian War Veterans' Meeting.

The Indian War Veterans will meet
ovember 16, at 18. m., at Walla Walla.
Sealtle, Skokane, Olympia, Wash,, and
at Portland, Hillsboro, McMinnville,
Salem, Coryallis, Eugene, Roseburg, Ash-
land, Jackaonville and The Dalles, Ore-
gon. These various camps will memor-
ialize congreas and urge the passage of a
bill granting pensions to the Indian war
veterans who served in defense of the
North-Pacific coast from 1847 to 1856,
inclusive. Forty and 50 years have pass-
ed since the stirring times incident to a
frontier life and Indian domination, when
a constant watch had to be maintained to
protect homes and family from the torch
and tomahawk. Congress bas never
granted pensions to the volunteers, their
widows or orphans. Congress will be
asked to recognize the rights of Indian
war veterans in the soldiers’ homes,
also.

ed a home_for worthy G. A. R. men,”
said Mr. A. Wood yesterday, ‘‘but
why not extend the same right to Indian
war veterans? Here in 1855 and 1856
there were combined against the whites
20 Indians to every white person. We
were absolutely shut off from outside
help. Why should not these men who
defended this country against such odds
be provided with a pension, and a home
if need be? Let veterans all over this
Northwest meet on November 16, and
speak out.”’—Ore gonian.

Indian Territory has a large mnegro
population. Some of the blacks were at
first slaves of the noble red men. But
when the slaves in this country were
emancipated these became freedmen
and still lived among their former mas-
ters. The black and red blood in many
cases intermingled. There are numerous
half breeds in the territory who are part
negro and part Indian. After the war
many negroes migrated to Indian Terri-
tory from the southern states, swelling
the number still more. Many of them
are the tenant farmers of the landown-
ers. DBut the court of claims at Wash-
ington has decided that the black men
in the territory have just the same rights
as the red men, and that all are citizens
alike. Consequently the Cherokee freed-
men will share equally with the Chero-
kee Indians in the distribution of mon-
eys paid to tho nation by the United
States for the sale of lands.

Representative Jeffrey’s Address.
Grants Pass Courier.]

‘Between 40 and 50 persons assembled
at the court house Saturdav evening to
listen to a speech on “the political issues
of the day” by Hon. J. A. Jeffrey, mem-
ber of the legislature from Jackson
county. Mr. Jeffrey is a verv boyish
looking orator and would pass for 17,
though perbaps he is 23 or 24. How-
ever, he is a yery smooth talker and
seems to be pretty well read on the Pop-
ulist side of the great issues to come be-
fore the people in "96.

He was introdaced by W. C. Edwards
and proceeded to remark that the peo-
ple of this country all agree that *‘there
18 something wrong.” He said the
People’s party were in accord with the
platform adopted at Omalba on July 4,
'92; that they wanted free coinage of
both gold and silver at a ratio of 16 to
1; that there was no silver party neces-
sary, a8 the Populist had esposed all that
the friends ot silver could ask for.

Each of the old parties is merely
living on its past history, but the Popu-
list party grasps the present situation
and its existence means something.

A hundred years ago the democratic
party came into prominence because
there was a demand for it; more recent-
ly the republican party sprang into ex-
istence because the old whig party dared
not face the question of slavery.

He said old parties never could afford
to cope with living issues, but rather
spent their efforts in recouociling differ-
ences, “‘Principles are always disturb-
ing elements in old parties’”” who “‘point
with pride’’ to former achievements.
“Time honored principles” he said
““were what the republican party is at
present living on and democracy is not
able to die.

“Wages are going down, down.” He
related Ingersoll’s yarn about the darkey
who said he worked all day and stole all
night and couldn’t make an honest
living even then. This, he said was the
dilemma of the working people todav,
“Volume sgettles values.” He said if
there was a large amount of money in
circulation, wages and prices would go
up, He referred to the panics of 1857
under a 22 per cent tariff; to that of ’57
under a 25 per cent and to that of '73
under a 48 per cent and '03 under the
McKinley tariff to prove that bad times
had no connection with tariff, but that
scarcity of circulating medium was the
sole cause.
