D .iglas County’s 20 Homicides.
The Roseburg Plaindealer has com­

pleted a list of all the homicides ever 
committed in Douglas county. It is as 
follows:

The first was committed June 6, 1853. 
when Joseph Knott killed,premeditatedlv 
and with malice aforethought, Riley Hili.

The second was December 25, 1866. 
when John Fitzbut’h, Solomon Culver, 
Robert Forbes, Abraham Crow and John 
Hannan killed F. D. Barringer, at Cleve­
land, in a row at a dance. John Fitz­
hugh and John Hannah were found 
guilty of homicide, and sentenced to one 
year in the penitentiary. The other 
three were set at lilierty.

The third case was that of Matthias 
Helringer, who killed Lewis Jones, Sep­
tember 14, 1877. Helringer was tried 
and sentenced to the penitentiary for 5 
years.

The fourth was by one William Skelton 
who killed Joshua Brown near C 
ville, May 17, 1878. Skeltou was sen­
tenced to the penitentiary for life, but 
was pardoned.

Tho fifth was in July. 1878, when Jack 
Woodward and John Daly killed each 
other in Roseburg.

Tbe sixth was October 10,1880, when 
James Pool killed J.unes McNeil on the 
South Umpqua river. Poo) fled and was ' 
not found for several years. He was 
finally arrested and put on trial, was con­
victed of manslaughter and sent up for 
three years

The seventh was May 13,1882, when 
L. C. Hill killed Caleb Young at Myrtle 
Creek. Hill was acquitted.

The eighth was August 13, 1882, when 
T. S. Roadman killed A. J. Downing on 
the streets of Roseburg. Roadman was 
acquitted.

The ninth was April 18, 1883, when 
James Beckley killed Henry C. Levins, 
at Kellogg. Beckley was acquitted.

The tenth was July 26, 1883, when 
William Eddings killed William P. 
Thomason, at Canyonville. Eddings 
was tried, and sent to the penitentiary 
for file, but was pardoned out by Gov­
ernor Pennoyer.

The eleventh was May 12,1884, when 
Joseph Russell killed Jesse Quine, near 
Riddle. RnBsell was sentenced to the 
penitentiary for seven years and served 
bis time.

The twelfth was November 14,1888, 
when James F. Levins killed his son, 
Thomas F. Levins, at Kellogg, 
sentenced to prison for life.

The thirteenth was August, 1889, when 
L. Puckett killed John Catching at Can­
yonville, Puckett fled tbe country and 
has never been caught.

The fourteenth was March 17, 1892, 
when Nicholas Jones killed Abraham 
Hansbrough, in Roseburg. He was sen­
tenced to the penitentiary for life, but 
was pardoned out by Governor Pennoyer.

The fifteenth was Arthur Wright, a 
boy about fourteen years old, who killed 
Chester Pogue, another boy, near Riddle, 
April 13, 1892. He was sent to the re­
form school.

The sixteenth was C. Judy, who killed 
Charles Hendig at Loon Lake, Septem­
ber 26, 1893, and was sentenced to tbe 
penitentiary for life.

The seventeenth was July 26, 1894, 
when Thomas McKay, a boy of 14 years, 
killed JameBLongtai, a hall breed Indian, 
in Cole’s valley, for which McKay was 
sent to the reform school.

The eighteenth was August 13,1894, 
when Samuel G. Brown killed William 
Albert Kincaid at Oakland, was tried, 
found guilty and sentenced to be hanged 
February i5, 1895, the first verdict of 
murder ip the first degree ever rendered 
in this county. Brown appealed to the 
supreme court for a new trial. During 
the pendency of -the-appeal, Brown es­
caped, last May, and was recaptured and 
lodged in jail a few days after his escape. 
The supreme court affirmed the sentence 
of the lower court, and Judge Fullerton 
resentenced him to be hanged on the 
31st day of January, 1896. On the 30th 
day of December, Brown again broke 
jail by sawing the bars off one of the 
grates, and escaped and is still at large. 
Thus, of all the murders or killings in 
this county, the gallows has not claimed 
a victim yet.

The nineteenth was’ September 10, 
1894, when William F, Beckman killed 
his wife, Helen Beckman, and her son, 
Robert Ring, on Oak creek. Beckman 
was convicted of murder in the second 
degree and sentenced to the penitentiary 
for life.

The twentieth was October 8, 1895, 
when some unknown person killed Isaac
