State and Mineral Lands.

Salem, Or., March 26 — Concerning
the progress of the state in selecting lieun
lands, State Land Agent Davenport said
today : ’

“By a late ruling of the secretary of
the interior, the state is practically shut
out of the so-called mineral belt, and un-
less a modification of the rule can be ob-
tained, there will hereafter be no sales of
lieu lauds by the state within six miles
of a mining claim.”

The ruling referred to requires the
state to send a special agent to examine
and certify to the character and pay for
the advertising of each selection. The
cost thus incurred, Mr. Davenport says,
for emall tracts, is such as neither state
nor applicants can afferd, and, therefore
renders the selections prohibitive on the
part of this state, and that the Oregon
delegation in congress will be called upon
to secure, if possible, such changes as
will promote.the objects of the interior
department and permit the state to go on
as heretofore, selecting non-mineral liev
lands without, in effect, having levied a
tax too onerous to be borne.

Mining Items.

Howell and Brown are now at work in
a drift throngh bed rock at Spring
Gulch on Yreka Flats, with expectation
of striking & rich back channel. They
have completed nearly 80 feet of the
drift, and expect to reach the channel
withip five or six feet more, on account
of encountering considerable water.
Should their anticipation be realized, the
channel can be worked to good advan-
tage by the drift affording drainage for
the surplus water, as well as an avenuoe
for getting out the pay gravel, or can
work (rom the surface above withont be-
ing hindered by the water drained away.

Billups, Quigley & Humphrey will
have a clean up in a couple of weeks and
they expect a handsome return, as the
rock they have been taking out of late
looks exceptionally good.

Dave Ream and M. Pipes, who have a
small ledge west of Yreka, brought two
toms of rock down to Lamb’s mill in
Yreka, and thev realized $108 from the
crushing, or about $54 2 ton.

Mrs. Hilt bas a mammoth guartz ledge
on Cottonwood, about three miles from
her residence above Henley, in the Sis-
kivou foothills. A tunnel of 20 feet had
been run in some time ago, and Mrs.
Hilt had men run in 18 feet more lately,
when an 18-foot ledge was discovered,
the rock from which assaya $10 per ton.
It shows a little free gold, and a large
amount of 1ron sulphurets containing
gold. The tunnel was extended 100 feet,
and ledge matter was found at different
peints varying from a couple of inches to
two feet in width, which latter bhave not
been tested.

Sam Call made a partial clean-up 1n
his mine on Pleasant creek last Saturday,
and the result was a nice bunch of httle
nuggets—about $200.

J. H. Beeman has purchased a latest
improved Johnston consentrator to add
to his already well equipped mining
outfit at the Lucky Bart mine. He ex-
pects to get it on the ground and at work
in a very few days.

Bill Davie, Jim Logan and Henry
Oden have leased a large piece of ground
of W. P. Hillis at the mouth of Sykes
creek, and will immediately begin oper-
ations thereon. Tobis is considered fine
placer ground.

Emil Holden, who is working the
Conklin mine in Foots creek district,
has run over 200 feet of tunnel and a 60-
foot shalt, and recently started another
runnel which will be 100 feet deeper and
400 feet long. The ore looks well.

The Buren brothers, of Sardine creek,
have struck a rich ledge about two miles
above \be Lucky Bart mill. From all
indications it is the original Lucky Bart
ledge—at least the ledge has been un-
covered for about forty feet and it seema
to intersect the Bart ledge. The ledge is
about two feet wide and from a pan test
shows liberal quantities of free gold. The
point of location offers the locators all
the natural advantayes that could be de-
sired—a gond body of free milling ore
and a wonderlul tunneling gite in and on
the vein. A tunnel 100 feet on the ledge
will give at least 150 feet of backs, The

the subject, and to be still as much in the
dark as ever. But so it is.

MAX PRACHT, of Ashland.

The Oregonian’s account of the election:
FLAT CRICK HEARD FROM.

Snow Fell Thick on the Voters of That
District.

Ashland, March 28 —The Oregonian’s
article entitled “‘School at Flat Crick,”
followed by Max Pracht’s letter, which as-
gerted that the ignorant silverites were not
a majority here, created a great sensation in
the town. In consequence the people turn-
ed out 10 the republican primaries today,
and the Fiat Crick crowd was completely
snowed under. Ashland is not in the Flat
Crick destrict.

DETAILS OF THE RESULT,

Ashland, Or., March 28.—The republi-
can primaries here today were the most
warmly contested ever held in Ashland.
Two tickets were in the field. For dele-
gates to the county convention one ticket
was headed “Mitchell and Hermann del-
egates,”’ and the other simply ‘*Repabli-
can Delegates.”” Of the 18 delegates
chosen for the three Ashland preeincts,
only two straight Mitchell and Hermann
ticket men were elected, and the rest are
aniostructed. Two of the three pre-
rincts received, withont objections,
motions declaring the sense of the pri-
maries to be favorahle to Mitchell and
Hermann, but West Ashland precinct
voted down, by a large majority, a reso-
\ution to instruct the delegates for them.
The delegation elected is considered con-
servative as a body, with a preponder-
ance of sound-meney men.

rate as those of the Mexican war. An
amendment was added that congress
authorize the government to issue
«ufficient paper money to pay all pen-
sions.

At this juncture of the proceedings all
the delegzates o the people’s party pres-
eat, who had served in the Mexican and
civil wars were asked to rise to their
leet, and a careful count showed there
were 47 of them.

A resolution was passed declaring it to
be the sense of the meeting Lhat the re-
quest of the W. C, T. U. for the insertion
of certain planks in the state platform
could best be met by the adoption of the
initiative and referendum.

A resolutinn was passed culling for the
election of U. 8. senators, president an:|
vice-president of the Uuited States by
direct vote of the people.

A resolution was passed that exemp-
tions for indebtedness be only made in
cuases where there was a correspounding
taxable credit,
