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The Jackosn county g. o. p. literary 
bureaus have snagged themselves fear­
fully the past month. For nearly two 
years a steady stream of dirt was thrown 
at the people’s party officials in the court 
house.

The populist party in convention de­
cided as a general rule of action on the 
one term principle, and the party did as 
any independent thinking set of people 
had a right to do—built a new ticket. 
Th. literary bureaus sizing up the situa­
tion from the broad view of peanut 
politics, quickly turned the literary mud 
mill from the direction of the populist 
officials in the court bouse and substitut­
ed for mud the finest bouquets of com­
pliments in the English language. After 
many months of steady, continuous ly- 
ing,everyone of these penny-a-liners told 
the truth for just about a month—that the 
people’s party officials in the court bouse 
were most excellent officials and had 
made a splendid record. Even the 
author of the “democratic column” in 
the last issue of this paper put that truth 
forward with emphasis as the basis of his 
special plea and declared that thatwas why 
the people of Jackson county elected and 
trusted them. The people’s party officials 
in the court house and the party in Jack- 
eon county, feeling in their hearts that 
all the whole people desire is justice, 
right and fair-dealing, ignored the mud 
of the tax-eating cormorants and acted 
up to their best light and judgment. The 
literary bureaus of the peanut statesmen 
were paralyzed when they saw in the 
last issue of the Record a few straight­
forward factB about the county affairs of 
old Jackson for twenty years, and these 
shoulder striking truths over the signa­
tures of the people’s party county officials 
in the court house—the gentlemen whose 
merits were extolled so high up to and 
including last Thursday.

But look at the literary bureaus this 
week. The bowers of roses, pansies, 
sweet violets and beautiful flowers have 
been suddenly discontinued. The mud­
mill was promptly rigged up again and 
began pelting away dirt at these most ex­
cellent officials of only last week. The 
two chief organs were taken so by 
surprise that they openly announced that 
in next issue their mud-battery would 
be properly turned on again infall steam.

The gall of some folks passes the 
human understanding. But just bow our 
esteemed brethren of the g. o. p. literary 
bureaus are going to crawl out of the 
hole they dug (unconsciously, however) 
for themselves, will be an interesting 
sight. And the big crowd standing there 
lookin’ on.

The opposition to Mr. Jackson’s elec­
tion to the position of county clerk have 
been steadily declaring him rankly in­
competent. The assertion is untrue, 
though it is industriously repeated. The 
facts are that Mr. Jackson, though be 
baa been a farmer most of his life, is a 
first-class penman .spells correctly and can 
set forth a business proposition in a letter 
equal to any business man in Jackson 
county. He is not a trained expert. 
Trained experts don’t generally live in 
rural counties to run for county clerks. 
But Mr. Jackson is well qnalified to con- 
duct the county clerk’s office. Besides 
bis efficiency in the lines already men- 
tioied, Mr. Jackson is an industrious 
worker and has an especial capacity for 
detail and routine work. He is a kind- 
hearted and accommodating man by na­
ture and who’s straight forwardness 
and square dealing is not questioned. 
His firmness of character in standing 
for the right against great odds and ad­
verse circumstances has caused the peo­
ple’s party to place an especial confi­
dence in him and there is hardly any 
doubt but that the humane, plain com­
mon everyday people of this county are 
of a similar opinion.

Geo. A. Jackson was elected assessor 
two years ago by a plurality of 290 votes 
over J. G. Martin and 592 votes over J. 
L. Wooldridge, who was then assessor 
running for re-election. Mr. Jackson 
has been a straiglit-forward official and 
did his duty well and while none of his 
friends are continually parrotting off the 
chestnut expression, “best assessor Jack- 
son county ever had,” the facta are that 
he has made a most efficient official 
and his record is conceded 
first-class by all parties that 
have anv knowledge of the subject and 
are not directly or indirectly interested 
in misrepresenting the record for other 
purposes than getting at the facts. Be­
sides having made a good assessment. 
Mr. Jackson was a conscientious official 
and stood by the people in doing bis part 
toward relieving them of having to pay 
the taxes of the Southern Pacific rail­
road.

Some particularly biased folks have 
been roaring for several weeks about the 
populist representative ticket being “in­
ferior.” Since Houser, Johnson and 
Scbmidtlein have begun to go around, 
the people are beginning to do some 
sizing up on their own hook. The “in­
ferior talk” then ceased. The g. o. p’s. 
ought to keep the mugs and cocoanuts of 
their own candidates to home and out of 
sight it they intend to follow out that 
line of campaign. The farmers are 
liable to have some original ideas of ap­
pearances and may not like the particu­
larly shaped craniums that are so in­
flated with their own importance as to 
be able to cold blooded ly stand before an 
intelligent audience and point out to 
their listeners the points of their own 
superiority over their neighbors.

And now comes the Oregon supreme 
court and declares the women "uncon­
stitutional” to hold office. There needs 
to be some revising done in Oregon. The 
new woman is respectfully invited to get 
into the populist camp and help kick at 
wrong conditions.

Max Pracht is a candidate for assistant 
sergeant-at-arms of the St. Louis re­
publican convention. Max keeps to the 
front and is the only nationally known 
republican of Ashland. He not only ex­
pects to cabbage a big hunk of the federal 
pie but also expects to dictate the dis­
tribution of the crumbs that come to 
Oregon. What a howl there will be if 
McKinley is elected and all the federal 
pie hunters get lined up. What an 
army of disappointed ones, when the pie 
counter is cleared.

A. 9, Barnes, the people’s party candi­
date for sheriff, is at this end of the county 
on his campaign and will address the people 
on the financial question at Neil school 
house tomorrow (Friday) evening and at 
Soda Springs school house Saturday even­
ing. He will come to Ashland to speak 
and vote at the close of the campaign. Mr. 
Barnes is all right. In his case all sides 
concede his election and his opponents are 
privately making arrangements to con­
gratulate Rro. Barnes as soon as the vote 
is announced.________

By the looks of this issue of the Record 
under their own signatures tbe populist 
officials seem to ce able to more than take 
care of themselves. Theg. o. p. boys who 
have been figuratively leading them around 
town and showing ’em the beautiful 
flowers, parks, elephants, and the varied 
and different sights of high-life in a large 
city for the past month have suddenly 
stumbled to the conclusion that their 
country cousins were not ao severely 
afflicted with juvenileism as had been an­
ticipated.

In regard to the extravagance in the 
management of county affairs during his 
first six years as county judge and the phe- 
nominal record of economy and retrench­
ment during the last two years, the Hon­
orable Jim Neil can well point to the com­
pany he was surrounded with. Six years 
of association with republican-democrats 
and the county debt almost doubles. Two 
years of association with populists and the 
great load bearing eight per cent, interest 
and no taxation, is reduced $20,000. It is 
largely a question of who you are trotting 
with. _______

There is no use throwing away a vote for 
the republican representative candidates. 
They will follow the caucus and combina­
tion rule of the republican party of Oregon 
that has given the people a succession of 
legislative scandals. The legislatures have 
became more extravagant and corrupt each 
succeeding session and unless the con­
trolling power is shifted into other hands 
there can be even no hope of relief.

1888,1889 and 1890 paid out at different 
times $79.40 too much, and in one case he. 
lacked $1.50 of paying enough, leaving the 
county out just $77.90.

During the two years previous to the 
populists getting into power, Hon. Chas. 
Nickell was paid out of the county treas­
ury $1142.30 for blanks, stationary, etc. 
No wonder Charley is fighting the popu­
lists so bitterly.

The ballots for the election in 1894 cost 
$143. The bill this year is $75, A saving 
of almost 50 per cent.

The assessment rolls furnished by the 
state were plenty good enough for popu­
list officials. Under the old regime $125 
was paid out in 1894 for rolls made es­
pecially for the fastidious democratic as­
sessor.

The smooths fellows that travel for< 
blank book manufacturers have not been 
able to work the populist officials; said 
officials have proven themselves equal to 
the emergency and have succeeded in 
saving the county many hundreds of 
dollars in buying blank record books tor 
their offices.

Had it not been for our populist Com­
missioner Hon. W. H. Bradshaw, the 
county would still be paying the same 
old prices for its n «tspaper printing. The 
same is done on c ntract now and several 
hundred dollars ire saved the taxpayers 
annually there! y.

When the undersigned assumed the 
duties of county clerk in 1894, the county 
was paying out from $5 to $6 each month 
for publishing the monthly schedule of 
expenses of the commissioners court in 
the Times and Tidings. The populist 
county clerk refused to furnish it to those 
papers. The result was that the principal 
papers ef the county soon commenced to 
publish the same as a matter of news, 
and the county is saved the expense.

Taking care of the county poor is an 
item of considerable expense, but our 
populist commissioner was the direct 
cause of reducing the cost of keeping each 
pauper from 84.50 per week to $3. This 
also Baves the county several hundred 
dollars each year.

During Max Muller’s term $50 was paid 
for 5000 lithographed county warrants. The 
same amount was purchased by this pop 
for $35.

The county has had its books experted 
and without one cent’s cost to the county. 
The exact financial condition of the couniy 
is known. The neat sum of $366.75 in hard 
cash found its way back into the treasury 
as a result of this work. Mr. Voter, do 
you appreciate this work? Don’t you think 
that a party that does such work as this 
should be allowed to remain in charge? 
Can't you answer these questions in the 
affirmatiye with your ballots on June 1st?

The county treasurer’s office has never 
been conducted in a more methodical and 
business like manner than under our popu­
list treasurer. The books kept by his 
deputy are models of neatness and ac­
curacy. At his settlements with the coun­
ty court the cash on hand is always found 
to tally exactly with his books.

It is of vital importance that our legis­
lative ticket be elected. Every populist 
should make an extra effort in their behalf. 
It might be that our three votes will be 
needed to elect a populist U. S. senator. 
Stranger things than this have happened. 
Our candidates may not be as brainy (?) 
and intellectual (?) as the republican trio, 
but they have the requisite qualifications 
nevertheless. They are honest, trustworthy 
and loyal.

Then he was 
around telling his beloved constituents 
in every school house that the reason he 
could not sustain Jackson’s assessment 
of railroad property when sitting on the 
board of equalization, was because the 
assessment was not legally made, and 
he knew from his own investigation and 
knowledge that the assessment would 
not Btand the test of law, should the 
railroad people contest payment of taxes 
evied under such an assessment. In 

effect he said that Mr. Jackson had 
proven himself utterly incompetent to 
fill the office of assessor. Now, when i 
Mr. Jackson is seeking for an office that j 
requires a much higher degree of com- I 
petency than that of assessor.

An expert draftsman having been en-1 
gaged by the county court to prepare and 
furnish for public use at the court house a 
detail map showing municipal boundaries, 
road systems, road and school district boun­
daries, original entries, etc., the gentleman 
announces, to the surprise of the present 
incumbent, that the assessor last year omit­
ted to assess twenty^housand acres of deed­
ed land in Jackson county, to say nothing 
of town lots and property insufficiently 
described to enable a court or executive 
officer to enforce collection of taxes levied 
on same, should the tax payer contest pay­
ment. Just what explanation Mr. Jackson 
can make of this dereliction on his part to 
perform the duties prescribed by statute, 
we do not know. We have no desire to do 
him an injustice, but it looks to a disinter­
ested observer very much as if he had 
sacrificed the weightier matters of the assess­
ment in making his gallery-play oil the 
railroad business, at the time when he ran 
counter to Mr. Jacobs’ ideas of what con­
stituted a legal railroad assessment.

There is more than appears on the 
surface in Mr. Jacobs’ assertion in his 
special contrition column in last week’s 
Record, to the effect that “the populists 

i must have a majority of the county com­
missioners’ court. This is of vital im­
portance.” Certainly it is. The county 
commissioners’ court is solely entitled to 

erthe credit for the economical adminis- 
ration of county affairs which Jackson 

county has enjoyed for the past two 
yearB, and the county commissioners’ 
court has been Democratic all tbe time. 
The Populists have an able member in 
Mr. Bradshaw, but then the populists 
have repudiated Mr. Bradshaw, ostensi­
bly because they profess to favor his 
bolding the office he has, rather than 
to promote him to the office ef county 
judge, to which he aspired, but in reality 
because Mr. Bradshaw openly approved 
Mr. Jacobs’ action in squelching Jack­
son’s faulty assessment of tbe railroad 
company’s property, and the Kaiser- 
Wakefield clique regarded that as unpar­
donable sin. It would have comported 
better with tbe situation if the populists 
had seen fit to nominate a man of affairs 
and business experience, rather than a 
good-natured plowboy for the office of 
commissioner the preBent year; and a 
man of Bradshaw’s calibre for county 
judge, rather than a hungry office seeker 
of Wakefield’s stamp. Weakness char­
acterizes every nomination they made.

J. L. Woolridge, democratic nominee 
for assessor, is ripe inexperience, having 
served tbe county in that capacity be­
fore. It is an uncontroverted fact that 
the last assessment made by him and 
his able deputy, Mr. George Hoffman, 
who will again assist Mr. Wooldridge if 
elected, was by far the best assessment 
of Jackson county ever made, and laid 
the foundation for accuracy on the part 
of future assessors who may possess or­
dinary business qualifications. Not only 
was the description of real property the 
most complete, but the segregation of 
property for municipal and district as­
sessments was made by them for the 
first time, and most carefully made. It I 
was this assessment which enabled the 
various school districts of the county 
first to reach railroad property for school 
assessment purposes, and the railroad 
officials themBelves were constrained to 
acknowledge that it was tbe one and 
only assessment thus far made which 
was Btrictly in accordance with law and 
which would stand the test of the courts. 
If Mr. Wooldridge is elected he and Mr. 
Hoffman can be relied upon to list every 
acre of the 27,000 acres of unassessed 
property shown by the gentleman who 
is preparing the detail map at the court 
house to baye been overlooked and not 
listed by the incompetent Jackson laBt 
year,

Under existing laws in Oregon, the 
office of assessor, unlike the other county 
officers, begins and ends on the first day 
of January. The remainder of tbe 
county officers elect qualify and take 
their seats immediately after the first 
of July succeeding election. The reason 
for the exception in tbe case of the as­
sessor is to enable one official to complete 
and make a return to the county court 
of two full assessments, tbe board of 
equalization sitting on the completed 
work each year about October. Under 
this law Mr. Jackson was elected and 
qualified to fill an office which expires 
on the first day of January, 1897. He 
has made but one assessment and is en­
gaged on the second year’s work, which, 
if properly done will be about half com­
pleted on the first day of next July, 
when, if successful at the polls Mr. Jack- 
son will be called upon to resign the of­
fice of assessor to qualify as clerk, the 
constitution forbidding any man hold­
ing two offices at tbe same time. Did 
the populists of Jackson county elect 
Mr. Jackson with the intent that he 
should desert his post and mulct the 
county in heavy additional expense to 
have ths present year’s assessment made 
anew by an appointee of the court, who 
would have to begin it anew in order to 
be able to certify to the correctness 
of his work? The populist convention 
ought to have taken this into considera­
tion in making its nomination. Mr. 
Jacksou is already a member of tbe next 
board of equalization, before which tbe 
railroad question will be fought out. He 
cannot vote twice, even if elected clerk, 
as he will have to resign as assessor, or 
the office will be declared vacant imme­
diately should he qualify as clerk, and a 
hostile court may appoint his successor. 
He might refuse to qualify as clerk until 
after the board of equalization sits, but 
in that event Mr. Jacobs will as hold­
over clerk, be entitled to Bit on the 
board, and his views are known as re­
gards railroad assessments. Consider 
this matter well, populists!

You are right, Mr. Editor: We are 
“stuck” on our candidates. The inde­
pendent voter is too. So why complain ?

Hon. S. S. Pentz, a lawyer of ripe ex­
perience, and a resident of Jackson 
county, rightly claims that the time has 
gone bj’ for tbe education of lawyers in 
tbe position of district attorney, one 
which bears directly upon the proposi­
tion of economy in tbe administration of 
public affairs. A vote for him will mean 
that if he is elected our criminal court 
business will be disposed of in a most care­
ful painstaking manner, and at the verv 
least possible expense to the taxpayer.

Our legislative ticket could not well be < 
bettered. Mr. J. J. Houck of Gold Hill 
is too well known to need extended in­
troduction . He was regarded as one of 
tbe most businesslike members of the 
legislature to which he was elected some 
years ago J. W. Robinson of Wimer 
has forged to the front as one of the most 
successful young merchants of the coun­
ty during the last five years, and bis 
practical knowledge of mining and the 
needs of mining nren, make his selection 
to fill this place on our ticket a most 
happy one. In E. D. Briggs ot Ashland 
we present a name which has been hon­
ored and respected bv competitors at tbe 
bar during tbe six years lie has resided 
in Jackson county. His familiarity with 
constitutional law is not the least of his 
qualifications.

Dr. J, B. Wait of Medford is ODe of 
these easy tempered quiet fellows, whom 
everybody likes, and tbe fact that he re­
sides in tbe right locality for quick com­
munication and ready access almost in­
sures bis election over both his coaipe- 
totors. It is our honest opinion that Dr, 
Wait can make things as pleasant for a 
coroner’s subject as any man in the 
state. There is some incentive towards 
becoming a cadaver just to give him tbe 
chance to sit on one.
