Tim old coaching days, os far as con­
venience for travel was concerned, were 
tho dawn of tho groat days of our pres­
ent rapid means of communication. The 
70 years or so ill which mail coaches 
waxed mid flourished and finally died 
out before tho incursion of railways und 
steam engines have a decided flavor of 
romanco attached to them, and no doubt 
the coming aud going of stagecoaches 
lent a certain amount of color and in­
terest and life to the country places and 
towns through which ran the great main 
coaching roads. Tho Bath road, the 
Dover load, the York road were high­
ways of communication along which 
rolled the heavy private coaches and 
chariots of the country magnates. Mid 
tlie stagecoaches with their steaming 
horses passed the various stopping 
places with the regularity of clockwork.

These stagecoaches, with their com- 
plemeut of coachmen and guards, af­
forded endless subjects of interest and 

• illustration to the artist and the literary 
men of the day. Imagine Charles Dick­
ens without stagecoaches and denuded 
of all his vivid descriptions of the 
scones such as those in tho yard of the 

, White Hart inn, High street, Borough, 
in “Pickwick, ” or of the mail coach oil 

i the Dover road in “A Tale of Two 
’ Cities.” It is difficult for the present 

generation to realize the fatigue and 
the wiutry cold of such long journeys, 
when frozen feet were enveloped in a 
little straw, and a "shawl” folded 
round the neck was thought to be a fit 
protection against tho keen night air, a 
strong contrast to tho luxurious cush­
ioned carriages, hot water tins and fur 
lined rugs and greatcoats of the present 
day.—London Spectator.

Ashland's sturdiest and staunchest citizens, 
died at his home ¡Sunday evening after a 
few weeks siege with pleurisy. He was 70 
vears old and besides a wife, leaves one 
daughter.
