Murderer Probasco Pardoned.
According

C. Probssco. under the sentence 
twenty-one veers at San Quentin for 
murder in the second degree, made a 
lucky move when he saved the life of 
Guard McDonald, who was all but killed 
bv the incorrigible Jake Oppenheimer. 
On May 17th the former newsbov 
attacked, stabbed and came near killing 
his guard in the jute mill. Probafico 
saw the fiendish act, and hastily 
notified Guard S. R. Yoho, who 
knocked Oppenheimer on the head just 
as the convict was preparing for a final 
thrust into the bjdv of the already badly 
wounded McDonald.

As a result of his action, Probasco was 
in instant disfavor among his fellow con­
vict», and thev iiave heaped all manner 
of indignities ut>on him since, until life 
in tl * state penitentiary has been almost 
unbearable for him. Saturday he re­
ceived his reward, however, when the 
prison directors recommended to the 
governor that he bo pardoned, to be re­
leased at the beginning of the rear, 
owing to saving McDonald’s life. There 
is e^erv reason to believe the pardon 
will he granted. Already with the credit 
allowance, Probasco has served eleven 
veara.

As an example to the other convicts 
and in the recognition of his good work, 
the directors unanimously agreed that be 
should be pardoned if the governor con­
sent*.

Probasco came from Siskivon countv, 
where in 1892 he committed a murder 
and wm convicted. Since bis incarcer­
ation he has been a model prisoner, and 
has won the confidence of guards, but 
through hi? good conduct has become 
hated bv his fellow-criminals.

It also announces that it is al­
ready able to save the growers 5 cents a 
pound, $10 per bale, meaning an increase 
of price to that extent, which on 40,000 
bales will aggregate a profit to the grow­
ers of $40,000. The officers of the as­
sociation advise growers to hold good 
hops for 15 cents per pound, as they 
have assurances warranting that price. 
If this consummation can be reached it 
will mean a saving to producers of about 
$400,000.
