New Railroad and Saw Mill.
J. D. Hieckman of Hornbrook, who 

was in Ashland last week, informs us 
that Coggins Bros , the big sawmill men 
of Igerna, Siskiyou county, who own a 
large tract of valuable timber land on 
Hungary creek, west of Coles and near 
the Oregon-California state line on south 
side of Siskiyou mountain will put a saw­
mill on their property in the spring. 
They have secured by purchase from 
Stockton parties, by lien land process, 
and purchase from railroad seven sec­
tions of fine timber land in that section 
and will build a railroad from a point 
this side of Coles to the scene of the mill 
operations.

Santa Cruz county has appointed a 
horticultural commission.

Two men were killed in a Beetion of 
the Cumberland mine, at Nanimo, B. 
C., by a gas explosion last week.

There has been no material change in 
the cured fruit situation for several 
weeks past in Santa Clara. Apricots 
are practically gone and the quotations 
are nominal. Of peaches there is a light 
supply; the market is dull, the demand 
small and the quations run from 5% 
cents to 1% cents. Orders for prunes 
are coming in somewhat steadily, but 
there are no marked features in the 
trade. Present prices are as follows 
Forties to 50s, from 5 to cents; 50s 
to 60s, from 4 to 4^; 60s to 70s, 3%; 70i 
to 80s, 3»£; 80s to 90s, 3; 90s to 100s; 
2%;. 100s to 120s, 2%; 120s upward,

An eastern firm is considering the 
question of establishing another factory 
for the utilization of cull lemons for by 
products in Southern California. Il 
established it will be upon the profit 
sharing plan. The growers will receive 
a low price for their lemon3, with f 
«hare of the profits, if there are any.

From a prune tree in. the Rutherford 
orchard on the Stewart tract, Suttei 
county, a shoot fully 14 feet in lengtl: 
and from one aud one-half to twe 
inches in thickness, was cut off, all ol 
which was grown this season. And 
another instance on the Harkey tract ol 
a peach sprout 11 feet long.

Albert F. Elton of Priceland, Hum 
boldt county is establishing an experi­
mental apple orchard in collaboratior 
with the University of California. Hi 
has several hundred varieties. A simi­
lar orchard is to be established at an 
elevation of about 400 feet in Tuolumne 
county. The. university supplies the 
-scions arid will publish the reports upon 
thq different varieties.

Citrus growers are warned from vari­
ous sources against importing nursery 
stocks from Japan on account of the 
great number of fungous diseases pre­
valent there, some of which, like the 
fungous of our root knot, are often not 
recognizable on young stock.

A resident of Riverside gives the 
following free testimonial to the quality 
of Porterville oranges, which he saw 
during a late visit to the east: “I saw 
California navals in the market at South 
Bend, Ind., two weeks ago. Lhey were 
from Porterville, and were very small, 
about 100s, and very green and sour 
Still they were selling at 30 cents s 
dozen, while the Mexican and Jamaice 
fruit only brought 20 or 25 cents. The 
Jamaica« were sweet and very good 
flavored, but the Mexicans were flat 
and insipid.”

The Oxnard company has established 
an experiment station, under the di­
rection of the agricultural superinten­
dant, L. Hache at Oxnard. One hun 
dred and eighty acres are set apart with 
a view of testing the crop-producing 
constituents of the soil, aud it is be­
lieved that the experiments made will 
be safe for all classes of soil in the val­
ley. It will be devoted to growing 
beets, beans aud barley, to see what 
can be done to the best advantage with 
each, arid also to determine the benefits 
to be derived from the use of commer­
cial and green fertilizers.
