Th* experiment of using Indian labor 
in the logging woods is being carried 
on by a lumber company of Duluth 
Minn., which has a contract for cut­
ting many millionn of feet of pine in 
reservations on the south shore of Lal^e 
Superior. The company’* contract* 
were made with the Indian bureau. 
The Indians not only get money for 
their timber, which is invested by the 
government and paid to them in install­
ments, but they are also kept at work 
so long as the timber remains on their 
hands, thus giving them employment 
and teaching them an occupation.

On the Red Cliff, Bad River and Lac 
de Flambeau reservations there are 
sawmills, each built and operated un­
der this agreement with the Indian bu­
reau, and all the adult male Indians 
who want work are kept busy all the 
year round. They have sold their tim­
ber for a large price, the government 
has put their money into bonds and 
pays them the interest. It gives them 
many ether favors, and they are able 
to earn enough to keep themselves and 
their families in comfort, so that in 
time every Chippewa family on these 
reservations ought to be well off. For 
years there ha« not been a time when 
these Indians were in need of food, nor 
have they ever become beggar*, as 
most other reds have when once re­
moved from their original territory.

The expiriment of working these In­
dians was undertaken with consider 
able timidity, but it has proven success­
ful. It has been found that three men 
must be kept ready for the work that 
two whites would do, two workers and 
a "sub,” for the Indian will not work 
long at a stretch. He must knock off 
once in awhile and take a rest in his 
tepee. An understudy is necessary to 
keep the force up to full strength. In 
most eases they are not trusted with 
responsible work. In the woods they 
are choppers, cooks, swampers, but 
never teamster» or loaders. At the mills 
in summer they are common laborers, 
car pushers, pile loaders, etc., but sel­
dom machine hands, head pilers, saw­
yers or skilled men. Skilled work they 
do at times, but usually in couples, 
with a white man to act as leader, as 
in the lumber piles, where three men 
are needed for the work. There are 
exceptions to this rule, and some of the 
Indians have shown as much aptitude 
for business as whites, and there are a 
few on each reservation who are tak­
ing contracts independently and doing 
well in the logging business. These are 
able to get along without white help. 
In most cases where ambitious Chip­
pewas have tried contracting it has 
been found that the chief trouble was 
in the refusal of men of their own race 
to obey orders or to work for the In­
dian boss as they would for a white 
man. Most of the Indian, contractors 
have gone broke as the result of just 
this fact.

About 45,000,000 feet of timber are 
beiug cut this winter on the three res­
ervations in which these contracts have 
been made by the Indian department. 
In these operations some 400 Indians 
find as steady employment as they are 
willing to accept. They work well 
when they work at all, and receive the 
same wages as white», from $20 to $24 
a month and keep. In the summer at 
the mills they get from $1 to $1.25 per 
day.—N. Y. Sun.

RO U T E $ Elegant
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RECORDING PEDIGREES.
Suggestions Famished by a Prominent 

Record Association.
After obtaining pedigree blanks 

from the secretary of the association in 
which the breeder proposes to record, 
the folllowing from a leaflet published 
by one of the leading record associa­
tions should be observed:

A short, convenient name should be 
written on the pedigree before it is 
sent for record. If it is too long it 
will be abbreviated before the pedi­
gree is numbered.

About the most important consider­
ation is to have the names and ad­
dresses written plainly. Too little at­
tention is paid to this matter and nu­
merous errors result.

Give exact date of farrow, number in 
litter and number of each sex raised. 
The latter is most important, as a rec­
ord is kept in the office of each lit­
ter to which a pedigree refers when 
received, and all pedigrees for this 
litter after sent in must agree in every 
particular.

Always give sex, as it is in many 
cases impossible to tell by the name 
whether the animal is male or female. 
Nothing need be given regarding sire 
and dam, except their names and num­
bers, but great care should be taken 
to have these correct. If the sire was 
owned at time of service by another 
party this should always be stated.

In giving owner of sire, give his 
owner at time of service. In giving 
owner of dam give her owner at time 
the litter was fttrrowed. The breeder 
of a litter is the person who owns, or 
has the dam leased at time of service. 
There is no exception to this rule. If 
the dam js sold after being bred and 
before she farrows, pedigrees for her 
litier should be made out as bred by 
the person who owned her at time of 
service and sold “in dam” to the per­
son owning the dam at time she far­
rows.

The name of the person signing a 
pedigree should in all cases appear on
the upper part of the pedigTee, either 
in the space, for “bred by” or “sold in 
dam to.” Particular attention is called 
to this as there are more errors on 
pedigrees in this particular than in 
any other. No pedigTee will be filed for 
record without the signature of the 
breeder, except in eases where the ani­
mal was sold “in dam.” The signature 
of t.he party who raised the pig will 

i then be sufficient, if proper breeding 
. certificate is pn file. All sales of an ani- 
. mal not yet recorded should be written 
only on the back of the pedigree, except 
the one LT.tde by the person signing the 
pedigree.

In sending pedigree of an animal 
purchased by another party, always 

i send the pedigree as exactly made out 
an,d signed by the breeder. Do not 
make any changes in a pedigree signed 
by another person. If any are neces­
sary, the pedigree should be referred 
to the person signing it. Never under 
any circumstances send a copy of the 
original pedigree for record.

An American archaeological expedi­
tion. excavating at Nippur discovered 
recently in a room 20 feet below the 
surface some 730 clay tablets, the busi­
ness records of a rich firm of mer­
chants, Ulurashu Sons. These docu­
ments are dated in the reigns of Artax­
erxes I. (464-424 B. C.) and Darius II. 
(423-405 B. C.). The tablets are of va­
rious sizes, some resembling the or­
dinary cake of soap of commerce. 
They are covered with cuneiform 
characters clear and distinct as when 
the bookkeeper of Ulurashu inscribed 
them 2,500 years ago, says the New 
York Commercial Advertiser.

Among them is this guaranty for 20 
years that an emerald is so well set 
that it will not fall out:

“Bel-ahiddina and Bel-shumu, sons of 
Bel, and Hatin, son of Bazuza, spoke 
unto Bel-nadinshumu, son of Morashu. 
as follows: “As concerns the gold ring 
set with an emerald, we guarantee that 
for 20 years the emerald will not fall 
out of the ring. If it should fall out 
before the expiration of 20 years Bee 
ahiddina (and the two others) shall 
pay tc Btl-nadinshumu an indemnity 
of ten mana of silver.”

Then follow the names of ten wit- 
neses and of an official who is described 
as “the scribe of the Concordance of 
Proper Names.” The document con­
cludes with the thumb-nail marks of 
the contracting parties.

There are also leases of various kinds 
and contracts for the sale of sun-dried 
bricks and other merchandise, and for 
the loan of seed corn and oxen for plow­
ing. __________________
