All the orchards under the San Diego
flame are thoroughly soaked and the
surplus is going into the La Mesa and
Lemon Grove reservoirs, Several
streams are running into the diverting
dam, and the country is in a better
condition than it has been in three
years. The lemon output is bound to
be very much larger than the most san-
guine estimuates.

Senator 8. O. Smith of Bakersfield
has in preparation a bill which he is to
present to the legislature at the next ses-
gion, the object of which is to provide
a simple and direot method of securing
good roads thronghout the state. It is
a bill for the formation of. good roads
districts. It is prosposed that when
the property-owners of any locality in a
county desire to have constructed a
modern road they may, by a two-thirds
voté of the property-owners, form them-
selves into a good roads district. If the
necessary two-thirds vote is secured it
will then become the duty of the board
of supervisors to declare the district
formed. The supervisors will, by the
terms of the bill, be empowered to set
apart for that district certain portions
of the general road fund and also a por-
tion of the road fund of the district in
which the good roads district is sitn-
ated. The rest of the money nccessary
for the construction of the road may be
raised by a dircet tax on the property-
owners of the district, or by bonds, as
the property-owners may elect. The
bill contemplates that before a good
roads district may be formed the entire
plan of work must be completed and
the cost determined, that the voters can
ballot intelligently. The plan is in suc-
cessful operations in Indiana,
