It is probable in the near future 
hat four permanent camp grounds, 

to be used for the instruction of the 
regular army and the national guard, 
will be established in this country, 
i’hey will be equally divided between 
the north, south, east and west. Sen- , 
ttor Hawley, chairman of the military 
committee, has introduced a bill di- 
recting the secretary of war to cause 
preliminary examinations and surveys 
to be made for the purpose of select­
ing sites with the view to the estab­
lishment of permanent camping 
grounds. They will be fully equipped 
and fitted with all modern appliances. 
The secretary of war is authorized 
to detail officers of the army to carry 
cut the provisions of the act, for 
which $10,000 is appropriated. This 
measure is in line with recommenda­
tions made by the secretary of war. 
and it was drafted by Senator Hawlcv 
after consulting Avith Secretary Root. 
A similar measure will be presented 
in the house and an effort made to 
put it through at once.
