Napoleon Bonaparte Knight Cabled

His Favorite Daughter not to Ac-|
cept the Pauper Prince,

SBan Franeisco Chronicle.]
There is at least one American papa

whose head was not turned by the pro-

posal of a foreign nobleman for the bhand |

of his favorite daughter. The man who
bears that distinction is Colonel Napoleon
B. Knight, a prominent attorner of
Baker City, Or., and father of Portia
Kunight, the American actress, whose
suit against the Duke of Manchester for
breach of promise has excited the iu-
terest of two continents.

When, early in the winter of 1900, Por-
tia Knight cabled her [ather from
London, “The Duke of Manchester has
asked me to marry him ; ghall I accept?”’
the clear-brained lawyer promptly re

lied, “No; don’t marry a penniless
Juke; you’ll have to support him.”
The glamors of titles and nobility failed
to befog his judgement when against
them were weighed mortgaged estates
and crops of wild oats. Whether Por-
tia Knight took her old faithers advice
and refused the importunate aristocrat
is a queston which only the English
courts can decide.

Mrs. P. H. Dawson, an aunt of the
actress and a resident of San Francisco
for many years, spoke very freely ves-
terday regarding some of the things that
had been published in regard to her|
niece since the suit against Papa Zim- |
merman's son-in-law had been insti-|
tuted. {

““We were all very much astonished |
when we saw in the papers that she had |
brought suit against the Duke of Man-|
chester. She had often spoke of him |
in her letters to her grandmother, Mrs. |
John F. Miller, hut we thought from the
tona of them thdt she did not consider |
him. The first time she wrote of him |
was shortly atter she arrived in London, |
which was in September of 1897. In a|
letter to her grandmother she said: {

‘‘Here is a bit of gossip that may in- |
terest yon. The Duke of Manchester |
has fallen in love with me and all Lon-|
don is wondering what will be the re-|
sult. Idonot know myself.” It was not|
long afterward when she cabled her|
father about the matter and he advised
her to refuse the Duke. In the letters
succeeding this she never said posi-|
tively whether she had either accepted |
or refused Manchester. In one letter |
she gave as an excuse for dallying with :
his lordship: ‘I doun't think I'm quite|
ready to marry vet—al least I have not
made up my mind." In still other let-|
ters Portia told her grandmother that)
the Duke was pressing his sait very|
hard and seemed terribly in love with|
her, but that she didn’t care to burden
herseli with a penniless man.”

On March 11th Mrs. Dawson received |
a letter from her sister in Salem, Or., in |
which her sister wrote: We received a
letter from Portia a few days ago in
which she said: ‘Well 1 suppose you
have read of Manchester's marriage.
Yes, he's got a wife, but no money to
gupport her. He'd have to have lotas
more money to marry me."
