A Sensational Discovery That the
Legislature Has Created the Coun-
ty Surveyorship into a Very Lucra-
tive Position.

The office of county surveyor has sud-
denly leaped into prominence as one of
the most imporant offices of the county.
The change is the resunlt of a new law
enacted at the last legislative session.
One of the new features is that the sur-
veyor has complete supervision of the
construction of bridges, culverts, roads,
ditches or other public works to be con-
structed under the anthority of the coun-
Ly conrt. He is also to superintend the
construction of all such public works,
unless otherwise ordered. Whenever
the estimated cost of any bridge to be
constructed exceeds $200 the county
surveyor advertises for bids and in con-
junction with the county court opens
said bids and the court awards the con-
tract.

The plat and survey of any public
d or private road is hereafter to be
1ed into the records st the county
court hounse by the surveyor, a work
that has hitherto been done by the coun
ty clerk, He shall also make out com-
plete description of all or any part of
the real estate of the county to be made
out and entered in proper rolls furnished
by the county clerk.

He may exact from private parties
payment in advance for chainmen and
markers or flagmen required in making
any survey of the lands of such private
parties. The law evidently contemplates
that the surveyor shall keep an office at
the county seat. It provides for pay-
ment bi-monthly of the salary ol the
surveyor by the county court. He is
given power to locate boandary lines be-
tween the lands of individuals, and to
apportion the damages between the par.
ties at interest. In anyeurvev affectinga
county line he eerves notice upon the
county surveyor of the adj-ining couunty,
and shall make such survey in the same
manner as other eurveys, and each sur-
veyor shall make a copy of the plat and
