THE ORIGIN OF PETROLEUM,

The Geological Survey and Scivnce
is Unable to Decide the Question,

At the United States Geological Eur-
vey the recent discoverieeof oil in Texas,
Wyoming and California, are regarded
with complaisance, not only because
they will add millions to the visible
wealth of the country, but because they
furnish additional fields for investiga-
tion-into the source and origin of the
various grades of “oil,”” says the Balti-
more Sue.

With all the study aod original re-
gearch which have been going on for
many years in connection with petro-
lienm there is much ignorance on the
eabject Where it can be found, whence
it comes and ite origin are all unanswer-
ed questione. When a gusher is struck
it spouts a black fluid known as ‘oil.”
This may be a compound of 50 or 100
different oils, which have to be separa-
ted as far as possible before being
warketed. The qualities and charac-
teristics of oil vary not only in the differ-
ent welle, but often in the same well,
the yield from one stratam being differ-
ent from that of another lower down,

24:30,
Deut. 19:21. We donotclaim that Jesus
abrogated the 4:h commandment. Your
correspondent referred to in his article
admits that Jesns changed the manoer
in which the Sabbath was kept. We do
one better than that aud claim that the
teaching in the New Testame t by ex-
ample at least, which is better than pre-
cept or law, implies that there was a
change in the time as well as in the
mode.
