Of these fai us 1,769 are owned by In­
dians. In 1890 there were only 104,129 
acres of imp oved land in the territory. 
In 1890 the average size of farms was 
910 acres, aud in 1900 469 acres. The 
total value o the farm land, with im 
provements, implements and live stock, 
is placed at $29,960,875. The increase 
in farm wealth for the decade amounted 
to 162 per cent.

An unusual thing happened in the 
town of Goshen, Tulare county, CaL, at 
a school bone eleotion. Only five votes 
were polled. The judges of the eleotion 
declared the proposition oarried. The 
bond issue is for $450. There are about 
350 votes in the district.

The original bank-note plates used by 
the State Bank of New Brunswick, 
N. J., which went out of existence some 
time in the ’50’s, were supposed to have 
been destroyed, but it appears that these 
plates have fallen into the hands of 
parties who have printed from them 
large quantities of notes, which have 
been put into circulation from New 
York to San Francisco. The notes read­
ily pass along the Canadian frontier, as 
the takers think they are the notes of 
the Canadian province of New Bruns­
wick, “New Jersey” being printed in 
small letters. Possibly $2,000,000 of 
these notes are in circulation.

Dr. David Starr Jordan has returned 
from his trip to the Hawaiian islands. 
Fifty species of fish new to science have 
been collected and classified by him 
during his trip.

The Sacramento police say that 
Judge Hart is worth a score of police in 
the town.

Professor Koch of Berlin read a papei 
before the British Congress of Tubercu­
losis in London, in which he said that 
his experiments had satisfied him that 
human tuberculosis and bovine tubercu­
losis are radically different diseases, and 
cattle, he said, could not be infected 
with human tuberculosis. He also said 
he was personally satisfied that human 
beings are not liable to infection from 
bovine tuberculosis. He therefore does 
not believe that human beings can be 
infected through dairy products, and 
that heredity is also an unimportant 
factor in the transmission of tubercu­
losis. The chief dauger of contagion, 
said Dr. Koch, lies in the sputum ol 
consumptive patients. He said the ulti­
mate stamping out of tuberculosis is 
possible. Dr. Koch’s theory created 
great surprise among medical men.
