The battle of Tip|»e« anoe was f*-uglif j 
November Ath, M il, in I n«liana, «m the 
tuiaksof Tip|Hi «noe river, on the wit»* of 
the present village of Hattie Ground, be­
tween the Americans under (general 
lfarrison, and the Indians under the 
Prophet, Twumseh’s brother.

After the famous battle until the end of 
his day* General Harrison, grandfather 
of President Benjamin Harrison, was 
known by the loving sobriquet of “ Tip- 
peeanoe.”

Following his brilliant aehievenients 
in arms, now more than three-cjuarters 
of a century ago, < ien. Harrison, together 
w ith many of his troops, was stricken 
with disease contracted through lack of 
proper food, and exposure to the miasma 
of that section of Indiana, and for a time 
his life was despaired of.

Interesting Facts About Wood.

It has long been assumed that the 
wood on the north side of a  tree will 
n«>t warp ns much as that of the south 
side, and that if trees are sawn in 
planes running east and west, as the 
tro«i stands, it will warp less than if 
cut In th«' opposite direction. How­
ever this may be, tho fact appears to 
have been well ascertained that the 
tendency to warp when sawn int«i 
boards is much greater In green than 
in dry wood, and that Urn convex side 
of tho curve is always toward the 
heart. Such warping, duo to unequal 
shrinkage, and to the more open tex­
ture of the external portion of the tree, 
is said not to occur in the middle plank 
or board of the log. excepting ns it may, 
in slight degree, reduce the breadth. 
This quality of not warping, which is 
in many cases absolutely imtispensable 
for certain uses as, for example, in 
the sounding boards of piano- is se­
cure«! in the Ciis«» of spruce timber by 
first quartering the l«»gs, and then saw­
ing them with «In» angle «lowaward; it 
is then sawn into boards very nearly at 
right angles with tin» line of annular 
growth, and a sinal*. »-trip is taken oil 
triangularly, to have ti e hoard square 
edged.qua I .t us of >t ability and st ret»*: t li 
being tluih s«*cur»Hl, not otherw iso ob­
tainable.

soon a problem demanding solution 
in many households blessed with <jven 
a less number than eight of the dear 
creatu <.*s.

Someyears ago a writer whose name, 
unfortunately, we can not recall, pub­
lished a thoughtful article, fully illus­
trated, on that old and vexatious ques­
tion of how to keep the boys on the 
farm. W e do not now recall much of 
this ablo paper except the pictures, of 
which there were .-veral. One of these 
represented tho hoy whom it was 
thought desirable t » keep on the farm  
confined in a burglar proof room, with 
heavy bars on the windows, etc.

The author argued that there wra- 
nothing better to keep a boy away 
from the temptations and snares of 
city life than this. Another showed 
the boy with a stout chain passed 
amund his body and the other end 
fastened to the stove. This v*us highly 
recommended for making boys feel at­
tached to tho fa ’*in. Still another 
represented tho boy placed in easy re­
clining position, and a considerable 
pile of bricks heaped «m his legs. The 
writer clearly demonstrated that there 
was nothing which had a greater ten- 
dency to make a boy cling to tho old 
homes toad.

W e know not but this author may 
have written partly in a spirit of levi­
ty; certainly some of his plans are 
novel, ami we never heard that any of 
them were ever put into actual use. 
W e do not consider them practical, 
however beautiful they may be in 
theory, and if not adapted to the suc­
cessful keeping of a boy on the farm 
how much less use would tlmy or any 
thing of even a remotely sim ilar nat­
ure be in restraining an impetuous 
young lady bent on flying with a young 
man to some accommodating and en­
terprising justice of the peace. The 
notorious failure of stone walls and 
iron bars to make either a p.lson 
or a cage was sung of long a^o, and 
nowhere* will their inadequaoy betio rc  
noticeable than when they are em­
ployed In an attempu to restrain a girl 
from eloping when her heart is set 
on it.

The best and only sure way to pre­
vent the elopement and frequently 
break off the match entirely is, wo be­
lieve, to watch carefully, and when 
the young man appears t«> carry off 
his romantic bride, whether he comes 
on a white palfrey and puts up a ladder 
to her window, as he should do, or 
only jumps off a street-car and meets 
her in a candy store—at this stage of 
the proceedings, we say, let the farmer 
put in an appearance and produce a 
minister, either from within the 
shadow of tho porch or from the rear 
of the confectionery establishmerit and 
tarry a moment while tho good man 
makes them one.

This w II break up tho elopement 
and in a grout many inst ances prevent 
the marriage entirely, and the mis­
guided young folks will frequently 
con«:lude they do not wish to be 
married as badly as they imagined, 
'¿»bis plan pretty effectually kills off 
tho ronmiii'it. There is nothing 
romantic, wo suppose, about standing 
up in the middle of a candy store and 
getting married, while tho sales- 
ladios tittor and chow gum and cus­
tomers drop in and wink at one 
another. Lot tho falhors of tho coun­
try try this plan on their eloping 
daughters and see if it is not succo^fc- 
ful.— N. Y. Tribune.

French l.iidlc* \\ lio ll-.tvr lleeu Decorated  
with tlio l.cgimi of Honor.
