Mr. Carl Steckelmann, who live« 
■everal years in West Africa, made a 
large collection of curiosities illustrat­
ing the arts, habits anil superstitioni 
of the nuTives. His collection, whict 
is now in Indiana, where he lives, hai 
attracted attention, and there wer< 
many visitors to the museum which h* 
opened in Indianapolis last winter 
There are curiosities of other sorts, 
however, in all parts of Africa, and 
it would not tako a smart showmai: 
long to pick up freaks enough on the 
west coast to stock a dozen museums.

Entirely outside of the dwarf tribes, 
who are among the strangest people in 
the world, explorers dud here and 
there little folks of advanced years 
who are made much of, and 
are usually seen at the resi­
dence of some chief. Only one ol 
these little follows has been honored 
with much attention in records ol 
travel, and his picture appears it 
Spel- e'g story of his discovery of the 
Nile sources. On the west coast Doko 
dwarfs may some times be seen in the 
crowds along the shore when u vessel 
arrives. Mr. A. li. Ellis was of the 
opinion that with one of these dwarfs, 
a boy he saw with two stomachs, a few 
Albinos, who are by no means uncom­
mon. and two or throe horned men he 
could set up a dime museum of nc 
mean pretensions.

Tile horned men, sad to relute, wear 
their horns not on their foreheads hut 
on their cheek bones. They belong to 
a small tribe that is found north of 
Ashanti, and a few of them sometimes 
get down to the coast, whore they 
have ceased to be curiosities. Some 
surgeons who examined two of thus- 
men a few yours ago, decided that the 
excrescences on their cheeks wer s of 
an osseous nature. They form lumps, 
rounded ut the extremity and 
projecting about an inch from the 
face. They nre not particularly 
ornamental, but they would probably 
ho worth a fair salary to the possessor 
if exhibited in a liowery palace of 
amusement.

Two or three travelers have written 
of a Homan Catholic priest in Fernan­
do 1*0. whc> is willing to make affidavit 
that lie lias seen three men in Gaboon 
with short, tails. These curiosities 
seem to have made good their escape. 
Many travelers in the early days re­
corded marvelous stories of Africans 
who wore tails, but none of the chron­
iclers had salt enough to catch them. 
Years ago a female slave, who was said 
to have come from Central Africa, was 
examined in Constantinople by a phy­
sician in llie hospital there, and lie de­
clared she had an unmistakable tail, 
about two inches long, smooth 
and hairless. She said hIio bo- 
lotigod to the groat Niam-Niam 
tribe. The fame of this tribe as 
wearers of tails was spread far and 
wide in Africa long before a while 
man ever visited them, and Mr. Ellis 
says tile story still circulates on the 
coast. Hut Schweinfurth spoiled the 
sensation, though lfti pronounced the 
Niam-Niam the linest specimens of 
physical beauty lie ever saw.

Other curious people in Africa are 
persons who seem to bo naturally 
spotted, not like the leopard boy 
known to our museums, but with 
patches of yellow or brown which 
diversify their otherwise black skills. 
Another interesting peculiarity has 
also been recently observed. That is 
that different members of the same 
family are sometimes of different 
colors. Hlaclc children and brown 
children are found to bo brothers and 
sisters, just as we have brunettes and 
blondes in the same family. This 
peculiarity has also been recently ob­
served by l)r. Kinseli among thu na­
tives of New fiuinea. N. Y. Sun.

Bismarck has grown old during the 

last few years, his mustache is white 
as snow, and his walk less erect than 
in former years, but the power ol his 
face and the might of his eyes live still 
the same as they did ten years ago. 
When he sits down it is us if he was 
on guard, his sword laid across his 
knees, as formerly old Hagen used to 
sit, and though lie is no Hagen in 
guilt and wickedness, he is a Hagen in 
faithfulnoss, and. if need be, in stern 
wrath. And he is on guard at the 
gates of the Fatherland.

Bismarck, as every body knows, is 
not an orator—I nearly said, thank 
God, ho is no orator. His speech has 
been likened to a forest stream which 
rumbles over stones and roots. The 
comparison is somewhat poor. I 
think I know a better, though a rather 
technical one—namely, his speech is 
like quicksilver drawn out. Take a 
drop of quicksilver containing some 
lead or zinc, put it on a pane of glass 
and hold it slantingly. The drop 
swells and rolls, but presently it stops, 
becomes thinner and longer, remains 
immovable for a moment, gathers new 
strength to ilow, becomes thin once 
again, and so forth. Thus it is with 
the Chancelor’s words; first half a 
sentence comes out, then he hesitates, 
stops, or utters a short inarticulate 
sound, and goes on ugain. It is evi­
dent that to speak is a physical exer­
tion, but even when ho is in first-rate 
form he does not talk fluently.

Hut on closer observation the reason 
appears very soon. The form of his 
speech is improvised on the spur of 
the moment, but, unlike many fluent 
speakers, he does not use the lirst ex­
pression which may come to his mind, 
but while ho is uttering the first half 
of u sentence he is thinking how to 
shape the second half in order to ex­
press exactly what ho wishes to say. 
If he makes a joke or a slight observa­
tion lie speaks quickly and without 
hesitation, but as soon as ho returns to 
the serious treatment of apolitical sub­
ject this painfully-aecurate expression, 
the result of mental work, becomes 
ugain apparent, which shows that he 
endeavors not to say a syllable which 
he can not reconcile with his respon­
sible position. This is the reason why 
his speeches concerning foreign poli­
tics, ruad like official diplomatic docu­
ments, every word is carefully con­
sidered.

His voice is peculiar, high-pitched 
and not very powerful. It has been 
culled a thin voice, but this only ex­
presses one of its qualities. Another 
is that it is so remarkably young that 
one would think it utmost incrediblo 
for u man of his ago to possess such a 
voice. If one does not see him while 
he is speaking it is difficult to believe 
that it is not a young I.ioutonnnt of 
twenty-eight who is speaking (which, 
by tiio way, is rather a pity, since the 
stiurl and the drawl of the Gorman 
l.ieutenuut is detestublo). Hut put in 
connection with this quality it can 
sound extremely soft uud flattering, 
and l should not be surprised it in 
fbrmor years, when he was Ambas­
sador, some of his personal successes 
liud boon duo just to this timbre of his 
voico.—Cologne Gazette.

A discovery of oxtroino »re hue olog- 
ical interest has boon made upon tlie 
Barton section of the Manchester Ship 
canal. On Wednesday, while the ex­
cavators were at work in what is 
known as the “ Salt Eye” cutting, tlie 
stenm navy brought to light a prehis­
toric canoe. It was embedded in tlie 
sand twenty-live feet below I ho sur- 
fnoe. With some difficulty the canoe 
was removed to a shed in tho vicinity 
of tho engineer’s office, and examined. 
It was found to consist of a portion of 
an oak tree roughly hewn ami fash­
ioned. In length this relic of a long- 
past ago is thirteen feet oigiit inches 
from end to end, witli a width of two 
foot six inches. Notwithstanding tlie 
lapse of centuries, tlie marks of tlie 
axe are distinctly visible in tlie Interior 
of the canoe, the widtli of tlie blade 
of tlie implement used whether 
of flint or iron—boing apparently 
about three inches. Unfortunately 
tlie vessel sustained some damage 
in tho ruthless grip of the "navy,”  tlie

The city of Algiers, the capital of 
the great French province of Algeria, 
in Northern Africa, has so mild a cli­
mate that snow i9 almost unknown. 
The average temperature in January 
is fifty-four degrees; palm-trees grow 
freely in tho gardens and suburbs, and 
tho country has a tropical aspect. No 
little excitement was produced, there­
fore, when one day last winter there 
fell snow enough to cover the ground. 
Tho last such snow-fall had taken 
piuce in 18(>I, so that none of the 
younger people of the country had 
ever seen any thing of the kind.

The sensation was so great, indeed, 
that all tho schools were closed, and 
tlie pupils, rushing out, were heard to 
make su h remarks as these:

"Ixiok ! It is raining cotton !"
"Let's get some, and take it home 

and save it!”
Tho boys gathered masses of the 

fleecy snow to keep for a curiosity, 
and were astonished to see it turn into 
water in their hands.

Tho boys of Algeria are a strange 
race. Most of them are Arabs, whose 
gpeeeli was brought hundreds of years 
ago from Arabia. They are Mussul­
mans in religion; if they go to their 
own Arab schools, called zawyas. they 
are taught little except to recite verses 
from the Korun. Thev are for tho 
most part bright and merry, much like 
other hoys among themselves, hut in­
clined to be grave und suspicious iu 
the presence of foreigners.

Girls are seldom admitted to the 
Arab schools, and they do not go, ex­
cept rarely, to the French schools. 
They are usually married at an age 
when American girls are still playing 
with dolls. A good proportion of the 
Arab boys attend the French schools, 
and in some of the towns all the Arab 
children speak and write French.

There is. however, a race of people 
in Algeria who are much more eager 
to learn than tho Arabs. They are the 
Kubylos, who, ulthough Mussulmans 
in religion, some scientists believe to 
belong to the same race as the inhab­
itants of Southern Europe. They are 
mostly farmers and mountaineers, and 
are very industrious; they are eager 
to learn, und send all their girls and 
boys to school wherever schools are 
founded. Among them are some 
strange colonics descended from the 
nnciciit Homans, and still calling them­
selves Homans, or "Rumi."

The Algerian Jews, too, who are 
descended from the Jews whom the 
Spaniards banished from their country, 
pav much attention to the instruction 
of their children.

Under tlie influence of education 
great changes are taking place in the 
character of the population of Algeria, 
which, at tho beginning of tlie present 
century, was almost entirely Mussul­
man, and practically uncivilized. Now, 
ulthough there ure not quite half a 
million Europeans in the country, more 
than a million people speak the French 
language.

Algeria, moreover, is but a part of 
tlie French domain in Africa. There 
lire French colonies hero and there 
around the whole northern half of the 
continent, ami nearly all Northwestern 
Africa, including Tunis, Algeria, Sene­
gal and a great part of tlie Western 
Soudan, promises to become French 
eventually.

Tho French flag has been carried as 
far into tho interior of Africa ns Tim- 
buctoo, which, not many years ;»g<y 
was a synonym for all that was strung*), 
far away and inaccessible.—Youth's 
Companion.

A 6'iU G ’MfFUL'YRINKET.
H ie H lue Hop«* D -am ond  O rig inally  the  

F am ou s Tavernier.
Suddenly, in 1839. the small world 

of diamond worshipers were startled 
by the appearance in the market of a 
unique stone. A deep blue diamond, 
441 carats, which Mr. Daniel Eliason 
had for sale, and about which he could 
give no details, it sprang suddenly 
upon the world without a history, un­
less, indeed, it be the same as that 
mentioned by Mane some eighteen 
years before—and yet it was a cut and 
polished brilliant Its form was irreg­
ular, for it had one very flat side. 
Mr. Henry Philip Hope bought it for 
#90,000, and it thencefor ward became 
known as the "Hope Blue.”

As a notable gem in a famous pri­
vate collection the Hope Blue enjoyed 
for years a quiet distinction. It was 
set round about with pearls and white 
diamonds to enhance its azure, and 
had a beautiful pearldrop for a pend­
ant. Altogether, it was a neat and 
delightful trinket; price, #150,000. 
Little or nothing was thought about 
it until the death of the Duke of 
Brunswick, the mud diamond miser, 
who used to sleep surrounded with 
mechanical pistols, which were war­
ranted to go with such fatal facility 
that it is a marvel they did not shoot 
his Grace in mistake for a burglar, 
in 1874 tlie Brunswick diamonds came 
to the hammer, and among them a 
blue stone of six cur;«*: weight. Mr. 
Streeter, than whom there exists no 
better authority on diamonds, had this 
stone and the Hope Blue put into his 
hands together. He found that they 
were Identical in color and quality; 
that the sides of cleavage matched as 
nearly as could be determined after 
the cutting, while the united weights, 
plus the calculated loss from restating, 
amounted to the weight of tho French 
Blue. He immediately drew the very 
natural conclusion that both these 
stones were once united and formed 
the Blue diumond brought from India 
by Tavernier. He, it will be remem­
bered, called it of a “ lovely violet,” 
and as only very few other blue dia­
monds are known to be in existence, 
and they are all of a pale tint, we must 
admit that the weight of evidence 
hangs strongly in favor of Mr. Street­
er’» reasoning.—tVide Awake.
