The S tre n g th  o f  Wheats .

T he strongest wheats are  of spring 
growth; lhiluth and oil ier  spring 
wheats of the United States and C an­
ada. with Saxonka. Kubanka and 
( i l i irka  from Russia. These  grew in 
latitudes where winter is long and 
severe, ami spring and summer almost 
together, and where the season* are 
regular in these ch aracter is t ics  pre­
cisely the opposite of those obtuhiing 
in England, whore spring wheats rarely 
do well. It might he supposed that 
winter wheats, which are so much 
longer on tie* ground, would m ake the 
“ strongest” Hours, hut they do not, 
ami this fact has attracted the a tten­
tion of Herman chemists,  who have 
shown frt#tt a large number of analyses 
that tin* highest percentage of glu 'en 
is found in small grained wheats which 
are on the ground l«*-§ than lllo »lays. 
So that the more rapidly 'h e  wheat 
plan is matured the  la rger  the pro­
portion of gluten, while the longer it 
is on the ground the more starch the 
w»n at* contain. • • • I saw soma

• Iu* market last week, and if th< gen- 
-ra ch aracter  of those grown in that 
>ounii v i* any thing like equal to what 
i saw, I don't wonder at the quality of 
Hungarian Hour.

|h*L and Ironing it with a hot iron. 
The steam thus generated will pass 
through the  car?H<t and kill all th*» In- 
*eots imni<*diatelv beneath. If not U»o
