(Jastiueau Channel which separates 
Douglas Island from the mainland is 
three-foutlis of a mile wide. We are sit­
uated just across the channel from Janeau 
south west, o r city extending along tl»  
beach for more than a mile. Back of us 
the land arises abruptly and constantly 
until the permanent snow line is reached 
a t the distance of three miles. Bkirting 
the mountains on Dotli sides of the chan 
nel and extending half way up, forests ot 
spruce and hemlock stand sillily erect, 
like soldiers assaulting a cltidel, ever on 
tlie assault but never reaching tho crest 
l-'rom tlie point where tlie snow indicates 
tlie upwaid march of Spring, small 
streams steal away, appearing in tho dis­
tance like silver threads, uniting as tlie;, 
adyanee and torrents that they beconn 
dash themselves into foam and spray a- 
they madly leap the precipitous descents 
flunk  oi these in plain view for a distance 
of their entire course, three or four miles 
and you have some conception of one o.
