The work among foreigners carried on 
by the W. C. T. U. is one of its m«ist im­
portant enterprise*. About five millions 
of people in the United States are beyond 
the reach of English leaflets and tracts 
because they do not know our language. 
To reach these great and growing class«* 
the workers in this departmontment are 
sending out translations of English leaflets 
in as many as fourteen different languages 
notably, German, Hdandinavian, Swedish, 
Bohemian, Polish and Italian. Thene 
leaflets set fourth every phase of the tem­
perance question and have already told 
for the cause.

Beer loving Chicago is being effectually 
lectured on tern|ierance by the Temper­
ance Education society, a new society 
with a novel mode of proceeding. Strik­
ing but accurate stateinenta and statisth* 
concerning the liquor traffic are printed 
on large cards and posted up in the street 
cars. Every car in the city is to have a 
placard and the sali»nkeep«;rs' rides shall 
become a burden. The following is a 
sample of these announcements: "Chi­
cago's annual beer bill, *26,000,600. 
This would build the great water-way and 
six hundred miles of sewer.” Th«*se pla­
cards will be frequently cbange«l for others 
of a similar character.
