This ia a process in whi 
plasler-of-Paris is added to wine both 
to clarify and preserve it. The effect 
of wine thu» treated upon its eonaum 
ers has lony been a matter of doubt 
»ome authorities reyardiny it as harm 
less, while other» believed that suell 
wine was injurious to health. Ths 
conclusions of this committee are as 
follows: 1 . In the present state of viti­
culture in the south of France aud iu 
Alyeria, tho plastering of wines iu the 
mash is almost always necessary, in 
order to yive the wines the marketable 
qualities sought after by consumers.
2. Facts are wantiny to show that 
plastered wines are injurious to health.
3. The expedience of numerous popu 
lations that drink only plastered wine, 
the experience of many strangers wh<! 
are continually traveling through the 
south of France and Algeria, drinking 
hardly any thing else than plastered 
wine, and methodical experiments hy 
learned bodies, show that potassium 
sulphate in the proportion of sixty 
grains to the litre ef wine produces no 
appreciable effect on the various func­
tions of the economy. 4. The plaster­
ing of wines in the mash to the 
extent of producing this propor­
tion of potassium sulphate may 
be authorized until facts rigor­
ously deduced from extensive scitffMilic 
experiments show the dangers or in­
conveniences of this amount as regards 
the public health. The Academy ol 
Medicine, through a committee, hat 
been Investigating the same subject, 
and its conclusions are as follows:

The oldest document or paper as yet 
discovered with a i îark is the account 
book of 1801, supposed to be manufac­
tured out of linen ra^s by the Holbein j 
family at Haven«burg. Except this j 
particular specimen, all paper munu- j 
facturcd hy the Holbein« bears tht ! 
“ Hull's Head,”  doubtless taken from { 
the coat of arms of that family, whereat I 
this account book is marked with the J 
“ Globe und Cross.”  The Globe and 
Jng are the most ancient marks um yet 
discovered; and these, together with 
the Post-horn, which appeared about 
187(5, became by tho end of tho four­
teenth century the principal marks on 
)>ai>er manufactured in tho l.nw Coun­
tries, whence they spread during th« 
ensuing hundred years to Gouda and I 
Delft. Paper, as a rule, without any j 
characteristic sign is the oldest, since 
the water-mark signifies »certain prog- . 
res« in the art of pnpcr-tuaking. Other | 
noteworthy marks are a sprig with j 
leave» and a fruit of flower; adruwnbow I 
with an arrow; a perpendicular line j 
witli stats at each extremity between 
two circle«; the letter K ensigned by u 
cross; two crescents through which a j 
perpendicular line passes, terminating j 
at each cud; across, a bull's face, a 
domi-griffln, a pair of balances, ths 
unicorn, an anchor, and “ P”  and “ Y,”  
the initial« lH>ing those of I’hiltp of 
Burgundy and his wife Isabella, whose 
name at tiie time would he usually 
spelled witli a Y. The Duke married 
Isabella in 1480. and before that date P 
ouly is found; after thatdate, P and Y. 
Canton seems to have used paper 
chiefly obtained from the Iaraw Coun­
tries, and in addition to the “ Hull's 
Head" and the “ F" aud " Y ”  there will 
also tie found the “ Open Hand” worked 
on tiie paper on which the Golden l e ­
gends was printed in lt*8, and also tho 
"Unicorn.”  Other paper employed by 
this famous printer came from Ger­
many, since in his "Keeueil of the 
Histories of Troy (14(58) there ap-
