3rd. “ In addi-1 
lion to Bii|xulor general development, > 
the Kindergarten children «how special' 
aptiudo for arithmetic, drawing, natural! 
uclenco; have (pick compiehensous of 
language, and express thieir own ideas 1 
with accuracy and fluency." These are 
some of the calculable results, there uro 
others of more importance which cannot 
ho readily be estimated. The pur|X)se of 
the Kindergarten is thus briefly indicated \ 
by Froebel himself: “ To take tlio over I 
sigi.t of children Indore they uro ready j 
for school life; to exert un influence over 
ilieir whole being in correspondence with 
its nature; to strengthen their bodily pow­
ers ; to exercise thicr senses; employ tho 
awaklniug mind ; lo muko them thorough­
ly acquainted with the world of natme 
and of mail; to guide their heart and noni 
iu a right direction, and to lead them to 
the Origin of all life and to union with 
Him.”  It is not intended to be a substi­
tute cither for tho home or the school. 
ft is an extension and harmonizing ol all 
that is good in tlio model home, and a 
preparation, physically and mentally, for 
the work of the school. Its results are 
accomplished by means of carefully sel­
ected and scientifically arranged “ (jilts,,’
“ Occupations,”  and plays. The gifts and 
occupations as lined in America, are o- 
vw twenty in number, and they are presen­
ted in a delinito Older, so as to exorcise 
tho faculties of the child in tlio natural 
way. Work is in.tdo attractive, and to 
excel hi something to bo justly proud of. 
ritoy develop hand-skill to a marvellous 
degree. Too many workmen of every 
class and trade have “ all their fingers 
thumbs.”  The training In politeness is 
constantly attended to. Thu children 
learn by doing, they learn to <theme be­
cause they are constantly trying to repro­
duce. Tiicy learn the characteristics and 
relations of things by actually handling 
them. They can not, therefore, learn 
eupfwlieiallv, and ¡tnpcrfliu.il teaching in 
the l’tiblic schools afterwards will never 
satisfy item . The Kindergarten, like all 
great reforms, will I.avo to work its way 
slowly. We are nearly all conservatives 

j fur us having confidence hi old methods, 
and suspicious regardinging now ones.
IV’e will allow mo liAeations or improve­
ments on the old, hut we are slow in giv­
ing our confidence to tl.oso which arc 
radical! novels. There are Borne tilings 
which must bo soon in order that thicr 
tnoriiH may ho fully realized.

A 
recent article in fjcribncr’j Monthly says 
truly : “ There are several diHiiuiltles which 
the promoters of Kindergarten work have 
to contend with. America is a land of 
dabblers.
