the jiersou to lie upjiointed, his adaptabil­
ity to control and win tiie confidence of 
the Indian, and his financial ability to 
discharge tiie business of tiie office faith­
fully and wisely in behalf of the Govern­
ment and tiie Indian. I  fear these great 
men ailir.it of lower consideration to in­
fluence llicir judgment in making these 
appointments. They may feel indebted 
to men of eloquence and parly influence 
for help in a jiolilical campaign and recom­
mend these places of trust to |iersous of 
very questionable morality and in utmost 
every respect incompetent for tlio duties 
they undertake. Wo have seen sad effects 
of such work as tliis in years past in the 
Indian Territory and very seriously it 
lias been apparcut quite recently in Ore­
gon. What wo want pew is to urge upon 
tlio Government in tiie present crisis to 
send at once all payment of money now- 
due tiie Sioux (and other) Indians, also 
supplies thut have been pledged to them, 
and especially that Civil Service Reform

sent, they have no aptitude, we are pre­
pared to comprehend something of tbeir 
siluatioa and need. YY'ilhuat representing 
the many difficulties of their present situa­
tion tiie question is, how are they to he 
carol for, relieved, christianized and civi-
