H o w  to  l >r u n c  t h e  I ’e a c h .

Tliere aro two special objects lo consid­
er in pruning the peach ; one is to obtain 
wood only, and tho other for fruit and 
enough w ood to produce tho proiier num­
ber ol leaves to sustain and maturo tiie 
fruit that season, and cause plenty of fruit 
buds to set for tiro following season.

Tiie first of these objects is sought in 
pruning the young tree tiie tirst and sec­
ond, and often the third seasons, w bon 
a peach tree is first set out it is better if it 
consists of only a single straight, branch­
less stem with good leaf buds. If such a 
tree, cut the top to within 12 or Iti inches 
of tiie ground, leaving four or better five 
buds neat the top to grow out for limbs.
If tiie young tree lias branches that are 
within 18 inches of tho ground, it would 
do to let tiie third or fourth bud from the 
base grow on five or tho brandies sym­
metrically arranged about the stem, cut­
ting tho stem off dose above tho fifth 
branch, fo there will be no one leading 
branch. If, however, tiie tree is but one 
summer's growth from the bud and the 
brandies aro too far from tho ground, cut 
the whole top off to within IS inches of 
the ground. This pruning is done at a 
time of setting out in winter, or just be­
fore tiie growing season begins. No one 
of tiie five brandies should be allowed 
during tbe summer to outgrow tho rest. 
Keep them all with about the same 
amount of leaf surface, and the trees by 
fall will be well branched. Tho following 
winter prune each brandi back to within 
12 to lti indies of tho stem, having tbe 
lowest branches some longer than tiie 
topmost one. Allow but two buds to 
grow from each of the five brandies, giv­
ing preference to those that spring from 
the sides of the brandies. During tiie 
summer it will surely pay to go over tiie 
orchard and pinch hick any that is out­
growing tho rest, to keep the trees sym­
metrical. The second winter will find 
eaeh tree with ten main brandies for a 
foundation ou which can lie grown fruit­
ing brandies. Kouie of them no doubt 
will have small twigs with limit buds on. 
From a fourth to half of the wood of these 
twigs should lx) takitio ff; beyond them 
cut the main part back from one-fourth to 
one-half, ami allow but two buds to grow 
into the wood. All of these wood branch­
es should be summer pinched when from 
12 lo I t inches long, that they may send 
out fruiting twigs from near their bases.
It is best I'uring this summer to go over 
the oreliant a second lime, to  pinch bar's ; 
twigs that may lie growing t.s< long (tom 
feartue end of the previvusly pinched 
branch. If they are ill low .«1 to grow too 
long, the twigs near the base will conse­
quently is-t.H> stunted in their growth.— 
Farmer and Heater.
