A NEW UOAT WANTED.

A first-class passenger service between 
this point and Portland, by way of the 
river, has been wanted for a long time, 
and since the railroad company lias dis­
continued selling round trip titkets, the 
demand is loader than ever. The greed 
of thu Southern Pacific company if shown 
so plainly in thiH change, by which every 
passenger between thin point and Port­
land is compelled to pay fifty cents more 
on the round trip, that our |ieopleare in a 
good humor to patronize a boat. The on­
ly excuse Die company can have for mak­
ing the change is simply that they are al­
lowed by law to charge the full rato, and 
they propose to take advantage of it. It is 
time for our people to take the matter in 
hand, and by acting with citizens of other 
{mints down the river, take steps for put­
ting a good passenger boat on thu line. 
Consider for a moment the amount of 
travel over the railroad from this point» 
and you will see that tho extra charge on 
rates will amount to a large sum during 
the year. This matter is wortiiy Die seri­
ous consideration of our |Hiopie. Below 
we publish a letter received from John 
Sellwood, of Milwaukee, in regard to this 
proposition:

M ilwaukee, Oh., May .‘!0, 1891.
T he Graphic, Newberg, Oregon:—being 

under tlio full impression that profitable 
employment could lie found for a small 
boat to run from tlio landing near New­
berg to Portland six times a week and re­
turn, I send the following account from a 
Portland paper of a bout which would he 
very suitable for the purpose, with the 
exception that such a boat must lie a stern 
wheeler: “ The Iraida is a neat little 
steamer just added to Portland’s fleet of 
river boats. Tho is owned by W. 11. 
Newsom, and commenced this week mak­
ing daily round trips between Kulama 
and this city, being four hours hero and 
remaining over night at Kulama, thus 
giving the citizens of that place an oppor­
tunity to come hero any day to trade. She 
was built at Johnson & Sorenson’s yard in 
this city, and is a neat little boat. The 
Iraida is 90 feet long, 19 feet beam and 0 
feet depth of hold, is propelled by triple 
expansion engines, 8, 19 and 20 inches by 
12. Thu pro|ieiler is 57 inches in diame­
ter, 12 feet long, and is allowed to carry 
100 pounds o( steam. The registeiod ton­
nage is 9,084, and the boat will average 
15 knots per hour. She is intended only 
for passengers or light freight and pack­
ages, arid licensed to carry 100 passongers. 
The house covers thu entire deck, except 
u very small iioi tion of tlio how ami stern. 
The machinery is open in the center of 
tho boat in the main saloon, and the la­
dies cabin Is aft of that. Glass windows 
are nil around tho sides, and may lie low­
ered at will.”

1 would have sent this communication 
earlier, hut I wanted to know the cost of 
the boat, hut thus far liuvo failed in doing 
so.

DRAINAGE AND IRRIGATION OF 
HOME GROUNDS.

not apiiear ashamed to admit such to lie 
the fact when closely cornered, hike all 
other new pu|iers it is full of promises, 
advice and patent news. It will he 
known hereafter as the IHepalch.

J. C. Luuxitv, Indian agent at Warm 
Springs, icports that crickets have made 
a raid on the gardens and crops on the 
reservation and have ulso eaten most of 
tho grass on the range. The army of 
crickets was troni two to three miles wide 
mid from eight to ten miles long.

“ He sendutli tlio spring inlo tlio valleys 
which run along the hills; He watereth 
iho hills from Ilis chambers and Die 
laughing abundance by which tlio moun­
tains aro clowned in consequence of it. 
Tho little hills rejoice on every side. 
The pastures are clothed with flocks; the 
valleys aro covered over with corn; they 
shout for joy ; they also sing.”

Ho sung one of tlio sweet singers of 
Israel. If the text prove tlio better part 
of Die discourse, it will tie wliat bus often 
haptmtied to preachers before.

All cannot build their houses upon the 
rocks, nor ujkhi Dio sand; neither can wo 
always build upon it hill nor upon dry 
ground, but we can make tlio ground dry. 
Defective drainage» is tho cause of the 
many ills of rural life. Many diseases 
find their causes in that source. Of dis­
comforts so caused there is no end. 
Among reforms needed it is certainly one 
of Die tiirst importance. Very many luxu­
ries are not attainable in country life, but 
tlie comfort of dry ground by good drain- 
ago requires only thought and labor. 
Being necessary to health ami comfort 
should lie argument enough to induce 
every rural home owner to secure pro|>cr 
drainage where nature lias not already 
provided it, which nature rarely does, for 
with Die single exception of sand or san­
dy loam nil soils are improved in tlieir 
heultlifulness whereon to locate homos, 
ami also in tlieir fertility, by drainage.

Not being an engineer, l shall not enter 
into the technicalities of drainage. A 
few general principles may Is« taken as 
established by Science ami ex|s«rienee. 
I'll«« «liaii ag<«, using round tile with collar 
j.lints, is lu st for garden and lawn and for 
nil fields where long roots may roach the 
bottom of tlio drain. Tlio tile should 
have an o|s«ning at the liea«l as well as at 
tlie outlet to maintain circulation of air, 
as one «if tlie great advantages of under 
drainage is in tlie circulation of the air 
through tlie soil, making it light and 
warm, and aiding to its fertility.

A century ago Thomas Jefferson, Die 
lending horticulturist of Ids day in this 
country, spoke of the fact tiiat “ Air is llte 
great fertilizing agent.”

Tlie depth ut which tiling should Is« 
laid, mid the size of tlio same, depends 
ii|x>n the locution and the quality ot the 
soil. Figures to suit in one ease would 
is« misleading in another. Tho length of 
the purse will also enter into our caleula- i 
lions. We must sometimes cut our gar- : 
no nts in probation to tlio cloth; while ; 
at other limes we may roiie the wearer 
regardless of measurement*.

southern France and along tlie shores of 
tiiu Mediterranean Sea, then called “ the 
garden spot of Europe,” and extended 
liis tour through thu gardens of England, 
which lie pronounced Die finest in tlie 
world. Something, no doubt, was due to 
tlie superior skill and industry of tlie 
English over the Continental gardeners, 
and something to tlieir use of manure, 
hut much was also due to the subdrainage 
and irrigation of their grounds The skill 
some of Dietn displayed and tho capital 
they inverted in thus improving tlieir 
gardens showed that they fully appreciat­
ed w hat Klkington had taught them.

Home grounils ami gardens are some­
times so favorably situated that tlio drain­
age ran he utilized for convenient stock 
water, for an ice pond, fish poml, and 
Other ptirpoHUH, with hut little additional 
ex|s«nso. J.n some cuses there are streams 
of water that can ho turned so as to pro­
vide water for irrigation purposes. When 
streams are not so available, tlio water 
can often I si obtained by means of hydraul­
ic rams, wind mills and other compar­
atively inexpensive methods; or the water 
from tlio drainage reservoir may ho utiliz­
ed. In sucli instances, where practicable, 
a combined system of sub-drainage, and 
irrigation can he advantageously establish­
ed.

The same tiling lias been used for both 
purposes, leaving thorn open in wet weath­
er to secure drainage ami closing tlie out 
lets in drouths for irrigating the ground, 
liut a bettor plan is to put in two sets of 
tiling, tlio irrigating tile at a foot and a 
hull to two feet uml Dio drainage tiling 
Direo or four feet. Ex|s;riments made 
in a number of places have demonstrated 
that sub-irrigation is preferable to tlie 
surface method, especially on rolling lands, 
or on clay lutids that “ huke.”

Irrigation is not so essential in the 
eastern states as in tlie arid plains of tlie 
west, yet it is often practicable and profi­
table. Only a few years ago a Vermont 
tanner published tlio result of Ids experi­
ment in making an irrigating pond by 
buil. ling a stone dam across a ravine, and 
tlie increase of crops in thu first year 
more than paid tlie whole expense, with­
out counting the ice from tlie pond or 
thu fine outlook’.lie had for fish. Once 
properly made Die expense is hut a trifle, 
and |>cr|ietuu! drainage and irrigation are 
supplied. Think of tho refreshing beauty 
of a blue grass lawn sub iriigatod, when 
the browning effects of a drouth aro every­
where witnessed, to say nothing of flow­
ers and fruits growing finely, because 
they have a full supply of air uml mois­
ture at tlieir roots.

Tests made in England showed that 
tlio yield of grass was increased 30 per 
cent, by sub-irrigation over that of surface. 
Before the land was iri ¡gated in either 
way it was a barren heath, not oven afford­
ing sheep pasturage, but six tons of buy 
per acre were realized by drainage and 
sub-irrigation.

A practical test made by a Texas gard- 
ncr shows the following: A reservoir 90 
feet square uml 5 feet deep will hold 40,(XXI 
gallons. A 12 to 14 foot wind mill in a 
fuvorublo location anil w;tli a good pump 
attached will till it in 10 to 12 hours. 
That amount of water will cover two acres 
all inch deep, but in sub-irrigation would 
suffice tor four acres. These facts show 
that it is feasible in nearly all instances 
to drain and irrigate home grounds uml 
gardens, if not entire farms, ami that tlie 
increased beauty, productiveness and 
hculthfulncas would more than repay tlie 
cost of the work in a very short time.

“ We must teach by example” says a 
Now Jersey horticulturist. I.ct tlio read­
ers of T!ir A tun ¡ran Garden who are 
amply aide to put these statements to tlio 
test, employ drainage and hydraulic 
engineers, establish drainage and irriga­
tion systems on tlieir home grounds and 
gardens and in a few years those examples 
will have spread and they will not only 
increase tlieir m u  pleasure and comfort, 
out will deserve and secure tlio credit of 
being pioneers in a great reform.
