o b i t u a r y .
\\rilliam Hohson, son of Stephen and 

Alary Hohson, was born in Guilford Co., 
North Carolina, February 4, 1820. His 
earlv life was sjienl upon his lather's 
plantation in the aliove state, and later in 
developing and working the iron mines 
and the industries connected theiewith 
belonging to his lather.

His early education was mostly gamed 
at home during hours allotted lor rest 
and recreation ; but later lie spent several 
months in close application to study at 
New Garden Boarding School. At the 
age of twenty-four he was married to 
Sarah Tulbert, of same place. After about 
three ami a half years of married life, he 
and his wife and two Binall children, ac­
companied hy a sister of liis wife, eroesed 
tiie Allegheny and Blue Kidge mountains, 
with the idea of locating in the then new 
west, carrying with them their earthly 
possessions in a one-horse wagon. Sev­
eral weeks of the summer weru 8|ient be­
fore they reached Indiana, for the roads 
were new, crooked and in many places j 
steep; from 20 to 25 miles being a good j 
day’s journey. One winter was sjwnt 

| there, during which time he was muwtly 
engaged in teaching school.

The following summer, in company with 
other parties, they pushed on to Iowa, at 

i that time a very new and unsettled coun­
try. After a residence of about three 
years in Henry county at a Friends’ set­
tlement already formed, he in company 
with several others, went to the north and 
west, with a view of locating a Friends' 
settlement in a newer district. The loca-

church, known as Honey I'reek grew up. 
, New Providence i - a beautiful village in 
the center of one of the wealthiest town- 

\ ships in Iowa. The high moral and reli- 
I gious influence and abundant |>ower for 
good that have gone out from this locality 

| in Iowa, can be attributed principally to 
| the public sentiment aroused and main­
tained by the early settlers against sin and 

j iniquity in all its phases An open sa- 
j loon, though no law against it for years, 
was never known in Provldenee township.

In 1871-72 the subject of this narrative 
made a tour through California, Oregon 
and Washington on a religious visit, hold­
ing meetings, visiting families and dis­
tributing tracts as he went. During this 
visit and afterward, having met so many 
people in the various places lie visited 
who had formerly be lunged to iiis branch 
of the church, he was impressed with the 
iiiqiortani-e of having a church organiza­
tion for them either in Oregon or Wash­
ington, in order that the scattered mem­
bers might have a home, as welt as nirni- 
tiers who might come later, and that im­
pression never left him until it was fully 
realized in every particular. For after re­
turning to his home in Iowa, and remain­
ing a few years, with the idea of |<erma- 
nently locating in the west, and a deter­
mination to carry out the aliove mention­
ed undertaking, he started again to the 
northwest coast. After many weary days 
of travel and sleepless nights of prayer, lie 
finally decided to locate in the beautiful 
Chehulem valley, in Yamhill county Ore­
gon. Here, near the center of travel and 
commerce of the destined great North­
west, where lands were chetip and plenty 
of room, he thought it a good location for 
a people whom he hoped might exert a 
great influence for good to strangers and 
others who might pass that way. lie was 
continually made to rejoice and praise liis 
-Master for having so unquestionably 
guided him in liis selection of this as the 
place lie had been calling him to. Here 
lias been ids home lor more than fifteen 
years.

Accessions to the church have rapidly 
lieen made fioui the very first information 
that was given in regard to his decision, 
ami any one familiar with the history of 
the Chehalem valley since his coming, 
can realize how fully his hopes and de­
sires have been met.

liis home on the farm both in Iowa and 
Oregon, lias afforded shelter to many a 
weary traveler, lie lias always been a 
member of Friends’ church, anil a minis­
ter of the gospel for more than forty years, 
liis fidelity to the church and the cause 
of Christ was unwavering. It seems thut 
liis whole life object was for the good of 
others. A great deal of his time and 
means, especially wIdle living in Iowa, 
was spent in going about doing good, in 
holding meetings and visiting Hie jieople. 
The teachings of liis life, both hy exam­
ple and precept, can scarcely he appreci­
ated, except by those who best knew him. 
For like l ’aul “ Though troubled on every 
side, yet not disturl>cd ; though perplex­
ed, yet not in despair; iiersecnted, but 
not forsaken ; cast down, but not destroy­
ed, and always bearing about in the body 
the dying of the Lord Jesus, that the li e 
also of Jesus might be made manifest in 
liis body.”

Prior to Ids death one-lialf his family 
had crossed over: wife, two daugiiters
and a son. Three children, two sons and 
a daughter, and fourteen gramli liildren 
remain.

His sickness continued for a period of 
six months, liis sufferings at times being 
severe, blit borne without murmuring to 
the end, which came on the 25th of July, 
1891, his age being 71 years, 4 months 
and 21 davs. Death came like the ebbing 
oi the title—so gradual tli.it those who 
stood hy liis bedside scarcely could tell 
when the change came.
