The attendance at tho meeting of the 
I ’hnhulem Valley Horticultural Assoeia- 
ion on last Saturday was not large owing 

to hvrvc.ding, but the discussions wore 
lull of interest to fruit growers as they al 
ways are. K. Armstrong, tho presi­
dent, being absent. Mr. Cooper was elms 
i’ ll to act. in bis place. In the absence of 
C. Iloskins,.!. 11. Ilowcrman opened the 
diaeiiaion ol the subject of " Hummer pi nn­
ing.”  He said lie had pruned at all sea­
sons of the year and was yet in doubt as 
to the best time. I'runed last summer in 
June and found they healed over quickly 
and the trees woro full of fruit this year. 
It takes Iota of foliage off and looks like 
a great waste, think I will prune next 
season in February mid will prune closer 
than ever to make the trees stocky in or 
tier to hold up the crop. This spring did 
not prune close ott account of apparent 
short crop of fruit, hut now llnd my trees 
breaking with the heavy load —must trim 
closer. 1 tiimed last Junu to throw to 
fruit buds and succeeded well. Would 
not summer trim trees set last fall, but 
would prefer pinching back. Find that 
our trees must Ur pruned much closer 
than on the Atlantic coast.

Mr. Coo|H»r On lotting trees maun cal­
culations where von want limbs to come 
out and then regulate the gtnwth by 
pinqliing the buds hack. Prefer to prune 
in summer after the It cos are through 
grow ing and head back closely. The llrsl 
season is the time to begin to 
form the top.
