AM M O NIA  AND SUICIDES.

O n e I»r th e  M o st t e r l a l l l  A g e n t s  lu r

Of tho number of those seeking sui­
cide by sw allowing some form of poison, 
probably there are few who have sought 
to kill themselves by means of ammonia. 
Nevertheless ammonia, although it is the 
active agent in most of the salts sold to 
women for their gilt decorated and per­
fumed scent liottles, is imisonous when 
taken internally in a concentrated form. 
To attest this there have been recently 
in New York several cases, the most re­
cent being that of Herman Harowitz, of 
which Deputy Coroner Jenkins said that 
death took place in a comparatively 
short time after the ammonia w hh taken. 
In another cane, that of a child, hr. Jer­
kins said death resulted in live minutes 
after swallowing the ammonia solution.

There are on record also cases of Blow 
poisoning from ammonia administered 
with intent to commit murder. Further­
more, the appearance of workmen in 
guano factories, where ammonia is set 
free by grinding guano, has been noted, 
and in every case there is an unmistak­
able system of poisoning. This is dis­
coloration of the skin of the face, which 
assumes a blotched, dirty appearance. 
First to take on this appearance is the 
skin of the nose and forehead. Autop­
sies o ' those who die from ainmnioa poi­
soning reveal a dark lute on the mucous 
membrane lining tiie stomach and intes­
tines.

As an agent for causing death by slow 
poisoning, ammonia is one of the most 
certain and most difficult of detection, 
owing to its volatile nature. This qual­
ity has ied physicians to believe that 
some of tiie mysterious deaths that have 
taken place in the history of modern and 
mediteval crime are due to ammonia. It 
is known now tiiat months have elapsed 
between the first symptoms of sicknes- 
and the deatli of a |ierson from ammonia 
poisoning. On tiie other hand, death 
has resulted in four minutes from the 
time a large draught of ammonia has 
been swallowed. It has been found in 
cases of gradual absorption of ammonia 
in the human system tiiat there is a gen­
eral elimination of healthy oxidation of 
the blood and a consequent lowering of 
the liodily strength. In the cases of im­
mediate poisoning, deatli comes with 
frightful agony, as in the case of Haro­
witz. Blood gitrhed from his nose and 
mouth.

Statistics in Ktigland put ammonia 
thirteenth in frequency in the fist of 
poisons. Alexander Winter Blyth, med­
ical officer of health in the St. Muryle- 
tione district, London, c i’ es thirty cases 
of poisoning by ammonia swallowed for 
the purpose of committing suicide, or 
administered with the puriiose of com­
mitting murder, or ahtorLe.l unrnnHciovx- 
li/ in fund. ( >f the suicidal cases six were 
fatal. Of twenty accidental cases twelve 
were fatal. Of cases of murder with 
ammonia, Dr. Blyth notes two, both of 
them children.—New York Sun.

Iiu liaiiN  o f  T e r r a  <l«*l F u c g o .

Rousson and Willems have explored 
the northern part of the island of 
Terra del Fuego between 52 deg. 
.‘!0 min. and 52 deg. 20 min. south 
latitude, traveling all along the north 
coast and across- the island, about 
sixty miles south o f the Straits o f Ma­
gellan. They mapped all tho little 
rivers, and found that the Cullen river, 
which empties into the Atlantic ocean, 
is quite an important stream.* The 
valley of this river is a fine country, 
ami the rich herbage allorded abun­
dant nourishment for the horses upon 
wliii .i the party rode. They met the 
Ona Indians all through their journey, 
(ju ite a number of them were 0 feet 6 
Inches high and very muscular.

They are nearly naked, wearing only 
over their shoulders ill made capes of 
gijanaco skin. The only ornament 
which they possess consists o f a brace­
let or a collar o f shells. These Indians 
inhabit about two thirds of the island. 
The men occupy themselves wholly 
with procuring food. Their bows mid 
arrows are always with them, and they 
use Hint arrow heads. Much of their 
time is given to making weapons o f the 
chase and war. They are continually 
in trouble witli llie Indians to the west 
and south o f them, from whom they 
differ greatly ( ’lilengo Times.

I IliiuilintliiiK W iillthii; Stick*.
A novel €».\|n‘rmi«»nt of the ©liloride of 

silver hatfcry Im* lx»t»n made in the 
manufacture o f the el«*ctne litflit cane. 
Four cells art* placed end to end in a 
small tulx»of cardlmar«! and inserted in 
a hollow cane. The silver wire at one 
end is connectc«I to one «»ml o f the car­
bon filament of a small incandescent 
lamp, snugly placed at the head o f the 
cane, and a small brass strip or spring is 
ext«»nd«»<l upward from the/¡tie bottom, 
so as to make contact possible with the 
oth«»r etui o f th«» carbon filament.

When a bright light i« r«*qiur«»d, press 
lire on a small push button on the Hide 
o f the cane closes the circuit and ig 
niti‘8 th«» lamp 'I'll«» head of the cane 
is solid silver, which makes a good re 
Hector for tin* light, and a very thick 
lens is !itt«»d into the top. These canes 
have been us«*d with great success for 
theatrical purposes, and have a very 
pleasing effect. New York Telegram.
