tho north and west sides. Grapes, of 
course, should not lie omitted in any gar- i 
den, no matter how small, since they re- j 
quire so little space compared with tho 
amount of fruit they yield. There may 
be a row or two next to the trees, and at 
proper distance from them, trained on 
stakes or cheap trellis.

The grape rows are to lie seven or eight 
feet apart, and tho space or spaces be­
tween afford a splendid opportunity for 
growing strawberries, currants, goose­
berries, or tomatoes, potatoes, beans, cab­
bages and similar crops. Where straw­
berries occupy a separate bed, they may 
lie set in rows three or three and one half 
feet apart, and allowed to form niuttod 
rows. No other crop is to be grown be­
tween them ; but any bed after fruiting, 
if not to tie preserved for another Roason, 
should at once he spaded, or plowed over, 
ami planted with potatoes, turnips, cu­
cumbers, sweet corn, celery, endive, 
spinach, or whatever crop may lie most 
desirable, and promises to yet como to 
maturity. A few radishes, lettuces, 
beets, etc., may be sown here and there 
on little vacant spots, as a sort of catch 
crops; and so may some other vegetables. 
In fact, the ground of those limited arens 
should bo kept fully o.’cupiod with ono 
or tho oilier of tlie.se crops during the en­
tire season, one being planted in the 
plaeo of another as quick as this latter is 
gathered and the spot lias I income vacant. 
Kvcn a small piece of ground thus man­
aged can furnish a pre’ty good supply of 
vegetables und fruits for the occupant’s 
family.—Kx.

TIIK W KATlIint FOR A l’KIL.

Throughout Oregon, the rains during 
April have been in excess of the normal 
amount. The total amount lias varied 
from over four Inches in the Willamette 
valley to two inches and over in 
southern and eastern Oregon. Snow lias 
fallen on the mountains and higher eleva­
tions at frequent intervals. The rains 
have penetrated the soil, and it is now 
more thoroughly moistened than it lias 
been for years. Water stands on the low 
lands of the Willamette valley. Temper­
ature Inis been from J  to I degrees below 
the normal for the month, this deficiency 
is apparent in every section of tho state 
from the retarded condition of vegetation. 
Tho season is fully four weeks late. 
Frosts occurcd with unusual frequency 
and they did slight damage to tho fruit 
interest. A severe wind and rain storm, 
one of the most severe on record occurcd 
on tho tilth. There lias been a marked 
deficiency in sunshine and an excess in 
tho number of cloudy and rainy days. 
The weather lias delayed spring seeding 
and farming operations in general, it lias 
Itoon unfavorable to shearing and lamb­
ing, the latter lias been very successful 
however, fully 85 per cent of tho lambs 
being saved. The wool clip is unusually 
good, the staple being long and reinark-
