T he F rien d s N ew  C hurch.
The committee appointed hy tlie 

church to have charge of building the 
new house of worship, met last Monday 
evening and adopted plans which were 
gotten up by Pearson & Tate, architects 
of Dos Moines, Iowa, and Rev. J. H. 
Douglas. The plans furnished may not 
be carried out in all the details, at pres­
ent, but the general plan will bo followed. 
The size of the building will he 50x80 feet 
with the main front on the corner of the 
lot and one entrance on the north side 
and one on the east.

Tlie auditorium is 50x50 feet with an 
estimated seating capacity of 700. Tlie 
chapel which is separated from the audi­
torium by rolling blimD is 28x33 feet and 
will lie well calculated for prayer meet­

i Four small rooms suitable for class rooms 
: for Sunday school arc arranged for on 
this floor. A circular gallery is planned 

(0 j with a scaling capacity of 300, which with 
j 200 in the chattel m ikes a total seating 
I capacity of 120) The building will be mover, j „ j y,y a |,c,t air furnace from the base 

While no attempt has heen made 
| for unnecessary display in the outwaid 
f appearance of the building, an eye lias 
been kept to tlie latest architectural de­
signs and the p -rapectire is very much 
admired hv all who have seen it. Tlie 
ventilating and account iu pro|*»ities have 
been carefully guarded with the view of 
making the church as comfortable a room 
for a public gathering as can be found 
anywhere. The committee is considering 
tlie feasibility of veneering the liuiluing 
with pressed brick, but just wiiat will ire 
done in this particular lias not been fully 
determined. A number of tho members 
of (lie church have expressed themselves 
as favoring this plan, very decidedly.

Language is inadequate to express our 
admiration of the scenes brought like a 
panorama before us every hour of the day 
Fliilay. An observation car w as attached 

j to tho rear of the coach occupied by our 
| party, so that we found it quite conveni­
ent to pass back and forth, the majority 

j of us remaining the greater |>att ot the 
wiij | day, however, in tlie observation ear.

: Tlie sky was very clear, giving us a 
splendid view of the snow capped peaks, 
numerous waterfalls, rapids, canyons, etc. 
We regret that ive did not enumerate the 

| tunnels as we passed through. Had we 
I known hew numerous they were, cut 
I through the solid rock, wo certain.}' 
should have done so. We think we do 
not exaggerate when we Gav that we 
pasted through more than fifty in one 
day. The snow sheds, nlso, were numer­
ous, obstructing tho view the few min­
utes consumed in passing through. At 
one place, where the scenery was of spec­
ial interest, there is a summer route out- 
side one of these sheds to give tlie tour'st 
advantage of the to

In passing through tho Selkirks, the 
most striking canyon is that known as 
Albert Canyon, altitude nearly 3,009 feet. 
Here the Columbia is compressed into a 
boiling d ime scarcely 2) feet wide. The 
train stops here a few minutes and wo re­
paired to a solidly built balcony where 
we gazed in safety into the boiling pit 
nearly 300 feet below. Next we come to 
the Glacier House, a station and hotel 
within fifteen minutes walk of the Great 
Glacier. This hotel is finely situated 
both as regards picturesqueness and 
heulthfulne88, and affords the tourist a 
delightful stopping place wiit-ro ho may 
breathe mountain air and add several 
pounds to his weight in a few days. Con­
tinuing tho descent from the Glacier 
House, the Loop is soon reached where 
several startling turns and twists are 
made, first crossing a valley leading down 
from the Ross IVak glacier, touching the 
base of Ross Peak, thou doubling hack to 
tho right a utile or more at last shooting 
down the valley parallel with our former 
course. Looking back wo may see tlie 
railway cutting two long gashes, one 
above the other, on tho mountain slope. 
Kicking Horse Bass is the next scene 
worthy of mention. Here tlie mountain 
sides become vertical, rising thousands of 
feet and within a stone’s throw from wall 
to wall. Down this vast chasm plunges 
tlie river bearing the same name as the 
Bass, leaping ami foaming in its rocky 
bed, as if to dispute tho passage with tlie 
railway, the latter crossing from side to 
side to lodges cut out of the solid rock, 
twisting and turning in every direction, 
plunging through projecting angles of 
rock which seem to close tlie way. 
the towering cliffs almost obstructing the 
sunlight, and the roar of tho river and
III® tra in , inorooeed ur. \hum ired toi.l by
tlie echoing waiis, the passage of this ter­
rible gorge will never bo forgotten.

On the train was an infidel, an aged 
man whose propensity for argument for­
bade our asking him if all this sublime cre­
ation came by chance. Mt. Stephen, 
8,POO feet above tlie valley, is the highest 
point on this route. Among other peaks 
are Mt. Lefrov, the loftiest and grandest 
of the Sawback range, Mts. Ca«tle and 
Cathedral which boar close resemblance 
to the structures for which they are 
named. Knowing that today’s travel 
ended our view of tho glacier-bound 
peaks, it was with reluctance we sought 
our pillows at night. The tnornii g 
dawned cloudy with some rain later in 
tho day. A ploasant feature, since the 
scenery today was tumo and wo were re­
lieved of dust. Arriving at Medicine Ha', 
the train made a thirty minute stop. 
Here we saw blanket Indians with Buffa­
lo horns for sale. It was here we saw the 
largest grizzly hear in America, ho being 
on exhibition for tlie benefit of the gen­
eral Hospital of that place. Our party 
attended services ut Winnipeg Sabbath, 
where wo stop)>ed nntil Monday, 10:30 a. 
m. Here we saw many Catholic Briests, 
evidently there in attendance on sonic 
state occasion. This town has a popula­
tion of 20,000 and is tlie capital of Mani­
toba. Within her borders are many ele­
gant church edifices, colleges, etc. Su- 
porior brick and stone being available, 
the city is well built, having broad 
streets, with electric and horse railways. 
The greatest objection we found to Win-

«operated, some stopping a few days to 
visit tlie twin ri ies, the remainder going 
to Chicago and other eastern points. ; 
The twin cities are heautifully located,: 
and rapidly increasing in population. . 
Tuesday afternoon we look a three und 
one-half hour's drive out to some of tho I 
lakes fur w hich Minnesota is famed. We ! 
also visited Minnehaha Falls, and saw | 
Imr waters laugh and leap into tho valley. ' 
The streets of .Minneapolis are very broad 
and clean, and tho residences are elegant j 
and varied in style.

But when we readied Chicago, “ Proud i 
Queen of tlie North and West,” it seemed 
like getting hack home again, to w itness 
tiie bustle and stir that never ceases 
there. N.i sooner were we in the street 
than wo were admiring tho large horses, 
so many o thorn, when suddenly vve re­
membered that Chicago is famej fur her 
tine horses having taken speeial notice of 
this on our first visit to this metropolis. 
We passed through some beautiful farm­
ing country in Wisconsin and it was here 
that we saw the first plowing of corn on 
our trip. Owing to early and lato rains, 
the corn crop is delayed, so looks small 
to us. Tiie day vve reached Indianapolis 
it was oppressively warm, especially for 
Oregonians, and Hoosiers seemed to be 
somewhat debilitated, sitting around with 

I fans and attired in white. We felt that 
if it was not cool under tho shade of the 
old beech trees at home, we could not 
remain long m Die taint ot our nuilvtly. 
But we are becoming acclimated now, su 
vve can enjoy, in a measure, tlie scenes of 
our childhood.

Tlie five years that have passed do not 
reveal many changes, except that many 
friends are gone. Yet, we cannot retract 
from vvlmt we have said before, that 
there is no place like Oregon.
