I had l*;en rifling several hours through 
the hot dust of a southern Arizona plain 
on the trip from Antelope to the home 
ranch. I had not seen a living thing ex­
cept the scurrying lizards, when 1 noticed 
ahead a man on horseback riding rapidly 
tow uni me.

| A t that point the trail led »cross the 
! great cactus plain known as Lonesome 

valley. It was not a valley Jit all in the 
usual sense of the word, hut a broad, level 
sweep of sandy desert stretching between 
two abrupt ranges of mountains. There 
was uot a tree on it more than ten feet 
high, hut 1 will venture to say that there 
were more varieties of cactus and more of

At the ranch we dressed the villain's 
arm, set a guard over him and sent for the 
sheriff He came, identified him as a dar­
ing horse thief wanted for several offences 
in the northern part of the territory, and 
relieved us his company. — Frank Gil 
lette in Youth’s Companion.
