Below will be found an extruct from a 

private letter from Prof. Jessup, written 
from Whittier, California. Ho says:

I have been enjoying my vacation very 
pleasantly. What work 1 have dono lias 
been with the Los Angeles Terminal It. 
R. with a surveying party in tlig mount­
ains w hen there was any work to lie done 
But. most of the time working by the sea 
side at San Pedro on Rattlesnake I-l.tiid. 
Tills was something I had never before 
done and enjoyed it very much. It is 
hard for me to decide which L enjoy the 
most the beach or mountains. List 
week a party of us "youngsters”  from 
Whittier spent a couple of 4*vs at Long 
Beach, “ piekln" shells, bathing, baking 
ourselves in the sand and ail those nice 
things we real of in poetry and else­
where. Coming home from there Chal­
mers Chawner and I drove IS miles to 
the town of Monrovia and leaving ton 
horse there we, with our blankets and 
rations walked 12 miles to the top of Mt 
Wilson where is lo ha located the most 
powerful Photographic Telescope used, u 
24 inch photo telescope. This mount is 
about (1,500 feet high and is reached by 
two traiis up which by pack h rscs oi 
liuro trains, a great many people go to en­
joy the shade and get a good drink of 
water, which two things are not found 
everywhere in this country. The trees 
on this mountain tire the genuine Oregon 
fir. It ilia le me think of homo. It isn’t 
tho genuine either hut n. rrn like a poor 
imitation. As I look away upon the 
Puente liiiis above Whittier, which are 
not quite so high, I  believe, as tho Che 
iialem mountains 1 do not see a single 
tree. They are cither about as barren as 
the ro.ul in front of the Newberg post 
office, or else overgrown with grease 
wood or sage brush. These bills liowev 
er do «tlbr'l pasture for a few droves of 
sheep. Tlie hills and inounbiins here 
are not timliercd as they are in Oregon. 
But do not think I am saying any thing 
either for or against the country. Simply 
an attempt at the facts. This is a fine 
country in many ways. As every one 
knows it is a rich country also anti no 
words of mine could change this fact. 
I ’rc imagined that if I had some of the 
estates I've seen in the last few days, I 
could very well afford to enjoy living in 
Cali orniu. There has been an immense 
amount of money expended in developing 
the country and of course it is tlio better 
for it.
