By 
th e  sk illfu l app lication  of th e  blow pipe he 
d r ills  a sm all hole in th e  bottom  of tin* bo t­
tle , d raw s otT all th e  g en u in e  li«|iii«l, r«*- 
plaees it w ith  his poisonous s tu ff , closes up 
th e  hole so th a t no tra c e  rem ain s and 
palm s off th e  bo ttle  on u n su sp ec tin g  Ja c k  
as real “ M arte ll”  «»r “ fine old I r ish .”  T he 
ahstraete«l liquor w ill, of course, a lw ays 
sell «m its  ow n m erits  else w here.

A nother iiigcnhm s device «»f th e  m ild 
Hitnloo is to  d rill a  hole in th e  edge of 
a  rupee, an d  th en  sc rape  o u t th e  silver 
from  th e  inside, leav ing  only  a  so rt of 
shell, w ith o u t d am ag in g  th e  im pression 
on th e  rim . l**nd is th en  |H»ured gently  
In, m ixed w ith  som e a lloy  w hich  gives th e  
req u isite  ring , and  th e  hole is ca re fu lly  
close« 1.
