the precipitation and tho character of the 
weather, i. e , whether clear, partly 
cloudly, cloudy or rainy on each day.
From this report the following interesting 
facts concerning tho climate of Oregon, 
which should ho more generally known.

The highest temperature on record in 
the state is 108 degrees and it has been 
recorded in Jackson and in Umatilla 
counties; tho lowest temperature on rec­
ord in the state is 39 degrees below zero 
recorded in Klamath county. The mean 
annual temperature of the whole state is 
50.4 degrees. Douglas and Jackson coun­
ties have the highest mean annual tem­
peratures; Curry, Josephine and Willam­
ette valley counties have slightly lower j 
mean annual temperatures. Wallowa 
county has the lowest mean annual tern- 
piraturo, with Baker, Harney, Klamath,
Malheur and Lake following. In every 
county of the state tho temperature has 
been over 100 degrees except in Clatsop,
Coos, Crook, Curry, Harney, Klamath,
Lane, Folk, Tillamook and Wallowa, 
where the records show temperatures 
from 99 to 98 degrees. Temperatures of 
zero or below have occured in every coun­
ty except Clatsop, Curry, Linn and Tilla­
mook. Temperatures of 20 degrees or 
more below zero have been recorded in 
Baker, Gilliam, Grant, Klamath, Lake 
Malheur, Union and Wallowa 
ties.

The average precipitation of the state ii 
34 33 inches. The counties having tho 
highest annual average amount are Curry 
with S2 inches and Clatsop with 75 inch­
es; the counties having the leatt annual 
average amount are Harney, with 9 inch­
es and Gilliam with 19 inches. Those 
counties having less than 15 and more 
than 10 inches, are Baker, Crook, Mal­
heur, Morrow and Sherman. Those

Dually are Benton, Clackamas, Clatsop, Round Mr and Mrs G F
Columbia, Coos, curry and Tillamook. 01,0 rt< rt 
On an average there are 235 clear or part­
ly cloudy days in the state each year, 130 
are cloudy and on 105 days .01 of un 
inch or more of precipitation occurs.

Tlie foregoing are the prominent feat­
ures of the climate of the state.

The report will he ready for disti¡bu­
tton by January 15th and can he had 
from any number of the legislature, any 
state officers or from the Weather Bu­
reau office, Portland. In addition to the 
minute climatic details, which are valu­
able for study, comparison, etc., the re­
port also contains interesting and in­
structive articles on the climate of the 
state, concerning the soils and foil tem­
perature of the state, of irrigation its 
progress and possibilities in the state and 
a summarize.! statement of the cereal 
products of the state.

The report is of inestimable value and 
is for free distribution. Its vain 
great that it would In* well for the legis­
lature to order fifty or one hundred 
thousand copies printed for distribution 
at the world's fair.

The efforts of the State Weather Bo- 

reua certainly deserve commendation for 

its compilation.
