e x t e n s i v e  m a c h i n e r y .

A great many people aro asking where 
is the money to come from to pay for the 
steam rock crusher, engine and roller 
purchased by the county court at tiie last 
session. Others are inquiring what the 
county wants of such an outfit. These 
are important queries. We would an­
swer that if it is proposed to inaugurate a 
thorough and effective road system, to 
make roads that will stand the test oi 
time and travel, such expensive machin­
ery is probably needed. Such a system 
should contemplate the expenditure of ut 
least half a million in building, not keep­
ing in repair, county roads, and it would 
lie the best investment tho county ever 
made. Its first step should ho a diagonal 
rock-bottom road from Sheridan to New- 
berg. This would run through McMinn­
ville and LaFayette, and Dayton and 
Amity could be easily connected with it. 
A longer spur would ho required to con­
nect Carlton and North Yamhill, and the 
system should he continued until every 
section of the county was provided with a 
good outlet. The annual expenditure o 
$100,000 for the next five years would 
give Yamhill a good road system and 
would add two millions of dollars to the 
value of farm property. Tho court prob­
ably has some such plan in view, or it 
would not spend over four thousand in 
expensive machinery.—Reporter.

closes, to a certain extent, the 
through which the tree breathes. It is 
supposed by many that the tree breathes 
entirely through its leaves, hut that is not 
truo. TI10 green hark of tho tree performs 
an office similar to that of the leaves, and  
in connection with the cells adjoining, 
appoarg to fill, sometimes, an office which 
the leaves fail to accomplish. After 
scraping and pruning the trees, spray 
with a wasli that will keep the pores of 
the bark open and at the tame time fer­
tilize the tree. The lime, salt an d  sul­
phur wash, the I. X. L. compound will 
accomplish this. Washes ttiat put a hard 
coating on the trees, while killing the in­
sects, are certainly not good for the tree 
in the long run.

After sceaping the trees, pruning is 
next on the program. If the trees are | j 
quite old and large, filled with much dead 
wood, and have made no new growth, a 
severe pruning is what is needed. Open 
the tops thoroughly to let in the light and 
air. If the limbs run up too high and are 
spindling, caused by the trees not. having 
enough to force the sap freely to that 
height, cut them hack severely, thereby 
forcing out laterals in tiie spring when the 
sap starts, forming a head of new wood 
and enthusing a now life into the tree. 
The reason for this is that when the sap 
starts in tho spring it passes from the 
roots through cell after cell in tiie sap- 
wood until ¡1 reaches tho leaves. After 
entering the leaves a large portion was 
evaporated, Hie remainder, alter being 
united with the chemical properties of the 
air, becomes thickened and forms a half­
liquid sub-dance which descends through 
tiie inner bark, between the bark anil 
wood. Most of it by hardening consti­
tutes a new layer of wood, a small pait 
making new bark. This makes the flow 
of sap much more vigorous as the same 
amount of roots have less wood to supply, 
consequently that which makes no new 
wood returns quicker to tho roots. There 
being loss wood for the roots to supply, 
they are given more strength and encotir- 
agement to spread out, making a new j 
growth of small, fibrous roots, which ab­
sorb the moisture from the soil as long as 
they aro new. This part will bo explain­
ed under the head of cultivation. As to 
spraying with some suitable wash, the 
reason is, that besides destroying insect 
pests, it softens tiie hark, cleanses the 
pores and to a certain extent the tree ab­
sorbs through its hark tho beneficial 
chemical properties of the wash, thereby 
becoming fertilised, which produces re­
sults nearly equal to those obtained from 
fertilizin'» the soil.

In all instances it should be remember­
ed that any wash applied to a tree that 
lias a tendency to cover up the pores is 
injurious in the long run, and should nev­
er be used unless the frees are fearfully 
iniectod with pests in ¡lie summer time, 
when it is absolutely necessary to apply 
somo wash to prevent their spreading so 
rapidly before cold weather, and when a 
winter wash could not ho applied with 
safety.

Now the result of all all this work is 
that at the end of the following season 
you will have a healthy, vigorous tree, 
ready to hear a full crop the following 
year, In the place of an old eye sore which 
did not have vitality enough to mature 
what fruit it had on. There are a great 
many old orchards that are worthy of no 
better fate than the woodpile and it would 
he time and money thrown away to do 
anything hut dig them up and make wood 
of them.—Rambler, in Rural Xorthueet.
