THE WOMAN'S IIIULDINR.

Chicago, May 1.—Tho most natiafac- 
tory feature of tho day’s proceedings, 
from a feminine standpoint, was tho 
formal dedication of the woman’s build­
ing this afternoon. A great throng of 
women erowded into tho building, to the 
imminent danger of silks and fabrics and 
frail bonnets. The ceremonies opened 
with a grand march by Joan Ingeborg 
von ISroiusart, of Weimar, Germany, fol 
lowed by a prayer by Miss Ida Ililliu. 
Then Miss Frances lilliott, of London, 
favored the assembly with a dramatic 
overture, at tho close of which Mrs. ro t­
ter I ’almer, president of the board of lady 
managers, delivered tho dedicatory ad­
dress. She said:

‘ ‘The moment of fruition lias arrived. 
Tiie hope which for more than two years 
has gradually been gaining strength and 
definiteness lias now become u reality, for 
today the exposition opens its gates, and 
with it comes tiie formal opening of the 
woman's building. Fxperione.e has 
brought many surprises, not tho least of 
which is the realization of tiie unity of 
human interests, notwithstanding tie 
differences of race, government, perma­
nent or external conditions. Of all tiie 
existing forms of injustice, noqo are eo 
ruol and inconsistent as woman with re­

gard to solf-maiiitbnanco. It is only too 
ovideut that woman, thrown upon her 
own resources, hud a frightful struggle. 
The theory that tho sphere of woman is 
the homo told heavily against her, men 
taking advantage of it to force her hire 
to a nominal price, and many who clung 
to a respectable occupation showed high 
principle and were real heroines of life."

Mrs. Fulmer dilated upon tho broad 
stretch between tbo theory of the sancity 
of tho home und thu actual status of 
affairs, and then turned to what she 
culled dealing with existing f.wts. She 
said it was tho hope to create, liy means ! 
of the exposition a well defined public sen-’ 
timont in regard to the propriety of wom­
en maintaining families, It was honed 
the statistics of thu board of lady mana­
gers would give u correct idea of the num­
ber of these women, nor only those with­
out natural protectors, hut also those 
forced to work shoulder to shoulder with ' 
their husband, without noting the num­
ber forced to support husbands in idle­
ness anil vice. .Mis. Fulmer then u! 
some length discoursed upon the present j 
situation of women, tin. theories and 
arguments raised for nml against, and ’ 
coining back to the exposition, sai I that, 
realizing that a women can never hope to 
receive a proper recompense for tier ser­
vice* until her usefulness and success are 
fully recognized, thu opportunity had 
Iss'ti taken of the advantage pi.-rented by 
the exi-osiUon to bring together such ovi 
deuces of her skill as to show that nbililt 
was not a matter of sex. Tire b >ard, she 
said, did not wish to ta< under.*!. *! us 
placing a sentimental value upon the 
w ork ol women because ol sex; it wu* 
simply hoped to place the facts I* fore the 
whole world and let it judgo for itself. 
Mrs. Fulmer detailed tho «iidicultics en­
countered in bringing the <x>uttni>sioners,

ami tho blind. Babies in arms holding 
out dirty little hands for a "centavo,”  old 
women, young women, healthy little 
bojs, crippled grandfathers all whining 
to the same tune in their mongrel Span­
ish “ For tho love of God, Señorita, give 
mo a cent.”

Give them cents! I poured them out 
upon them. Never hud u copper eeerned 
of so much value. 1 luxuriated in their 
delight. I bought out tho porter, the 
newsdealer and tho conductor to satisfy 
tho want that never could be satisfied; 
for there is a friendly feeling among these 
unfortunates, and when they find ono 
wtio will givn, they spread the glad tid­
ings among all their class, and indeed I 
suspected them of having discovered 
some peculiar way of telegraphing the in­
formation to the next station, so besieged 
was I for charity.

Home tourists who had been in the 
country before endeavored to impress me 
with the fact that I was encouraging idle­
ness, but who would not be idle when 
the sun was hot and water a luxury and 
even for labor, money was not forthcom­
ing. They must livo. To live they must 
eat, and it seems to mo that in tiie more 
desolato portion of tho country, to eat 
they mn-t beg.

Very picturesquo were tb.oy seen from 
the ear window in tho soft gloom of the 
southern night, their dark eyes gleaming 
like stars under their quaint hut or still 
more primitive head dress, their whlto 
teeth glittering as tho musical Spanish 
rippled forth in compliments calculated to 
appeal lo the generosity of tho señorita 
who seemed to them a small sized l ’rovi- 
dence. In tho cruel glare of the sun de­
fects became evident, and ono saw the 
coarseness in thu squalor ami dirt, still 
never did they cease fo bo poetic. They 
harmonized so perfectly with the back­
ground of cloudless sky, antique build­
ings, ami tropical verdure, 
beauty even in theii very ugliness which 
was a plea for their existence and in re­
membering the pleasantest journey of my 
life I shall always have a very fender 
recollection of the beggars of Mexico.— 
llilith M. Dag, in I.cuie it- Hri/ilen's Huil­
lín;/ ami Marine (lazdle.
