1 
have found tobacco smoke to be equally 
good, with no worso results as regards 
odor than alchol, unless you dislike to­
bacco. I know that 1 have put huge, 
worms and various kinds of reptiles in 
large bottles and have kept them for 
years by simply blowing the bottle full 
of strong tobacco smoko and sealing it 
properly.

“ The perfect forms would remain for 
years, in fact just as long as the bottle 
remained perfectly sealed. Upon open­
ing it tho result has invariably been— 
that is, in cases of longstanding a com 
plet collapse. Still the effect is no worse 
than that of alcohol, fur one never thinks 
of removing a preservative life form from 
the alcohol. When one puts a form in 
alcohol, it is understood to be merely for 
looks and not for examination or han­
dling.”— St. Louis Globe-Democrat.

A Point For Travel«!*«.
The advice is given by a well known 

society woman who travels a great deal 
to wear one's best underclothing while 
on tho cars. “ Never mind if it does get 
soiled.” she says. “ I have known of the 
most flagrant cases of neglect during 
railroad accidents of people whose un­
derwear looked as though they might tie 
poor. This is a shameful fact, but tho 
people who pick up the wounded after a 
wreck are intensely human. Many of 
them do not propose to open their homes 
to sufferers unless they are to be paid 
for it. They judge of the ability of peo 
pie to pay largely by their underwear, 
as the outside garb of most well to do 
people is more or less the same in these 
days.”

Tenting 1'iire W ater.
It is one of tho easiest things in the 

world to tell pure water from tho im­
pure. If you want to test the color of 
the water, just till a colorless glass bottle 
with the water and look through it at 
some black object, and the distinctive­
ness with which you can boo tho object 
will give you nil idea as to the amouutof 
clay or sand there is in tho water. Then 
pour out one-half tho water, cork the 
bottle tightly and set it in a warm place 
for about 24 hours. Remove the cork 
and smell the air in tho Isittle. If there 
is an offensive odor, even the slightest 
the water is unfit for domestic use*. 
Well water, no matter how bright and 
sparkling, is. nine times nut of ten, pu 
trescent. Then, as a matter of course, 
decomposition is sure to set in in a day 
or two if you put the bottle in a warm 
place.— New York Telegram.

W here Fin b roid ery  In Made.
In 1890 St. GnU sent out to the world 

near $5,000,000 worth of embroidery. Half 
of that came to this country to adorn the 
petticoats and so forth of American worn 
en. In early times embroidery was made 
by band and it was worth its weight in 
gold. The knowledge of t be craft spread 
through Appenzell, Tliurg.i.^ and St. (Jail, 
three cantons of the Alps country. A 
great industry grew The technical skill 
and readiness of band of tho Appenzell 
women were marvelous, and gradually 
the exquisite embroidery made by them 
became famous all over the world. Very 
many thousands of the people are engaged 
wholly in the skilled business. (Jirls wen 
trained to it from early childhood. At 
that time ail the beautiful work was done 
with the hand and in the people’s homes.

More than half a century ago the hand 
machine was introduced, and that rapidly 
changed the whole situation Today pos 
sibly not 5 per cent, of the embroideries 
are made exclusively by hand, and these 
only of special articles, flue and expensive 
The band machine was soon in the houses 
of half the peasants, and factories were 
founded, where many machines were col 
lected and worked, but still by hand power 
only. 'I’ lie character o f the work was then 
and remains now excellent, but the pro 
duction was comparatively slow. Tho prof 
its were usually large to the dealers, but 
the embroiderer barely made a good living, 
as it was always necessary for him to pay 
an assistant known as tho "threader” to 
help work his machine. — Washington Cor 
St. Louis Globe Democrat.

In the good old times—arid by the good 
old time» we all of us mean the day» that 
are past and are uo more, the day» of our 
youth, which we remember with a »ad 
pleasure, and the joy» of which we exag 
gerate, perhaps, while the pains we forget 
—the carnival iu the Corso, which, alas! is 
now almost a thing of the past, was a 
spectacle and an experience full of delight. 
On that week of saturnalia the old sight» 
aud sounds, the old hubbub and gayety 
and license was renewed, every folly was

| There were masks and harlequins and

TUB WAUL 
A swell must walk at times, no matter 

how many broughams and horses he may 
nave, and it is uo more than [»roper to give 
the walk precedence. The walk is an ac 
quireineut a man gets very early in life, 
but lie never begins to walk in the proper 
way until he is proposed for membership 
iu a good club. This is the way l^egs 
stiff, no elasticity, body well forward, no 
elasticity, head well back, no elasticity 
and steps about two and a half feet long.

Of course there are variations. Going to 
a funeral the man about town should walk 
briskly and as if be enjoyed it Thereby 
ne demonstrates his perfect repose of man 
ner and shows that it is not influenced by 
mere external circumstances.

The most noticeable of these is that era 
ployed when the expert walker walks with 
a "gel.” When thus agreeably employed 
he should invariably face her and walk 
sideways like a crab. This will at first be 
found rather difficult, but practice makes 
perfect, and the "gel” who will not put up 
with being stepped on a few times and 
bumped with a [»air of unaccustomed knees 
a few times has not u proper appreciation 
of culchaw and depawtment. In walking 
with the ‘gel” the student should care 
fully avoid keeping step The step to 
gether is for common soldiers, convicts, 
clerks going together to business and cads 
who disregard culchaw and depawtment. 
Gentlemen never walk in step, it shows 
too much premeditation and thought, and 
is not in keeping with the mental idleness 
which should characterize a gentlemen.

IMPOUTANCK OF TIIF. BOW 
Walking having been considered, it is 

now necessary to take up standing still 
and sitting down. To describe these ac 
complishments it is perhaps sufficient to 
say that in standing the real swell should 
look as though he would prefer to sit, and 
in sitting he should convey the impression 
that be would prefer to stand. If he does 
this fie can hardly fail to look sufficiently 
bored.

Now comes the how, a most useful ac 
complishmeut, in fact the most useful one 
in connection with culchaw and depawtr 
ment. A man of real culchaw should be 
able to insult a man grossly with his bow 
upou occasion, and lie should also be able 
to bow so that the bo wee would not hesi 
tate about lending him $100 without secu 
rity. This bow is most difficult.

All bows may be divided into twoclasses 
—tlie short bow wit hout raising the hat, 
which may be either insulting or [»leasing, 
and the long Lord Chesterfield bow for 
‘gels,” which may convey either mere 

recognition or the deepest regard. For the 
short bow merely snap the head. If it is 
intended to be insulting the person to be 
insulted should be looked at with a sort of 
‘By-.Jove Idou ’t-see you and 1-don’t like 

your-looks” stare, and then the head 
shouhl be snapped very short.

To please it should be moved slower and 
with a smile. This can hardly fail to 
please. The long Lord Chesterfield bow is 
much more laborious, but it is also much 
more impressive. To Accomplish it grasp 
the hat firmly by the front of the rim. 
imagine a fly about eighteen inches from 
the tip of the nose and try to hit it with 
the crown of the hat, then smile as if in 
exultation at having hit it, and as the hat 
is replaced look at the bo wee for approba 
tion and appreciation of the dexterity dis 
played.

Shaking ha mis is much less a part of 
culchaw and depawtment than it once was 
it is too much work Men don’t do it very 
much, and as a rule when an acquaintance 
offers to shake hands it is quite proper not 
to see iiis hand and to merely bow If it 
is an undesirable acquaintance, look at his 
hand as though there was some doubt 
a!»out its cleanliness or as though his 
gloves were not in good taste, ami tiieu de 
liver t he stony stare ami short bow It is 
»«»metimes ueces-*ary to shake hands. For 
instance, a prospective father in law may 
be an «»hi timer and used to stinking hands 
if tie is to he humored it shouhl l»e done 
daintily The hand should be presented 
on a level with bis upper shirt stud, and 
tiie motion of the shake should be straight 
up and down

Fewer well dressed and culchawed men 
carry walking sticks now than formerly 
If a stick is carried it should not be walked 
with it should bo light, but shouhl ini 
press lb« people that it is heavy, ami that 
the man «»f culchaw is fin*«! of carrying it 
It shouhl hang head down and hack prefer 
ably in the left hand.
